ITS DEFEAT WAS NO SURPRISE

GOVERXMENT'S CASE A HOPELESS

Strong Opposition te Aecguiring the
Tag Ends of Spain‘s Coloninl
Empire—Germans Still Com-
plaining Abont the
Dingley Bill

BERLIN, June M. —1he attention of the |
relchutag lndt week wus chivfly devoted to
the anti-strike bll, and the public showed

more Interest In this than fn any other
meusure of the sesslon. The gallerles
were filled fer the fNirst time, and even
e members attended boettor. Usually |
half the scuts are emply. ‘e press also
devoled a4 vist dmount of space to the
mcasure, and the agitatlon sgainst it be-

came wore active during tll.\: few days
preceding the debate. This was not con-
fingd 1o the Bocinlists, as Evangeliciuls,
Catholics and inbor unions and the central
committee of Christian miners pronounced
npelnst the bill. Even the committee of
the trade court of Berlin, 8 semi-court In-
stitution, potitioned ngainst the measure,
and asked all other such courts and organ-
fzations of laborers and employers to do
ihe saIne.

It was clear from the beginning of the
debate that the government’s case was lost,

UNCLE SAM'S EXPENSIVE JOB.

Looking After Silver and Carting It to
the Mint Costs Him a
Good Denl. '

From the Fhiladelphin Inquirer, a
Carting to the United States mint vaults

at Spring Gurden and Sixteenth streets the
viast masses of silver bullion and silver dol-
lars that have beeen stored in the old mint
and the postoffice bullding has attracted
attentlon to the fact that the successive
transferring, counting and storing of the
white metal since its purchase s bullion
about ten yeark ago, to say nothing of the
depreciation of about n third In the market
prﬁ:c- since that time, has cost the governs
ment many thousands of dollars In excess
of Its actual money value. In fact, the
government would have saved a great deal
of money If it had thrown away the silver
dollars @s soon as they were colned. The
keaping und handling of them has proved
to be the most expensive luxury in which
the government has ever Indulged.

The Philadeiphin mint holds $200,000,(00 in
silver, over §u0,000,000 of which has been
coined into the eart wheel dollars. When
the gliver was bought by the government in
1880 and 1890 it cost about 91 cents &an ounce,
Now its gquotation in the market §s a frac-
tlon above 61, and it has becn lower than
that. Each successive superintendent
ginee that time has had the silver counted
or transferred from one place to anathep,
the operttion usually requiring a year or
more and costing over $£0,000 in the singla
item of counting. As thes superintendents
are under 360,000 bonds, their bondsmen
naturaily insist upon knowing just whate
they are responsible for, and so the count-
ing process s undergone with each suc-
cn-dirlm administration, Uncle Sam paying
the bill,

When Danlel M. Fox was superintend-
ent of the mint about ten years ago tne
allver dollars were transferred from the
mint to the postoffice building., The cost
of carting the load from the mint to the
postoffice was 25 cents per $1,000, exclusive
of the pay of the laborers employed in
handling it

In Imitation of the celebrated strategy of
the French general, whose campnign con-
alsted of mnrch%rl‘? up a hill and then down
ngnln, the succeeding superintendent, Colo-
nel Bosbyshell, carted the sllver dollars
rom the postoffice back to the mint, dupli-
cating the cost.

Then Eugene Townsend became superin-
tendent, and the process of transferring the
sllver from his predecessor to himself, the
hand ecounting of the whola mass belng In-

velved, ngaln cost the government over
ALLIN
When Herman Kretz succeeded Dr.

Townsend the transfer was made without
sxtra cost to the gnwrnmcm, the usnal
foree nt the mint being employed In the
tnsk of countlng on this economlical ocea-
sfon, but a system of packing the sliver
dollars In boxes was Introduced at & cost
of & cents per box and this cost the gove
ernment about $7.500. .

The transfer of the silver from Mr. Kretz
to Harry K. Royer, the present superine
tendent, cnst the government, gs before,

ver $0,000. Sliver dollars to the amount of
$21.000.000 were taken again to the post.
office building for storage. This labor was
completed only about three weeks ago, and
now the whole bulk of silver Is being re-
earted to the new mint at the regulation
price demanded by the express company
of %5 cents per $1.000, with the additlonal
enst of § cents per box containing $1,000 and
the laborer’s pay.

The detalls Invalved In all thls moving
and ecounting are intricate in the extreme,
Superintendent Boyer's count, recently
eaompleted, was rendered as expeditiously
ns possible, yet it took 4 year aor more to
complete it. The transfer required the ser-
vices of fifteen extra men daifly at 82
day each, or $45 a day for a year. In ad-
ditlon to all this some twelve or fifteen men
have to be employed day and night to
wintch the hoarded mass,

Thus each transfer from one superintend-
ent to another has cost the government
about $%0,00, the handiing over $15.000 and
the boxing over $7.500, to say nothing of the
other heavy incidental expenses, such as
the watching. To coin the sllver bulllon
costs the government only 1 cent for each
dollar, but to guard it and protect It ara
tremendously  expensive. For  Instance,
among the detalls of transferring the sllver
from one superintendent to another are the
employment of two counters for each bag
weighing sixty pounds, the welghing and
the registering of the bags and the compl-
Intion of each bag'd individual history.

It §s reported that the mint officers have
just discovered that ovee $2.000.000 of silver
dollars have been rendered unfit for clrou-
latlon as the result of reposing In a damp
vault. where they have bechme rusty or
corrod A large amount of the silver
which was brought here at the govern-
ment's expense from the West Is now be-
ing reship to New Orleans, to be coined

into dollars there,

THEORY OF EDUCATION.

Burtis Burr Breese, Who Has Written
& Treatise Upon Inhibition, Is &
Graduate of “K. T.”

Burtls Burr Breese, B. A. and M. A, of
Harvard, who receives his doctor's degree
from Columbia this year, has written a
learned thesis upon the subject of “Inhl-
bitlon."* Mr. Breese was at ona time a
student at the Kansas state university at
Lawrence, having been given the degres of
arts In 159,

After graduation he went from the unl-
versity to Harvard for speclal work in the
psychological laboratory. Of the treatise
on “Inhibition,"” the New York Press says:

Inhibitlon, from the physiologleal view-
point, is the arresting or checking of some
form of physical activity.

In psyvchology Mr. Breese belleves that
Inhibitlon can be applled only to phe-
nomena in which both mental and physical
elements are concerned.  The Inhibitlon
which the will exércises Is most effective
in the fleld of bodily movements., We can
arrest a voluntary movement immediately
by the will, but if we try to thrust out of
our consciousness an ldea or an emotion
It persists only the more, and is Intensitied.
1t is only by working through the body
that we can get rid of certain feellngs and
mental states. Our only method of van-
ishing them |s by Inhibitipg, dolng away
with, the bodily adjustments that accom-
pany such thoughts. A change of bodily
activity tends to bring about a change of
mental states.

This Intimate connection between mental
stntes and physieinl activitles has not been
understood sufficlently or acted upon ad-
vantageously in the matter of educatlon,
which has proceeded, sx Mr. Breese puts
it, “upon the principle of duallsm of
mind and body."” it being taken for grant-
ed that the spirftual and physical natures
of children are so different that the devel-
opment of each must necessarily be in-
dependent of that of the other. Consequent-
Iy nearly the whole energy of the school
has been expended In the cultivation of
the spiritual or intellectual naturs u
the supposition that it can be reached
without the medintion of the physical na-
ture which underlies |t

At first the Intellect alone was the ob-
Ject of school Instructlon: then came to
be recognized the faét that the soul does
not develop in sections, but that the wiil
and the feeling enler into every act of In-
tellect. This was an advance, but there is

Importance and real nature of the elements
of physical movements In consclous 1ife.
Some great educators have emphasized
these, but, eays Mr. Breese, beye the
misconcelved and badly applied kindergar-
ten sysiem and the manual tralning courses
In o few favored localltles their efforts
have not reached.

fundamental element In education—motor
training. We look after what wea call the
Intellectunl nature of the child, but the
bodily activities we leave to the play of
circumstances.
