Shades of Green and Violet for Deco-
rating n Pretty Room—As to
Harmony of Color.

The rapid growth in late years of gen-
eral art knowledge has made its inevitable
impression upon interior decoration.

Refurnishing thelr chambers has for most

Hormony of color is the first most im-
portint element for the amateur decorator
to have in mind. The larger pleces of fur-
niture, wall hangings and draperies must
be planned with due reference to this fact,
and experiments made by day and artificlal
lght to test the combinations of color.

A charming room, suggestive of outdoor
life and pleasant memories, can be devised
by using violet and green for the colors,
and the flowers and leaves of the violet In
the decorations.

PRESSING WILD FLOWERS.

Interesting Work That May Be Done
by the Summer Tourixt—How (o
Preas o Poppy.

Summer tourists and zojourners In leafy
country byways declare that one of the
most delightful pastimes {s the collection

and pressing of wild flowers,

The art of pressing flowers is one easily
acquired. Many teach themselves, and
while books with regularly arranged blot-
ters, ete,, are desirable, substitutes of a
legs pretentious kind are found to serve,
if care is taken in the use of them. For
{nstance, sheet wadding may be utilized
with old magagines. It has been found,
too, thot coarse brown wrapping paper of
kind that butchers vus=e s good.
sspms should be pressed as soon as
after they have been gathered,
the pressing must be delayed they
should be Kept In water until they are
put between covers. The eovers., of what-
ever Kind—and none are so good as blot-
ting paper—should be changed ofteén, as
the gecret of pressing flowers Is to extract
the molsture, and that as qulckly as pos-
sible. When the flowers are fn place the
pagd should be heavily weighted down.

Of the blossoms whose colors are best
preserved the yellow are found most satis-
factory.

A writer from California gives the fol-
lowing description of the way to press a
Matillja poppy:

First prepare sheets of blotting paper by
Immersing them in a weak solutlon of ox-
alle acld, then drying them thoroughly.

lessons in a study that gives them a keen
relish for its later perusal.

To Remove Fruit Stains,

With the frequent service of fruits, tha
table linen Is apt to suffer. Befors sending
to the laundry the tablecloths and napkins
should be carefully exnmined and the spots
removed, as soap sets the stains, Most
fruit stains, taken in season. can be easily
removed from linen by putti the stalned
portlon over a bowl and pouring a stream
of bolling hot water through it. When the
spots are obstinate, however, aclds must
be used. This part of the work should al-
wiivs ba done under the supervision of the
mistress, to see that all needful preeau-
tlonk are taken to prevent destroving the
fnbric ftself. Oxalic acid, allowing thres
ounces of the crystals to one pint of water, |
