The report for 1S9S showed a total valua-
tion of :i0.623,Sl6. Judging from the figures
received thus far this jear the aggregate
valuation will, it Is believed, fall several
hundred thousands below this. That the
people are even more prosperous than form-
erly is, however, a fact which will scarce-
ly be disputed.

East Twelfth street, Kansas City, does
not own as big a slice of property In Ok-
lahoma as he evidently thought he did
He laid claim to fifty-fo- townships, or
about 1,250.000 acres. In Beaver county, but
It Is doubtful if ho will have to pay taxes
on the land.

A few weeks ago J. V. Vickers. of Tomb
stone, A. T., leased thirty-si- x sections of
school lands In Beaver countv and The
Journal printed the story of It. Mr. Lind-
say read this and addressed the following
letter to tho Arizona purchaser:

"Will ou please Inform me It vou have
leased lands west of the 102d degree of
longitude In Beaver county? If so. It will
come in conflict with me as I own all
lands west of that line.

Mr. Vickers referred tho letter to School
Land Commissioner Charles H. Filson, who
wroto Lindsay:

"Will jou kindly advise me how you ob-

tained title to all lands In Western Bea-
ver county, and what jou expect to do
with sections 16 and 06, which ou evi-
dently Inclosed In your pasture? Our spe-
cial agent Is now on his way out there
and wo shall await his report as to the
amount of land jou havo Inclosed."

Mr. Lindsaj-- replied promptlj-- , the fol-
lowing letter reaching Mr. Filson yester-da- j:

"My tltlo to lands In tho west end of
Beaver county is a matter of record at
the register's offico In Beaver, Beaver
countj', O. T. I do not care to make ap-
plication to lease my own land. You are
rather hasty In j'our conclusions. I have
not put up anj' fences jet. Will you kind-
ly advise me how jou (Oklahoma) ob-
tained title to sections 16 and 36?"

As the school lands cannot be obtained
for use except through the land leasing
department, and as tho United States gov-
ernment, at the time of the Louisiana
purchase, set asldo all sections 16 and 36
in tho territories for school purposes, Mr.

LOVING CUP FOR CAMBON.

Presented by President McKlnley In
Token of Ills Pence Proto

col Service.
WASHINGTON, July 1. President Mc-

Klnley to-d- presented to the French
ambassador, M. Cambon, a superb silver
loving cup In recognition of the ambas-
sador's friendly services in the negotia
tions which restored peace between the
United States and Spain. The beautiful
testimonial was sent by Secretary Hay to
the French embassy, accompanied by a
note from the secretarj, in which, speak-
ing for the president, he expressed sincere
appreciation for M. Cambon's considerate
and disinterested services and tendered
the loving cup as an evidence of the es-
teem felt for him.

The cup Is of massive proportions and
chaste design and the international sig-
nificance of the gift is shown In the blend-
ing of tho French and American coats of
arms It stands about two and one-ha- lf

feet high, with tho top of the bowl about
ten Inches across The outer surface Is
sliver, richly embossed, while the Inside
is of hammered gold. Around the outside
of the bowl, In raised old English text,
runs the following Inscription:

"Presented bj the president of ths United
States to his excellencj", M. Jules Cambon,
ambassador of France, In token of Tils
friendly services In the negotiation of the
protocol of poico between the United States
and Spain, August 12, 1898."

The bowl is supported on the shoulders of
three American eagles These, In turn, are
on a massive silver pedestal, around which
circle tho thirteen stare emblematic of the
thirteen original states. The three handles
of the cup are mjrtle leaves, sjmbollc of
tho peaceful offices which M. Cambon per-
formed. On the three faces ot the cup,
whero the handles Join the bowl, appear
the coat of arms of France with tho letters
R F. Republiquo Francalse

Tho box In which the loving cup is In-
closed is another triumph of the Jeweler's
art. It is of light blrd's-ej- e maple, highly
polished, with brass trimmings bearing themonogram of the ambassador.

The interior of the box is lined with
crimson velvet and tho whole Is enveloped
In a sack of olive velvet. Altogether, tho
president's gift is one of uncommon rich-
ness and artistic beautj.

When the gift and letter were received
at the French embassj-- , M. Cambon was
absent, not having returned from hl3 New
England trip.

Under tho circumstances, tho letter re-
mained sealed and the box unopened
until the ambassador's return, which Is
expected shortly. After receiving his recent
degree of LL. D , from Harvard, he went
to Manchester-bj-the-Se- a for a few dajs.
The president's gift will be an entire sur-
prise to him, and will be gratifjlng alike
for Its personal as well as it3 national sig-
nificance The queen regent of Spain has
already decorated M. Cambon for his serv-
ices In the peace negotiations.

Has Not "Vet Determined What to Do

In Regard to Ousted Insur-
ance Companies.

JEFFERSON CITY, MO, July 1 -(S- pecial

) Superintendent of Insurance Orear
does not know what action he will take re-

garding the seventy-thre- e insurance com-
panies whose licenses the supreme court
revoked j csterday for v iolatlon of the anti-
trust law. He stated to-d- that he would
do nothing until he had consulted'with the
attornej general and that official was not
in the city He wants the people
to know, however, tint the decision does
not affixt any policies written by any of
these companies prior to the filing of the
opinion, and what has been done since that
time he does not j'et know.

The advance sheets of the report of this
ueparimcnt show tnat there are 1W com
ranies licensed to do fire insurance bus!
ness In the state, including these seventy
three companies, so it can be seen that
there ntarlj ICO companies left jet to write
insurance in me state.

ST. JOSEPH, MO , July 1 (Special ) The
seventy-thre- e insurance companies barred
by the supreme court for entering a pool
to keep up rates. In violation of the state
anti-tru- st law, expect to be reinstated in
a short time, according to E. F. Scott,
secretary of the "Social Club." tho bureau
for maintenance of rates In this cltj'. Just
how this is to be done Mr. Scott declines
to state. Mr. Scott sajs there are onlj
about fortj' companies outside those ousted
concerns doing business In the city, and
they are not sufficient for the demands.
"Another thing," said Mr. Scott, "Is that
if these companies ure obliged to go out of
business in Missouri, it means a loss of
i0 per cent of the revenue derived from
insurarce assessment, It means a loss to
the state In taxes of thousands and thou-
sands of dollars."

ST. LOUIS, July 1 Attorney General
Ciovv, who spent the day in St. Louis, sajs
there Is no way by which the seventy-thre- e

Insurance companies shut out of the statebj' yesterdaj's decision of the supreme
court can resume business In Missouri ex-
cept by permission of the court. This per-
mission he believes will not be granted.

"The effect of this decision." .he said, "Is
simply to prohibit the seventjithree com-
panies from doing business in Missouri.
They are out entirely and might as well
not exist as far as Missouri is concerned.

"They have been held to be in violation
of a state law and as such have been oust-
ed The Insurance superintendent cannotgrant them permission to er the
state, and I cannot do it. That power is
vested solelj- - in the supreme court.

"I believe the result of tho decision will
be a general lowering of Insurance rates.
We have been navlnir about one-thir- d more
than we should for insurance, because of
inese ruie agreements anu commnations.
iNow see u there is not a reduction.
