jraterial for a long sermon on "A Wom-

an's Way" was contained in two cases
which tame esterdiy tinder the attention
of Justice Spitz, and two women, who in
the morning had invoked tho aid of the
law's strong arm, shed teats in the after-
noon in their anxiety to save two men
from the prosecution they had begun.

Jlrs. Frances Gareis, who keeps a board-
ing house at 1S10 Jarboe street, swore out
a. warrant for tho arrest of Henry Berthold,
one of her boarders, charging him- - with
stealing her watch and $2." The constable
very promptly brought in 3Ir. Berthold and
he was sent to Jail to await his trial. The
course of Justice was more hwift than 3Irs.
Gareis had counted on, and when she
reached the courtroom and learned the
fate of the alleged thief she wept. She said
she did not want him sent to jail but
merely swore out the warrant for the pur-
pose of locating him

Justice Spitz was Irate as he always is
when some one attempts a perversion of
the forces of his court "I want you to
understand, madam," he said, "that we arc
not running a collection agency. When you
come here and make complaint against a
man tho presumption Is jou want him ar-

rested, and that's what will happen to
him. Now, If jou don't like to have your
man in jail the only thing for jou to do is
to get him out. Are jou readj-- to go on his
bond?"
