The mesting to-night will start the work
of ralsing the guaranty fund of $50,000.
Chairman Swofford 1s of the oplnlon that
&t least §20,000 will be ralsed at to-night's
meeting and that the soliciting committess
can stert out Monday morning with only
§£0,000 or less to secure In order to have
the needed guaranty fund.

Of course the fund of $50,000 of itself will
not secure the convention. Chicago and
probably other elties will offer this amount
&nd it is then a question of whers, all
things considered, the Democratic party
could be best accommodated. Kansas City
has the only permanent high class bullding
in which the convention could be held.

It s centrally located and well equipped
with raflrond facllities. It has ample hotal
accommodations and [t fs belleved more
members of the party would be plansed to
have the comvention in Kansas City than
In any other city which Is an aspirant for
the honor. All thess facts are facts which
must be shown the Democratic national
committes In addition to the $50,000 guarun-
ty. But without the guaranty It is ussless
to show Lhe facts.

There is every indication that the meet-
Ing to-night will be & rouser. Everybody
i invited, whether or not hs intends to
egbscribe. The moral support of a great
audience will be useful. It is expected that
large subscriptions will bs announced from
the hotels, breweries, street railways,

Delegates to Internntional Council of
Women Pay a Visit to Wind-
sor Castle.

LONDON, July 7—A number of the
American, Colonial and Continental guests
of the Internation Congress of Women
having expressed a desire to pay thelr re-
spects to the queen, Lady Aberdeen ar-
ranged a trip to Winds=or this afternoon,
when her majesty essented to the sugges-
tion that she should drive slowly through
the quadrangle of the castle and recelve a
few of the more prominent delegates.

It was 5:% when the delegates took up a
position in front of the private entrance.
A quarter of an hour later her majesty ap-
peared, and Lady Aberdeen made the pre-
sentations.

Aliss Susan B. Anthony, who, with Mrs.
May Wright Sewall, the newly elected pres-
ident of the congress, enjoyved the privilege
of presentation, said to the correspondent
of the Assoclated Press this evening:

“l had never before seen the queen, and
could not but feel & thrill when, looking
into her wonderful face | saw her, as her
life is going out, welcoming this women's
movement, which is the precursor of the
twentleth century. What pleased me most
was when her majesty sald:

“ “Now, 1 cannot have these ladies who
ara visiting me return without giving them
& cup of tea.

“8ir Arthur Bigg, the queen’s private sec-
retary, replied: *‘But, your majesty, they
are here in hundreds.”

‘1 do not care,’" sald the queen, °If they
are thers in thousands, they must all have
& cup of teda when they come 10 see me.

“And we had it In the queen’s palace as
& recognition of the great womanhood of
our country.”

Mrs. Sewall =said: *The queen looked
ten years younger than when I saw her
thres years ago. The whole bearing of her
maujesty was a symbol that she, who has
governéd the mightlest of empires for
Sixty-three vears, has finally recognized in-
tultively that she crowns her work In
recognizing the claims of her sex to equal
rights with men."”

DETROIT IS SORE

EXPECECTED 060,000 ENDEAVORERS
AND GOT ONLY 20,000

SECRETARY BAER TALKS BACK

PUBLICLY CRITICISES NEWSPAPERS
FOR COMPLAINING

Rain Dampened the Raniment, If Not
the Ardor, of Endeavorers Yes-
terday—Interfered Serie
ously With Meetings
in the Big Tents,

DETROIT, MICH., July 7.—The mooted
question of the number of people brought
into Detroit by the Christian Endeavor
convention eropped out at the out=et of to-
night’s meeting in Tent Endeavor, when
Secretary Baer took cccasion publicly to
criticise the Detrolt newspapers for say-
ing that the influx of delegates from other
states was not nearly so great as had been
anticlpated In the local commlittee's esti-
mate. Mr. Baer sald he had no statement
y&t 1o make as to the attendance a&s com-
pared with other years., He promised to
make one later, but he called on all En-
deavorers present to rise., A large majority
of those present stood up, which Mr. Baer
assumed to be proof of his view of the at-
tendance question.

The newspapers’ estimate of tha total
number of visitors is 20,000 in round num-
bers. Mr. Baer denied that anybody con-
nected with Christlan Endeavor committees
had ever told Detrolt peopla that they
had reason to expect 50,000 Endeavorers.
At all events, the secretary insisted that
the C. E, tents had never before been so
crowded and overflowed at every ons of
the main meetings.,

Bishop B. W. Arnett (colored) presided
over Tent Endeavor mestings. Rev. Dr.
Quayle, of Indlanapolls, one of the speak-
€rs on the evening programme, was &an-
nounced to have been called to Kansas to
the bedside of a dying father. Silent pray-
er was offered In behalf of Dr. Quayle.
The devotional exercises were led by R. R.
FPatterson, of San Francisco; the moments
of meditation and prayer by Rev. Mr.
| Gearge E. Soper, of St. Paul. .

The address of the evening was by Pres-
ldent John Henry Barrows, of Oberlln col-
lege. During Its delivery the rain again
descended, Increasing until the nolze on the
roof almost drowned the sound of Dr. Bar-
rows' voice, and he was compelled to de-
slst. TUmbrellas were ralsed all over the
tent, but comparatively few left, and tha
crowd stayed snd sang song after song,
overcoming all sounds of the storm a&nd ail
ldeas of increzsing discomfort. At length
the rain ceased long enough to allow Dr.
Barrows to proceed.

Largely attended evangelistic services
were held during the noon bour at factor-
les, public squares and wharves throughout
the clty. The afterncon was glven up to
conferences in the larger churches. Bible
study conferences were conducted by Pro-
fessor W. J. Morehead, of Xenla, O., and
by Professor H. L. Willer, of Chicago. At
‘Westminster Presbyterian church many of
the clergymen in attendancs at the con-
vention gathered for a speclal pastors' con-
ference, under the directlon of Rev. Dr.
George B. Btewart, of Harrisburg, Pa.
Among the clergymen who took prominent
part in the confarence were Hev. Mr, W. H.
McMillan, of Pittsburg; Rev. Dr. Allen
B, Philiputt, of Indlanapolls, and President
F. E. Clark. The pastors were addressed
by Hev. Mr. Charles M. Eheldon, of To-
peka, Kas, upon the tople, “What Would
Jesus Do?™ 1

The afternoon feature of Interest for En-
deavorers was a conference of district' and
city unlon officers, conducted by General
Becretary Baer. Many sugﬁesuons for
strengthening the unfons and furtherlng
the cause through such fraternity were
brought out by ths discussions.

Relief Committees Dolng Good Work
=Contribotions of Seed
Asked For,

GALVESTON, TEX., July 7.—The situa-
tion in the Brazos valley s rapidly im-
proving. The river Is falling, There Is an
unconfirmed rumor that five lives were
lost near Bartartla, In Fort Bend county.
The report sent out Wednesday f{rom
Brookshire, Waller county, that two lives
were lost there now app to be an er-
ror. Those supposed to have been drowned
persist In making thelr reappearance. He-
lief committees are now well organlzed.

At Brookshire the rellef committee has
opened a commissary and |ssue a half ra-
tion per capita. It has taken precautions
so that only the deserving shall get these
rations and therefore It issues to the plant-
er for all the tenants he had when the

ood came. Those who owned thelr own
farms and lost everything, as s the case
with most of them, are allowed to draw
their rations direct

D. B, Cage, a prominent citizen of Brook-
shire has ordered a carload of cottonseed
which he proposes to glve to all who will
plant and uadertake to cultivate the crop.
He says, moreover, that crops of eotton,
sorghum, haffir corn, June corn and pota-
toes can be raised now If thesa people had
the seed, but they have neither seed nor
money¥ and he suggests that contributions
of sead would help them. These ecrops
would enable them to live until the be-
ginning of next year, when they would ba
able to draw supplies from the merchants
on the prospactive crop. Thers are rations
enough at Brookshire to last for o week or
gore. Along the Brazos alone, it Is est]-

ated that more than 10000 negroes have
lost evervthing. The loss by drowned
horses, mules and cattie Is something
£N0rmous.

IRISH CHANNEL TUNNEL.

British Delegation Calls on Lord Bal-
four in Regard to the .
Projeet.

LONDON, July T.—Mr. Arthur G. Balfour,
first lord of the treasury, recsived this aft-
ernoon & large delegation at the forelgn
office regarding the proposad tunnel under
the Irish channel. The delegation included
the Marquis of Londonderry, Rear Admiral
Lord Charles Beresford and Lord Edmond
Fltzmaurice. Lord Londonderry sald the
delegation simply asked the approval of the
government, and when the tunnel was con-
structed a government guarantee of 2 per
cent on the outlay, or a prize to make up
a deficiency to that amount. He said it
was estimated that the work would cost
£10,000, 004,

Mr. Balfour sald that he quite recognized
that such a tunnel would be of great in-
ternational advantage, and would draw
Great Britaln closer to Ireland as well as
to the Unitad Btates, and promised with
Fleasure to lay the matter before his eol-
eaguss, which was all the delegation had
suggested he should do.

Murphy dis-
covered the traf. shot Logan and escaped,
and until July 4 his whereabouts wera un-
known to Lincoln people, Logan recov-

ered and Herman Murphy was sent to the
penitentiary.

Tha
citizens of Green Rldge were so wroucht
up over the crime that the alleged father
of the child fled from home to avoid rough
handling, and he has not been located. Her

“McKinley's renomination is just as cer-
tain as {f the decrea were already regls-
tered by the patlonal convention, and at
the present time 1 regard the renomination
of Bryan by the Democracy as just as cer-
tain. The Demncracy will blunder, as
usual, and oppuse the war in the Philip-
plnes as Imperialism and military domina-
tion. That will be the chlef lssue of the
next campalgn, with 16 to 1 on the side.
But the trust question is really the most
fmportant and significant of all the politi-
cil problems of the times in which we live,
Both parties will undoubtedly incorporate
in their platforms planks agalnst the re-
straint of trade and the destroving of the
opportunities for American cltizens in the
race for life.

“What, in your judgment, Is the solution
of the trust problem?'

“The practical solution of the whole mat-
ter rests with the state leglslatures. The
eolution Is taxation: just the same as the
government undertook o prevent the sala
of oleomargarine by taxing the product:
Just the same a= the government destroyed
the state bunks by Imposing the 10 per
cent tax. The law already existing Is prac-
tically sufficient. It declares all combin-
ations In restraint of trade fllegnl =nd
void. If that is supplemented by taxation,
the matter will be disposed of promptly.
No problem is simpler than dealing with
the trusts.”

"T0 KEEP THE PEACE

DEFINITE PLAN OUTLINED
FPEACE CONFERENCE.

BY

WILL BE VOTED ON JULY 17

TIME GIVEN FOR DELEGATES TO RE«
CEIVE INSTRUCTIONS,

Firat Part of Prnpnl'ml Convention
Provides for Mediation, and See-
ond Part for a Permanent
Counrt of International
Arbitration.

THE HAGUE, July 7.—The third commit-
tee, sitting this morning at the Huis Ten
Boseh, discussed the scheme for the media-
tion and arbitration in convention drawn
up by the Comte d'Examen. Many of ‘tha
delegates have only been acquainted with
the proposals since yesterday, and they
bave not had time to consult their EovVern=
ments. Consequently, it has been decided
that when the committee adjourns to-day
it will be until July 17, in order to allow the
delegates a weak In which to consult thefr
Bovernments and receive final instructions.
The scheme ts headed “Draft of Convention
for the Pacific Settlement of Internatlonal
Conflicts.” The first part deals with tha
maintenance of general peace: the second
part with arbitration.

During the discussion the plenary com-
mittea amended article 8 so as to provida
that when powers between whom there is a
gerious  dispute accept medlation. they
cease all the relations In regard to the dis-
puted question, which shail be conaldered

exclusively referred to the mediatory pow-
ers.

Three additional paragraphs regarding
the permanent court were also adopted. at
the request of President Zorn, of the Ger-
man delegation; Count Nigra., head of ths
Italian deleégation, and Sir Jullan Paunce-
Irotc. head of the British delegation, as fol
oWS:

“Members of the permanent court shall
enjoy and exercise all the functions of
diplomatic privileges and immunities.”

“*The bureau is authorized to place its
offices and organization at the disposal of
the signatory powers for the proper exer-
cise of any special arbitral jurfsdiction.”

“The signatory powers undertake to com-
municate to the bureau a copy of any stipu=
lation, regarding arbitration, decided -be-
tween them and all judgments of ths per-
manent court, and they undertake to com-
municate to the bureau the laws, regula-
tions and documents setting forth the ex-
ecution of jud ts pr d by the
court."”

The reparter of the commiesion explained
at length the motives which inspired the

draiting committes In elaborating tha
schéme,

M. Bourgeols, head of the French delegi-
tion, thanked the reporter in Warm terms
and congratulated him upon his remark-
abla exposition. Tha sitting was thea ad-
Journed until July 17.

The proposed convention, without
changes made to-day, is as follow's:

““Article I—With the object of preventing
as far as possible recourse to force In in-
ternational relations, the signatory powers
agrea to use all endeavors to effect, by
pacific means, a settlement of the differ-
ences which may arise among tham.

*““Article I—~The signatory powere decide
that, In cases of serious differsnce or con-
flict, they will, before appealing to arms,
have recourse, so far as circumstances per-
mit, to the good offices or mediation of ons
or several friendly powers. ;

“Article 3—Independently of this, the
signatory powers deem it useful that sav-
eral of the powars not committed to the
arbitration scheme shall, on their own ini-
tiative, offer, as far as circumstances per-
mit, their good offices for mediation to the
contending states. The right of offering
thelr good offices belongs to powers not
connected with tha confiict, even during thas
course of hostilities, which act can never
be regarded as an untr{emgi' act.

“Article 4—The part of medlator consists
In reconciling conflicting ciaims and ap-

asing resentment which may have arisen

tween contending states,

“Article 5—The functlons of mediators
cease from the moment It may be statad
by one of the comendiaiwniu or by tha
mediator himself that the compromiss or
bisis of an amicable understandin
posed by him has not been accepted

“Artlcla 8—Good offices and mediation
have the exclusive character of counsel
and are devold of obligatory force,

“*Article 7—The acceptance of mediation,
unless otherwise stipuiated, may have tha
effect of Interrupting the obligation of
preparing for war. If the acceptance sup-
érvenes after the opening of hostilities, it
shall not interrupt, unless by a conventlon
of a contrary tenor, military operations
that may be _lproceedlng.

“Article 5—The slgnatory powers agree In
recommending the application of speeial
medlation In the event of threatened In-
terruption of peace batween members. Con-
tending states may each chooss 4 power to
whica they will intrust the mission of en-
tering Into a negotiation with a power
chosen by the other side with tha object
of priventing a rupture of pacific relations,
or, In the event ol hostliities, of restoring
peace."

Articles 9 to 14 provide for the Institu-
tion of an international commission of In-
quiry for the verification of facts In cases
of minor dispuites not affecting the wvital
Interest or honor of states, but Imposaible
of settlement by ordinary diplomacy. Tha
report of an inquiry commission will not
force an arbitral judgment, leaving the
contending parties full liberty either toj
conclude an amicable arrangement on that
basis of the report or hive recourse ulter-
forly to medlation or arbitration.

Articles 14 and 19 set forth the general ob-
jects and benefits it s hoped to derive from
the arbitration court, and deéclare that sign-
Ing the convention impiles an undertaking
to submit In good faith to arbliration judg-

ment.

“Article 2. With the oblect of facllitat-
ing an Immediata recourse to arbitration
for International differences not regulated
by diplomatic means, the signatory powers
undertake to orgnnize in the following man-
ner a permanent court of arbitration, ac-
cesslble at all times and exercisin e
runctions, unless otherwise stipulated, be-
tween the contending partles, in conformity
with the rules of procedure Inserted in the
present conventlon,

“Article 2. This court is to have compe-
tency In all arbitration cases, unless the
contending parties come to an understand-
Ing for the establishment of specinl arbitra-
tion jurisdiction.

“Article 2 An International bureau, es-
tablished at The Hagtue and placed under
the direction of a permanent secretary gon-
eral, wlll serve as the office of the court.
It will be the intermedlary for communica-
tinns concerning meetings. The court Is io
hive the custody of archives and the man-
agement of all administrative affairs.

**Article 3. Each of the signatory pow-
ers shall appoint, within three months of
tha ratification of the present artlcles, not
more than four persons of recognized com-
petence In questions of international law,
enjoying the highest moral consideration
and prepared to accept the functions of the
arbitrator. The persons thus nominated
will be entered as members of the court, on
a list which will be communicated by the
bureaun to =&ll the signatory Ars.

Two or more
powers may agree together regarding tha
nomination of one or more members, and
the same person may be chosen by tha
different powers.
