JOHN OP AIIGENTIXE, MAKES
EFFOBT TO KILL HIS WIFE.

WALKING WITH COMPANION

DOTH STABBED BY THE MADDENED
nCSDAND.

Couple Had Been Separated for About
Tiro Years and She Considered

Herself at Liberty to Re-
ceive Attentions Trom

Other Men.

Frenzied with Jealousy. John Long, a
track repairer for the Santa Fe railway in
Arsentine, stabbed his wife. OIlie Long;,
and her friend. Mat Thomas, about 9
o'clock last night, as the two were walking
down the street together. Lone and his
wife hae been parted for about two ears
but uhenjie saw her ind Thomas, walking
alone thrlreet together he followed them.
Mrs Long's son was with her
and when he &aw his father he stopped.
The father commanded him to return home,
but the child refused to obey.

Long met his wife and Thomas near Hie
corner of Second street and Metropolitan
avenue and followed them to Third street.
Here he picked up a huge stone and hurled
Jt at them. The stone flew wide of Its

it; raarK ana, drawing a Kiuie, ne rusuca at
fi the couple like a mad man. Before they

could protect themselves he had slashed
them with the knife. In several places. He
first attacked his wife and stabbed her in
the right shoulder and once In the breast.
Thomas was severely cut in the shoulder
and his right hand was cut almost bit.
"When Long first rushed at him with the
knife he grabbed for it and Long attempt-
ed to cut his throat. Thomas threw up his
hand to protect himself and received the
full force of the blow across the back of
hie hand. A Rev ere Rash about four inches
Ions was made. He then attempted to grab
the maddened husband, but received a se-
vere knife thrust in tho shoulder and on
tha neck.

At this Juncture several people appeared
on the scene and Long ran away, making
good his escape. Sirs Long and Thomas
were removed to their boarding house near
the corner of First street and Metropolitan,
where Drs Cooper and Lewis attended
them. Both are seriously injured, but It
Is thought not fatally.

Mrs Long has been employed as a do-
mestic for Mrs. Yeager. who keeps the
hoarding house w here she was taken, and
Thomas took his meals there. Mrs.. Long
says that for two years her husband has
rot contributed to her support and for
that reason she paid no attention to him
and felt free to walk with other men. She
has three children, the oldest of which is S
years Thomas is an cmploje of the
smelter and bears a good reputation.

The police made an effort to locate Long
last night, but it is thought he escaped
from the cit.f

TURKEY CREEK VICTIMS.

Thomas Mimon nnd Hans Brnirn,
Dairymen, Meet Death In Fri-

day Morning's Storra.
Thomas NIsson, aged 33. and his father-in-la-

Hans Brown, aged 60, lot their
Jives In Turkey creek at a ford two miles
south of Rosedalc, Kas , shortly after 3
o'clock yesterday morning. The men were
dairymen and were driving a wagon nnd
two horses to Hans Anderson's dairy for
their supply of milk for their customers
In this city. The waters of the creek were
raging with torrent fury at tho tlmo they
attempted to drive over the ford, and theirwagon was. overturned and with themselves
ana norses carriea noun stream xne
carcasses of the horses were found at T
o'clock, lodged against a telephone iwle
standing in the stream two miles from tho
lord.

Two hours later Klsson's body was found
Jnia clump of willows aligning tho Mem-
phis track a mile from the crossing, and
within twenty-fiv- e yards of the t:pot
Brown's hat and coat and an empty milk
can were discovered At noon Brown's
body was found at the Hennlng avjnuo
foot bridge crossing in Rosedale.

The theory Is advanced that tho men
were struck by a bolt of lightning but it
Is discredited by the appearance of the
bodies and the circumstances surrounding
the case The storm they were In was the
heaviest experienced In Rosedale and vicin-
ity for ears.

It began at 3 o'clock, and In less than
one hour's time Turkey creek had reached
a height of from fifteen to twenty feet
above its normal stage. When Nlson and
Brown reached that ford, or GIHctt's croso-Ir- g,

as it is called, the storm was at its
height and It is surmised that the men did
not realize the dangers that were before
them when they urged their hort.es forward
and into the stream.

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WILL RETURN TO ZION.

Brlghnm Young:. Son of the Knmons
Mormon, Snys His People

Will Conie Unci.".
Brlgham Young, Jr.'s, isit to Independ-

ence created some interest in that cltv,
especially In Latter Day Saint circles. He
has since the death of his father, made
tours of Europe In the interest of the
church which he represents and has been
active In the work since manhood Brigham
Yoang stands high in the church and his
opinion of the church policy is regarded as
important. His Interview here with Rich-
ard Hill, the Tempt" lot trustee, and the
attorney, J. X. Southern, who conducted
the Temple lot cure for tho Hedrickltcs.naturally excited speculation Mr Young
however, it seems, was not particularly
secretive but spoke with seeming candoras to the object of his visit.

His religious feeling was gratified by
viewing the Temple lot, the "Central state
of ZIon of his church In Illustration of
his feelings as to his visit he said it wouldprove an epoch In his lifeHe had longed to see tho Temple lot, andwas rejoiced to nnd that the sentiment wasnow one of kindness Instead of hostility
toward his people. In view of his observa-tions and inquiries he became communica-tive, and In reply to questions stated thatthe church was sure to come back to Inde
pendence as Mire oi it as of any event.As to the time of their letnrn, Brlghamoung made the statement that It wouldbe In the lifetime of some who were drivenaway in 1533, that a few wero btlll living,
but all were old and could not expect theirlives to be prolonged for tho event. An-
other limitation a to their return wouldbe governed by tho disposition of the Mor-
mon people and thoso of Jackson county.
The saints would not come back in hostil-
ity of any kind. They would nev er engage
in litigation over the property left hen.,
and would nDt come while they might think
they would not be received as other citizens
of the United States when they did come.
He rejoiced In the belief that the time was
close at hand when all obstacles would be
removed, and the central stake of ZIon
"should rise and shine."

Mr. Young reported thnt the church at
Salt Lake was recovering from the honvv
inflictions In tho fines Imposed by the gov-
ernment. That the heavy hand had been
taken off the church, and the lndiislilcs
of tho people were in a prosperous con-
dition: that the valleys of the plains were
blooming as the rose, and that tho wealth
of tho church would soon be available foi
the consummation of the great purpose of
the church. He regarded the late, confer-
ence of the Utah Mormons at Salt Lake as
mot significant, when one of the members
of the conference arose and said "thnt his
thoughts turned eastwardly In Zion and
at once thp sentiment was echoed by the
balance of the Saints."

Mr. Young was gieatly pleased with histrip hero and down Lexington street ho
took note of the boundary lines. He noted
distances and locations. He heard with
some surprise that the original Temple lot
was slvly -- three acres and comprised sev-
eral additions to Independence. Ho was in
Europe when the Temple lot case was
heard in the United States supreme court,
but rejoiced that his church was not a
party to the bult. He assured Elder Hill,
the trustee of the church, that ho need feci
no apprehension from the Utah Mormons
as to any attempt to disturb his trust. Ho
expressed himself for his people and to tho
people oi jHCKson county tnat tne Mormon
purchases made In the '30s would not be
disturbed. After Mr. Young had taken In-
to his thoughts and contemplation the pre-
cincts of "ZIon," he journeyed eastward.

FATALITY AMONG BABIES.

Four lime necenty Died nt Mrs, II.
F. kelson's Private

Nursery.
The death of four Infants during the last

ten days in a private nursery nt 613 Oak
street, conducted by Mrs. R. F. Nelson,
created suspicion in the minds of the health
authorities that there was something wrong
and yesterday Deputy Coroner McNeil was
asked to make an Investigation of the mat-
ter. The death of the fourth child oc-

curred jesterday morning, and was reported
to the health authorities. It was a little
boy, 7 weeks old, who died esterday, and
the cause of death was given us cholera In-

fantum. The mother of tho child 13 named
Nellie Johnson. A fifth Infant Is sick at
Mrs. Nelton's nursery and Is not expected
to live. The ages of tho children who have
died during the last ten days range from
I weeks to 5 months.

Deputy Coroner McNeil said last night
that he had not been ablo so far to dis
cover any evidence or careles-r.es- s or neg-
ligence on the part of Mrs. Nfc.ton or any
of the help In her employ, but in order to
satisfy himself, as well as the health au-
thorities, that there has been no reason to
suspect that any of tho children camo to
their death bv foul means, a further in-
vestigation will be made to-d- a. In the
opinion of the deputy coroner, however.
no blame Is to be attached to anyone for
tne aeatn ot uie imams, ah nieu oi cnoi-er- a

Infantum, but the fact that so manj
children had taken sick and died nt the
same place was deemed sufficient grounds
for an Investigation on the part of tho cor-
oner.

An Infant of Mrs. Margaret Tlsher died
the earli part ot the week, and a day or
two later children of Mrs. Rosa FInley
ana Mrs. liertna iinrncr uiea nt tne same
place. AH of thee women are hard work
ing women, employed In the factories of
the city, and, as they could not care for
their children wnile at tnelr employment.
they were taken to the homo ot Mrs. Nel-
son and provided for by her. Deputy Cor-
oner McNeil says that so far as he wns
able to leurn yesterday the children had
been well provided for hy Sirs. Nelson, and
that they had received necessary medical
treatment, now ever, in oracr to satwy
the health authorities that the four chil-
dren who have died during the last ten
davs died a natural death, he will make
further Investigation of the matter

The electrical workers have just given up
a point In the strike at the government
building in order that the men of the oth-
er unions might not be kept out of work.
Tho strike, which was settled vesterday,
was ordered because W. T. Osborn & Co,
who had tho contract of wiring the build-
ing, had refused to sign an agreement with

The electrical contract,
however, was entirely separate from the
others and as all the other contractors
were working union men and were friendly
to union labor it was decided that the
right way was to not interfere with thtm.
The electrical workers agreed to this, al-
though they were the losers and the strike
was declared off.

Chartered hy Knnsns Board ew
Company to He Known ns the

Central Hrnnch Iltillvvny- -

Compniiy.

TOPEKA. July ) The Goulds
are preparing to extend tho Central Branch
road to Denver. The tirst step In that di-

rection was taken when they ob-

tained a charter from tho Kansas charter
board consolidating tho Central Branch,
the Atchison, Colorado . I'm-ifl- i' nnd the
Atchison, Jewell County & Western rail-
roads, and secured the light to ctcnd the
consolidated line to the Colorado state line.
Tho consolidated company will be known
as tho Central Branch Railway Company.

That provision oi me cnartcr setting
forth the objects' of the new compai.y
reads:

"The purpose for which the consolidated
company is formed is such as is designated
In the charters In the respective companies,

To own, construct, maintain and
operate the railroads of the said three
constituent companies, the said lines be-In- ir

rroiorallv described as follows: The
lino from Atchison to "Wntcrville. a lino
from Wattrville, In the county of M irshall,
to Washington, a line from Greenleaf,
Washli.gton county, by way ot Concordia,
Canker City and the forks of the Solo-
mon river westerly to the west lino of the
state, a line from a point near Concordia,
by tho way of Scandla, to the north line
of the state of Kansas, and also from a
point near Jamestown, Cloud county,
through Jewell county to Rurr Oak, and
thinto through the counties of Smith,
Phillips. Norton, Decatur, Rawlins and
Cheyenne to the westerly line ot the state
of Kansas, and also to own, use and enjoy
the railroad and telegraph lines and ap-
purtenances, franchises, rights, privileges
and immunities, tock and bonds and all
other properties belonging to the said con-
stituent corporations."

Tho directors of the new company for tho
first year follow: C. G Warner, St Louis;
B P Waggcner, Jnmes W. Orr and C M.
Itathburn, Atchison; H. B Hciison, C. L
Satterleo nnd Lawrence Greer, New York.

Tho ofheors of tho new consolidated lino
as set out in the charter are: President, C.
G. Warner. St. Louis; vice president, H. B
Henson, New York; secretary. A. H. Calef.
Now York, assistant secretary, I). S II.
Smith. St. Louis; treaHurcr, A. H. Calef,
New York; assistant treasurer, D. S. II.
Smith, St. Louis.

The capital stock ot the consolidated
company Is 7.5S5,AO0, which Is the aggre-
gate amount of tho capltnl stock of the
three constituent companies forming tho
consolidation. Tho stock Is divided Into
75 850 shnres of 51(0 per share. Tho consol-
idated company Is to assume tho obliga-
tions of the three old comnunies The bond
holders of the three separarte roads will
tako stock In tho new company.

Tor tho present tho headquarters of tho
new system will be at Atchison.

Hcportcd Morning Denied.
PHILADELPHIA. July 7. A prominent

official close to President A. J. Cassatt. of
the Pennsylvlnla railroad, y oeniea mo
published statement that tho Pennsylvania
and the New York Central railroads had
entered a compact by which the two sys-
tems had practically become one.

To a reporter for tho Associated Press, be
said: "Tho story is too absurd to receive
any consideration. There has never been
any thought of consolidating tho two sys-
tems. The statement Is simply a rehash ot
a story published some time ago.

"The Now York Central is practically a
family railroad, owned by tho Vanderbilts,
while there are 30,000 stockholders In the
Pennsylvania road. The relations of the
two companies are plcafeant, but as tho
Pennsylvania railroad is competing with
the New York Central for AVestcrn
traffic, the Interests of tho two roads are
not compatible nnd consequently a con-
solidation or amalgamation would bo out
of tho question."

Regarding Mr. Cassatt's presence at tho
Boston & Albany lease meeting of tho New
York Central's directors, the official said:

"Mr. Cassatt made a personal call on
President Calloway, of the New York Cen-
tral, on that day but ho was not present
at the meeting of the board of directors "
He ridiculed tho Idea that Mr. Vanderbiit
was Instrumental in securing President
Cassatt's nppointmont. and denied tho
statement that Mr. Vanderbiit Is the larg-es- t

stockholder in tho Pennsylvania rail-
road."

NEW YORK. July 7 Concerning tho re-
port that the New York Central sjstcra nnd
the Pennsylvania railway system were to
be merged S It Calloway, president of tho
New York Central railroad, said y

that the first ho heard of the report was
through a newspaper article He had ab-
solutely nothing to say in regard to it.

Later In tho day President Callow ay-- Is-

sued the following statement: "There Is
no truth In the report. Mr. Cassatt, pres-
ident of tho Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany, wns not present at any meeting ot
the New York Central board of directors

"West Bound Rntc Sitnntlnn.
Tho meeting of the Gulf, Atlantic coast

and all rail lines In New York concluded
yesterday and the westbound rate situa-
tion Is where it has been for some time
past. There nro all sorts of rumors afloat
regarding a dire rato war but those best
posted state that such a condition is not
looked for nor expected. The all rail lines
cannot reduce their rates sufficiently to
make an impression on the scale that pro-val- la

via tho Gulf lines and tho Gulf lines
are very willing to let the Atlantic coast
lines get all the business they can nt the
su cent scale. Ann wniie it may no re-
garded as a foregono conclusion that the
rates will not go lower tho date of an ad-
vancement Is merely conjecture.

The Gulf lines made the concession of
agreeing to accept a differential of 10 cents
under the Atlantic coast lines, but the
coast lines would not agree to It, In fact
they would ngrco to nothing th.it did not
have a tendency to wipe out nil differen-
tials favoring tho Gulf lines. St Louis and
Chicago hud delegations at the meetings to
look nfter tho Interests of those cities, but
It did not seem to have any effect on tho
situation. The Pittsburg &: Gulf is a Kan.
sas City line nnd Its position was Impreg-
nable.

Tho matter will bo discussed at tho regu-
lar monthly meeting of the AVestcrn exec-
utives at St. Louis, and It Is possible that
somo solution of tho problem will be evolv-
ed, though from present conditions the so-

lution lies with the Savannah lino and the
Kansas City, Fort Scott & Memphis rail-
road.

That St. Louis and Chicago should raise
a great hulahaloo Is expected, as the ad-
vantages enjoved ut the present time by
the Kansns City jobber practically shut
out his competitors from tho field west of
tho Missouri river.

) The Atchison, Tope ka & Santa Fe
railroad is nrenarii-- to put crude petro
leum on Its roadbed o see If it will keep
down the dust and make it morn pleasant
for passengers. This is in accordance with
the suggestion ot the good roads meeting
In St. Lrula some time ago when the plan
of keeping the roads from getting muddy
by saturating tho ground with crude pe-
troleum was advanced It was intended to
test this Idea here last year on some of
the streets of this city that are particu-
larly muddy, as the oil is produced la this
section and costs very little, but the rainy

season began sooner than expected, so that
the test had to be abandoned The oil is
put on the ground when it is thoroughly-dr- y

and allowed to soik in until the
ground will hold no more. It Is clilmed
that it will shed water and never get mud-
dy. This plan will probably be tested this
fall on the streets here.

Like Joseph. In Earlier Times, He
Gained Favor and Became a

Ruler and Chief Over
Wise .Men.

SUNDAY SCHOOL LESSON for July 3
"Daniel in Babylon" (Dan. ). By J.
E. Gilbert. D. D, LL. D. Sccietary of
American Society of Religious Education
INTRODUCTION. From the time of Ro-

sea.' B. C. 710, we go forward in our
studies neatly two centuries. Tho northern
kingdom of Israel was overthrown by the
Assyrians and carried into captivity, B. C.
121, never to return, leaving tho southern
kingdom on probation for another century.
Gradually, however, the kings s.t Jerusa-
lem departed from the worship of Jehovah
and the nation grew weaker and weaker,
tailing a prey at length to neighboring na-
tions. Nebuchadnezzar, king of Babylon,
captured the city and made the ruler a
vassal, B C. ton, but as the people grew
restless and attempted revolt, a series of
campaigns waged against them resulted in
a complete ovcrtnrow. . v n. u i.uvi.
who was of royal descent, was taken t o
Babylon among other noble youth, B. C
bC4. and trained for the kings service
Like Joseph, in earlier times, he gained
favor and became ruler of the provinces
and chief over all tho wise men. In our
lesson to-d- we shall learn out of his
own writings how ho was tempted early
in his career, now he resisted, and what
resulted.

PURPOSED. It is a critical time In the
lifo of a young man when he leaves home
and goes among strangers whose habits
and principles are unlike those under which
ho has been reared. Most persons under
such circumstances break down and go to
ruin. Tho sad end of many In our time
may serve as an Illustrative warning. But
Daniel went to Babylon with a fixed pur-
pose. He suffered some things, because his
integrity was not involved lie received
tho now name, Bcltcshazzar, given to him
by Nebuchadnez-ii- r (verse 7). He put on
the apparel that belonged to courtiers. He
entered into the studies appropriate to his
prospective station. But when it came to
the item of food and drink he resolved not
to touch the meat and wine that camo
from the king's table (verse fc). The rea-
son for this decision was not to bo found
in any temperance sentiments, as some
have claimed, but in tho fact that these
thing3 were prev iously offered to tho god ot
the land. To partake of them was, thcre-foi- e,

the same as to confess loyalty to
that deity, which would be an act of de-

filement, a renunciation of Judaism (Deut.
xxxii:3S). In keeping this good purpose
Daniel showed much discretion he gently
explained to the prince of the eunuchs and
asked to be excused.

FEARED. It was greatly to Daniel's
advantage that he had gained the favor
of the princo under whoso care he was
placed. That had resulted partly from his
own disposition and deportment, by which
lntcllgence, kindliness and docility had been
displayed (verse 9). And yet the prince
had a duty which he dared not neglect.
Tho king's orders were very explicit and
any deviation from them would be severely
punished. Notwithstanding ills regard for
D inlel and. In fact, because of It to somo
extent, he feared to grant tho request lest
tho anger of the king might bring both
Into trouble. Ami he explained all this to
uamei. tic icarea tnat tne mange from
the prescribed diet would leave the He-
brew youth in less favorable condition than
the others. Probably the court physicians
had given instructions that the attendants
might be made physically healthful and
presentable. If as a result of a different
treatment the faces should be paler and
the forms less strong and attractive tho
king would observe It and on Inquiry learn
the cause, and then he would put to death
tho man who had dared to vary from tho
regulations (verse 10).

TESTED. A new question was thus
raised. Is It true that the diet ot a heathen
king is rrore conductive to health and
strength, to manlv vigor nnd grace than
the diet of a Hebrew homo? That question
was one of great importance. If answered
In tho affirmntlvo Daniel's resolve and
principles must be abandoned. That Is theway temptation usually comes. The firstdeparture from a chosen course is upon
prudential grounds. If the evil world has
something that will better qualify tho
young man for his place he generally ac-
cepts it. With this question, so insidious
and there was another. If it
be so that the meat and wine of tho king's
tablo give more strength, will God help
the young man who refrains from them
on conscientious grounds? Or, may one
trust in God to bring the best results,
when. In the face of what tho evil associ-
ates order, ho chooses because he "wants
to be right? This was a more critical mo-
ment, therefore, to Daniel than tho first.
But ho was eoual lo the new rl.il Con
ceding the rightfulness of the plev made
by the prince, ho suggested that the mat
ter ne tested iverses n-- lie would eat
pulse, a purely vegetable diet, for ten
Jays and nt the end of tho time comparison
should be made between him and those
wno used tne regulation diet. The proposal
was accepted.

PROVED. The result at the end of the
ten davs was eminently satisfactory The
countenance of Daniel was fairer and his
llesh was greater than all the vouth who
lto the king's meat (vere 13). Melzir, the
prince, was highly gratified, and as he had
out ono purpose, to train the eunuchs for
the court, nnd this measure accomplished
that purpose, he removed tho food whlih
Daniel rejected and gavo that which he
desired (verso 16) What did all this prove?
Two nnswers will be given. Somo will
?ay, as somo have said, that a vegetable
diet is preferable. Many volumes have
been written to support that view, nnd
organizations have been formed whose
members pledge themselves to nbstnln from
all flesh and wlno Others will reply that
tho choice made by Daniel was an asser-
tion of religious principle, which secured
God's blessing. There are many who hold
that bodily health and strength and even
beauty result from spiritual soundness
through tho direct operation of the Holy
Spirit. Whichever of these positions Is
taken Daniel was vindicated and sustain-
ed. Either ho had better knowledge of
the laws of health, or ho had DIvino as-
sistance. In either case he stood firm

BLESSED It appears that Daniel was
not alone in his resolution. Three other
Hebrew captives stood with him, sharing
his purposes and reaching the same results.
Whether God wrought In their bodies to
make their food most profitable, ns above
suggested, it is certain that He wrought
upon their minds (verse 17). And it would
certainly not be more difficult to do one
than the other. Their intellectual attain-
ments under the Divine influence wero
great, quite in harmony with what was
granted to Solomon, In nnswer to prayer
CI. Kings. 111:12), and promised nlo by the
apostle (James "Knowledge and skill
In all learning and vvlsJom," conferred upon
Daniel and his associates, signified scien-
tific, political and classical Information, an
ability to deal with all secular matters.
This would mako them specially valuable
to the government. Besides this Daniel (It
does not say the other three) "had under-
standing of visions and dreams." This
made him a seer nnd prophet, a religious
teacher. Thus he was prepared for two
stations which he afterward filled that of
a statesman, handling tho affairs of the
empire, and that of a man of God, speak-- ,
inc and writing for Him.

COMMUNED. The time of their prepar-
ationsaid to have been three years (verso
5) passed away, during which on a plain
vegetaDio diet these young men grew
strong, and, under tho blessing of God
they became wise. At last, with others, a
considerable class, of whom some wero na
tlves, they were brought before Ivebiich-adpezza- r,

who would judge of their fitness
for public service (verse IS). A kind of In-

spection or examination of the wholo com-
pany was had. Even In those days there
wero civil service requirements. Out of all
so nrescnted tho four Hebrews were pro
nounced superior. They excelled physically
and mentally and attracted much attention
by nil vyno were present, inc Mnrr was
so much pleased with them that he de
tained tnem alter otner young men nan
been dismissed from his presence, and
communed with them, asking auektions,
engaging In conversation, seeking to learn
the fcccrret of their worth, and to judge
how best he might employ them. This act
was highly commendable In this monarch.
Indicating many good qualities which rulers
may well copy. It speaks much for the
captives also that they bhould be so highly-honore-

and marks them as rare men.
APPROVED. Tho results of that long

consultation aro distinctly stated It was
found that In all matters of wisdom and
understanding tho Hebrews were ten times
better than all the magicians and astrolo-
gers In all the realm (verso 20). No wonder
the king communed with such prodigies,
drawn on from one subject to another, each
new disclosure of their abilities making him
eager to learn more, with a final verdict ot
a most startling characters The magicians
and astrologers were a professional class,
who, after tho usual preliminary training,
had devoted their lives to the mastery of
all that was known on occult themes. Un-
der the patronage and direction of the king
they had spared no pains to investigate the
most profound and intricate questions pr- -

talning to human life and its Issues, ques-
tions with which the best minds In all ages

been engaged, often with much per-
plexity. It was therefore very strange
that young men. brought from a far coun-
try, should surpass them in wisdom. The
fact is not mora u m.uic of credit to the
Hebrews than to their captors who tnus
recognised merit.

CONCLUSION Our lesson Is chiefiv In-
structive to young men. On leaving home
they may well take Daniel as a pattern.
They aro not safo unless they have some
principles to which they steadfastly ad-
here They should remember th it the way
to success, which Is virtually the nme as
tho way to approval, does not require the
surrender of any good purpose As ,i rule
the world honors and trusts him who has
the courage to bo and do what ho believes
to be right. He who can look within to
an approving conscience and upward to an
approving God mav confidently expect the
approval nt his fellow men. The lesson is
aiso Instructive to parents. Back of Dan-
iel were father and mother who had tniln-hl- m

in the law of Moses and in all the In-

stitutions of rclUlon obedient to the re-
quirements laid unon them (Dcut. vi'7 A
son who comes to honor sheds imperishable
luster upon the home in wlucn ne wis
reared There is no greater reward for any
man than to see his own boy resisting
temptation and maintaining his purity.
