"Where smaller companies cannot
ho Durchased. new companies can be char
tered In this state under the laws of Mis-
souri A capital stock of $200,000 would be
all that would be necessary. All these
schemes may be discarded, but the emer
gency has prompted many different plans,
which, however, have not been crystallzed,
nor may they be, as the ultimate decision
will be made away from Kansas City. The
companies are at work, but until something
definite has been arranged no Information

Great Creatures of the Ocean That
Hae Sometime Deceived

Mariner.

"This is the time when the seaside re
sort gathers Its energies together and often
gives to the expectant world a story about
the sea serpent," remarked a man Inter
ested in science. "Is there a. sea tirpenf
Why, I certainly think so.

Upon one occas.on, some
time ago, a v essel in the Nort t Far lie
slghteu a singular animal, not 500 feet 'aj
wnicn was pronounced .i sea serpent oy
the men A hen first obsirved there was
what appeared to be a .long neol: rising
out of the water, ten e3r. into th2 air,
mounted by a head and po'nleu.
Behind this on the surtaoe were ir-
regular undulations or :iump, supposed to
be made by the animal as it moved along
its lergth was esttm Ued to be 300 feet, and
som cl the men saw It so distinctly thit
they went into partlcnl i s icg.irdins its
eye. Its mane and other features. There
was, however, a minority lonort. A single
obsi-vc- i of some selenti'lc MiDwledge

In the slngul r animal a gigantic
cuttlefish that evidently wr.j il;eng from
an enemy, and ln its efforts to escape
forced its body out of water tail first, to
that it resembled a neck! The tall lln of
the giant sould resembles an arrow, and
at a slight distance could readily be taken
for .i head The giant squld3 range up to
sixty or more feet in length, and the ten
undulating and sucker-line- d tentacles fol-
lowing behind give the appearance ot
the lumps Invariably reported In all sea
serpent discoveries I have seen a small
squid Happing along the surface In this
way to escape an enemy, its tail out of
the water, resembling perfectly a large eel.
and it Is easily seen hov, a larger one could
be confused with a serpent-lik- e animal.

"That whales have added to sea serpent
lore there Is little doubt In my mind. A
supposed sea serpent was sighted by a ship
in the Atlantic, and a most graphic de-
scription given of Its enormous size, the
tall neck and other peculiarities that al-
ways go with the typical sea serpent. The
remarkable feature of It was that the ser-
pent moved along the surface for twenty-minute-

holding Its head aloft, suggesting
that It must have been an
animal This same creature was sighted
by another vessel, this time a whaler, and
finally it was captured and found to be a
large whale, which had growing from its
head an extraordinary protuberance that
resembled a neck. It was seven or eight
feet In length and a simple growth, the
result of some Injury-- to the head

"But there Is another whale that In its
perfect form resembles a sea serpent and
undoubtedly has been mistaken for one. It
Is called the Anodon. It Is a long, slender
creature, first discovered near Havre. It Is
toothless, but has long bills like some of
the dolphins, and more remarkable yet, hasa decided neck, so that the head appears
to be more movable than ln other whales.
It Is very rare, but no one can contemplate
the skeleton ln the Paris museum without
being struck by Its snake-lik- e form. In Its
natural element this graceful creaturemight easily be mistaken for a sea seroent.

"Among the fishes are several that misrht
suggest the great unknown, particularly
the band or ribbon fish, specimens of which
twenty-tw- o feet long are common, while
others nearly 100 feet are known to exist.
Such a creature moving over the surface
with an undulatory movement might be
mistaken for a monster sea serpent. Some
naturalists believe the sea serpent to bea deep sea shark, which occasionally rises
io me sunace to ostonisn tne beholder.
This Is justified by the discovery of Pro-
fessor Garman of a shark in Japanese
waters six feet long and but four inches
ln diameter. Imagine such a shark twenty
or thirty feet ln length, and we have asea serpent that would correspond with
many- - of the accounts given by seafarers."

Member of the Third Regiment Band
Have Refaned Oilers, After Hav-

ing: Conditionally Contract-
ed With the City.

The members of the Third Regiment band
are anything but satisfied with an Intima-
tion they have received that there will be
no public concerts ln the parks this year.

GOLDEN HOUSE OF NERO.

The Masrnlllcence of the Palace He
Bnllt Seem Almost Be-

yond Belief.
From the Philadelphia Press

On that part of the ruins of Imperial
Rome ljlng between the Palatine and tho
Esquiline hills a space which was more
than a mile In breadth Nero erected his
celebrated "Golden House," ns he called
the new palace In which he fixed his abode
The vastness of extent and the varied
magnlhcence of this Imperial residence and
Its ornamental grounds, almost surpass be-

lief; but if the details that have come down
to us were not too wel. authenticated to
admit of doubt, they might be regarded
as fabulous.

AVlthin Its inclosure were comprised spa-clo- us

fields, groves, orchards and vlne-jard- s,

artificial lak.'s, hills and dense
woods, after the manner ot a solitude or
wilderness

The palicc Itself consisted of magnifi-
cent buildings, raised on the shores of the
lak. The various wings wcr united by
galleries, e ich a mile In length. The
house or Immediate dwelling of the emper-
or was decorated ln a stvle of excessive
gorgeousness. it was roofed entirely with
golden tiles, and with the same precious
metal filso the marble sheathing of the
walls was profuseb decked, being at the
same time emueiusneu witn ornaments
of mother ot piarl 'n those times valued
even more highly than gold and with a
profusion of precious stones. ,

The ceilings and woodwork were Inlaid
with Iron and gold. And the roof of the
grand banqueting h ill was constructed to
restmble the firmament. It was contrived
to have a rotarv motion, so as to imitate
the motion of tne heaviulv bodies.

The vaulted ceilings of ivory opened and
let fall on the guests a profusion of flow-
ers, and golden pipes sprajed over them
the most delirious perfumes.

The vastness of the plan prevented thegolden house of Nero being finished during
his lifetime. Vespasian drained the prin-
cipal lake of this falrv region, on which
he built the Coliseum and pulled down all
that Nero had erected be onil the Palatine,
reducing the Impi rill paluce to the hill
that once contained Home Domitlin builtup what his predecessor had pulled down
and nddeil to the palace the ailones or
halls and gardens of Adonis the splendid
yonder of that age of magnificence. Sep-
timus Severus made several additions to
the south of the Palatine, espcclallv the
Septlzonlum. the site of which has been
much disputed. While In later davs Pope
Slxtus V. carried off to Pt Peter's the three
orders of columns of which It was com-
posed

Among the modern discoveries of the
palace were a room full of Koman coins
and a hall hung with cloth of gold, and
In another part of the Palatine a spacious
hall covered with paintings.
