Field Foree of Seventy-five to Go o
the Isthmus to Study
Houtes.

WASHINGTON, July 5.—The Nicaragua
canul commniission has finished 1ts present
sitting in Washington and the members
have scattersd o wind up thelr persunal
and professional business before starting
for the feld. It has been sewtled that the
tield foree taken from this couniry will
number about seventy-ive all told, in addi-
tion 1o whittever local help muy be picked

up on the isthmus,

*The tirst party to leave this country will
consist of Admiral Wilker, Colonel Ernest,
Mr. Burr and Mr, Morrison, constituting
the Panama committes, with probably two
other members of the commission, who will
leave here in about thirty days for Maris.
There they will examine the records of the
rannma company and secure whiatever data
s obtainable in connection with that part
of the work. It Iz possible they may visit
Kiel before retuming.

Meantime, the remiinder of the commis-
5

sfon in this country will do whatever
possible by correspondence with the s=
eral Central Amerlean governments which
may be interested in the route to be finaily
selecied.

#The start of the entlre commission for
the isthmus will be made probably in No-
vember. When the commission takes the
tield 1t will divide into thrie séctions, one
to study the Panama route, one to further
investigate the Nicaraguan route, the oth-
er to go over the Darfen line. Afterward,
the San Blas and several minor routes
will be studied, =0 as to lenve no possible
question open when the survey s finished.

TOPERKA, July S—(Special.) Thomas E.
Will, lite president of the State Agricult-
urigl college, In Topeki. He says that
the Bulffalo conference of reformers de-
clded 1o establish a college of socialism in
Boston, Will gave out the following state-
ment regarding the proposed Institution:

“It was resolved to establish a college
of soclal science, the foundation principle
of whirh i2 o guarantee of the most abso-
lute liberty of Investigation, teaching and
publicition, Representiutives  of  Hberad
thought hive been offered positions in the
negw college, and Wall street, the raliroads,
carporations, monopolies aad trusts will
be Invited] 10 send represe itives of thelr
doctrines io lecture and teach in this col-
lege, thus muking sure thitt both sides are
given the fullest opportunity.

“The institution will provide the follow-
ing departments:

“Firsi—Teaching, that jg, clussroom work
with students who attend the institution.

“Second—Correspondence. Through this
many who dre unuble to attend school or
college will find opportunity to study un-

der the directlon of speclillsts

“Third, ¥xtenslon. Sending the lecturer
to the jy e when the people cannot come
to the urer has proved very popular
and su sful In England and in man)

gections of the Unlted States. This meth-
od will be employed by the College of Sao-
clal Science.

“Fourth—Research, The growth and rav-
ages of municlpal monopolies and of trusts
demand that the facts concerning these
viast economic aggregalions shall be gotten
at and put In intelligent shape. Experts
will_devote themselves to this work.

“Fifth—Publication. A plan has been de-
vised whereby the facts brought together
by the investgators can be promptly given
to ralllions of readers through the press.

“Professors Ward, Parsons and Bemls,
late of the agricultural college, have been
asked to serve the new institutlon, as has
ilso Professor John R. Commons, lately
dixmissed from Syracuse university, New
York, pecause of hla unfriendly attitude
towiard monopolies and trusts. Professor
Wird I8 desired to assist in the teaching,
correspondence and extension devartments;
Frofessor Parsons in the t hinge
tension departments; Profes: 1
Commaong in the department of research:
while Mr, Willis J. Abbott, formerly editor
of the Chicago Times, and late editor of
the New York Journal, has been tendered
the dephurtmenc of publiention. It s expect-
el that Professar George D Herron, Rev.
Mr. W. Do P. Blss, and other soclalists of
national reputatlon, will lecture under the
auspices of the cotlege.

“The headquarters of the eollega will

be In Boston, although the research and
extension  departments  will necessitate
much work elsewhere, while the corre-

spondence work will reach the entire coune
try. as well as foreign countries,

“On July 1 an appeal was made to the
conference for funds. The response was
most generous. In the space of a few min-
utes over 515,000 was subseribed, John W,
Breldenthal pledeing $6,000 for Kansas and
Mr=. C. B, Hoffman subzcribing $1.0008, while
other Kansans present subseribed $100 each,
T use of the great People's temple in
Eos=ton was donated to the college for one
yveur free of all charge for rent. heating or
lighting, “This will be the headguarters of
the institution,

“The governing board fncludes Messrs.
Edwin D. Mead anll George F. Washburn,
of RBoston; Mr. George H. Shibley, of New
York: Dr. €.

0ld Rallway Shops, Used ax n Store-

Fire destroved the two large brick bulld-
ings in the Missourl river bottoms north-
east of Kansas Clhty, Kas.,, formerly the
Kansas Clty, Wyandotte & Northwestern
ruilway shops, but for the past six months
usedl as  storehouses for the American
Curled Hair Company, at an early hour
yesterday morning.

The bulldings were located about a mile
awuay from the fire llmits and the loval fire
depirtment wns unable to get pear them
with water., The fire was discovered by the
centrul girl in the west telephone office and
a peneral alarm was wirned in.  Both build-
Ings were in flames when the department
cime within =ight of them, but they were
powerless there were no fire hydrants
near them. Fire Chief Norman and & num-
her of the men drove to the fre and stayved
there for some time. Chlef Norman estl-
mittes the loss at about $1K,000, Five thou-
sand bnles of halr ready for the market
were destroyed, besides a large quantity
which had not yet been préepared and a
large quantity of machinery. The bulldings
were valued at about $7.000. In one of them
a number of old pussenger coaches were
stored and these were destroyed.

One of the bulldlngs was 20ix50 feet, while
the other was 150x5) feet.

The killing of Sheriff Conway greatly
aroused the farmers of the county and a
handsome reward swag offered for their
arrest and convictlon. The reward has
since been taken down., The murder was
a most cold blooded affalr and there i3 not
a resident In the county who would not
like to see the gullty parties brought to
justice. Much reliance is pluced in Robin-
son's communication, as he was In this city
At the time of the kllling and knew the
Robins brothers.

CLAIM IT IS ILLEGAL.

Farmers'Live Stock Associntlon Again
Trying to Dissolve Traders'
Exchange.

The fight between the Farmers' Live
Stock Association and the Trades' Live
Stock exchange was rencwed in the court
of common pleas, Kansas CHy, RKas., yes-
terday. The former organization is en-
deavoring to dissolve the latter on the
grounds that it is in violation of the Sher-
man act. The case was reapened by the
filing of an amended petition by the at-
torneys for the Farmers' Live Stock Asso-
clation,

Severnl months ago the Traders' ex-
change was attacked by the Farmers' Live
Stock Assoclation., The by-laws and rules
of the exchunge were maide a part of the
petition, and the ecnse was most bitterly
contested.  Judge Holt, before whom the
case was tried, held that the exchange was
a legal organization, and was not In viola-
tion of the anti-trust law. In the petition
filed wyesterday the defendant exchange Is
charged with preventing free trading at
the local stock yards. It §s charged that
the exchange, by Its rules and by-laws,
plices o boyeott on all traders who do not
belong to the exchange. In this manner
it is claimed that the existence of the ex-
change is In resiraint of business. Practi-
cally the same charges were mada in the
original suit. However, Judge Holt grant-
ed 4 temporary injunction against the
Trades” exchange, and the matter will
comeé up for hearing on its merits on July
22. The members of the exchange claim
that the United States supreme court has
declared the organization to be legal in
every respect.

STEWART WILL BE TRIED.

Supreme Court Refuses to Release
Him on Writ of Haheas
Corpun.

The supreme court at Topeka vesterday
handed down a declsion in the habeas
corpus case of George A. Stewarf, ex-
cashler of the Kanszas City, Kas., SBavings
bank. The writ was denled and the case
remanded back to the local courts for trial.

Stewart is charged with having forged the
name of a depositor while acting In the
capacity of cashier of the bank., He was
arrested some time ago and bound over to
the distriet court to stand trial. His at-
torneys applied to the supreme court for
Stewart's release on the grounds that the
offerlse was barred by limitation. 'I'he syl-
Inbus in the case follows:

“First—A warrant issued by an examin-
Ing magistrate for the arrest of o person
charged with felony is sufliclent if it desig-
nates the crime by ndme. The technleal
averments are not required.

“Serond—The accused 18 informed of the
criminal chari’-'e. not only by the words of
the warrant, but algo by the evidence in-
troduced at the preliminary examination
by the state in support therenf, Hence, an
objection that the warrant shows on its
face that the offense is barred by limita-
tion is unavallable.”
