None of his friends
want to see the great and willing fighter
epoll his wonderfully successful record by
overmatching himself. Oscar has been al-
together too liberal In welght concessions.
He hns thought nothing of giving away
twenty pounds. No fighter of the present
day or the past, for that matter, has been
us liberal in this regard, or fought as often
ns Gardner. Even the great George Dixon
has not fought ne many fights as Gardner,
Dixon, counting his four-round contests.
has a longer record than the Omaha Kid,
but when It comes to twenty-round con-
tests Gardner has fought more than the
great colored fighting machine.

EASTERN GRAIN RATE SITUATION
LOOKS STORMY,

Grand Trunk Professes Little Falthy
in Presldent's Agrecment—Grain
Rate to Bangor Reduced—
Other Rallroad News.

CHICAGO, July 15.—(Speclal) 1t fs by
no means certain that the agreement made
a3 to graln rates by the presidents of tha
Ensfern roads at thelr recent meeting here
will go Into effect on August 1, as con-
templated. The Grand Trunk was the only
road which refused to be & pariy to tha
egreement. It has lost so much business
and money in the past by keeping agree-
ments while rival lines were secretly breaks
ing them that it has Iittle faith that the
present agreement will be kept. For the
past month the Grand Trunk has been una-
ble to get anything like its usunl share of
frelght traffic, desplte the fact that it of-
fered the same rates as those publicly quot-
€d by rival Iines. It is not to the credit of
the roads running entirely in the United
States that they do not observe the inter-
Slate commerce act and anti-trust law as
well as the Grand Trunk does. The other
Eastern roads can blame only themselves
If the Grand Trunk announces one of these
days rates on graln and graln products
much lower than those the presidents
promised to make and maintain on and af-
ter this month. George B. Reeve, general
triffic manager of the Grand Trunk, has
spent the past week here, and it Is under-
stood! that he has determined on a new
polley which will insure to the Grand
Trunk its usual proportion of traffic east
bound. What the new policy is may be In-
ferred from the announcement that the
Grand Trunk will make a reduction at oncs
of 2 cents per 10 pounds in the rite on
graln from Chicago to Bangor, Me., the
same rite as Is made to Boston,

The Grand Trunk Is also pursuing an In-
dependent polley regarding passenger traf-
fle. It is announcea positively that it will
not comply with the recommendntion of the
presidents of other roads, and withdraw
sununer tourist rates from Boston, so long
as the Vanderbllt lines apply the rates via
Boston to Northern New England points,
The Eastern presidents will consider the
controversy at 4 meeting in New York the
coming week. Prospects for an amicable
arrangement are not good. -
