COMBAT RETWEEN WILD HORSES
ON THE PLAINS OF THIBET.

Engagement In Watched by Follow-
sra of ihe Contestants—When
the Struggle Is Won Both
Droves Join In.

Willlam Jameson Reid, who spent several
vears In exploring China and Thibet, gives
the following account of the wild horses of
Thibet in his book, “Through Unexplored
Asly,”” which is to be published shortly:

“Wild horses, called by the Sifancse dzer-
likadu, are very numerous in the country
to the enstward of Sukul at the base of the
mountain ranges. They are genernlly In
large herds, very shy and when frightened
continue thelr Hight for dnys. They are
never hunted, owing to the difficalties of
the chase, but are captured by strong
nooses attached to sunken stakes distrib-
uted in the distriets which they are Enown
to frequent, In thls manner insering thelr
capture without Injury. These horses usual-
1¥ roam over the country In groups of fifty
10 & humired. Each lot of mares is led
by a stallion, the size of whose family de-
pends on his age, strength and courage,
hi= individual qualities keeping the herd
together. Over this he malntains the most
strict watchfulness, for if he descries In-
truders from other herds in his ranks he
rushes to the encounter and tries in every
way, by biting and kicking, to drive them
off.
“Long before reaching thls country wa
had becn entertainsd by NUMProus LArrn-
tives of & more or less nebulous character
concerning the almost human characteris-
tiea of these animals, in which stories we
had placed no more faith than in those
usually told by the natives, The head man
of SBukul, we had Immediately concluded,
was no better than his followers, for he
told such astonishing tales of the doings
of his equine nntion that we momentarily
expected he would tell of citles, forts and
houses built by them. We were all the
maore surprized, therefore, when, on the
gecond day, he came to us with the asser-
tion that If we were =till {ncredulous he
was ready and wiling to put proof to the
test, #is several of his hunters had reported
a number of herds in the vailey plain to
the southward.

Saw an Inspiring Sight.

“About 10 o'clock, as shivering with tha
almonst arctle coolness of the weather we
were making futlle efforts to keep
wiarm and cursing our stupidity in coming
1o verify falry irles, we were aroused 1o
action by an ominous stir among our
ponles, who were straini at thelr tethers
and whimpering nervously. A few minutes
later a welrd, shrieking howl, as of some
soul In dire distreas,
alr, sounding near at hand and yet (ar re-
moved. Following the guide, we mounted
to @ lttle jutting crag overlooking the
broad plain which streteched awny for miles
from the foot of the broad platean and
there, indeed, saw a sight which almost
beggured description. The broad expanse
lighted by the new moon, which rendered
the surrounding country almost as lumin-
ous as day, was filled with herds upon

herds of horses of every size, color and de- |

seription. For severnl momenis we were
dumfoundesd at a sight so thrilling and
awe-inapiring, a vast, surging mn=s of llv-
Ing. breathing animals buslly engaged In
feeding on the luxurinnt grass of the wvnl-
ley. Suddenly upon the night alr resounded
a blood-curdling nelgh as clear as a bugle-
call, and Immmlimﬂlf the herd stopped
feeding and stood with heads erect, ps o
mighty army at the oall of its lender.
other prolonged neigh, pltched jn n some-
what bigher key., nnd, like a whirlwind,
the whoie herd bolted uap the valley, as
arderly and regulariy as the finest diseip-
lined nrmy, with theree or four, which
seemed to be the leaders, symmetrically
arrnnged ahead of the main body and Bank-
ing and rear detachments posted with stu-
dious exaciness,

“tm reaching the head of the ploin once
more they enme to o halt amnd grozing was
resumed. Our attention nad been 2o drawn
in following the action of thi= herd that
we hnd not notlesd that another fully as
lurge had coms from far down the valley
and had Instnlled themselves on the fecd-
Ing grounds just vacuted. The scene In
front wns now all engaging: cold and fi-
tigua were plike forgotten in the enthrall-
ing Interest of the moment. For half on
hour both herds rrn{nswll the short grass In
silence, when o shrill nelgh from the group
nearesat Lo
thelr direction. They hod all stopped foed-
Ing anml stood restless and fearfol, a= ir
detecting the approach of the terrible en-
emy, Suoddenly from our the compuaetly
gathersd ma#s sprang o glgantle =walilon,
who. after pawing the earth and meéan-

while nelghing flercely, procesded at a gal- |

lop o full half mile up the valley, stop-
ing every few hundred feet to repeat
1ls bellleo=s nelghing.

Stalllons Fight Ritterly.

"Following hlzs movemenls we now saw
that another anlmnl was galloplng down
in a similar manner from the other herd
doubtless to accept the challenge, The
newcomer was a magniflcent, snow white
and with the clear light of the moon shin-
ing vpon him he presented o gigantle ap-
pearance when contrasted with his smaller
antagonist. When within a quarter of &
mile of each other the two beasts eame
1o another halt and stood facing thelr res
spective herds, pawing the ground and
neighing fiercely, and bending their shape-
Iy necks much in the manner of two actors
in sword combat making the preliminary
uourish previous to deadly action,

“To dezcribe the events of the next ten
minutes would require pages of hyperbole
to give In any measure a faint ldea of the
supreme grandeur and welirdness of this
herculean struggle between  two fants.
They rushed at each other time and time
again llke immense ecatapults; they fought
with tooth and hoof while no other sound
could be heard—the two herds, who had
meanwhile approachead nearer to the strug-
gle, gazing on their leaders as (f carved in
stone. One would have had to be within
a few feet of the titanic combat to deseribe
accurately the events of that short quar-
ter of an hour. The two beasts pould be
seen rearing in the air, locked together like
two wrestlers, thelr teeth tearing each
other and their great hoofs relentlessly
kicking In all directions with the force of
plledrivers. Both animals were tring per-
ceptibly, when in an Inatant all was over.
