THE EDAM CHEESE.

The Brillinnt-Hued Balls Are Made in
North Holland, the Home of
Neatnenss,

While the Edam cheese Is a familiar vis-
itor on the table, not every one knows
whence it comes nor how its cannonball
proportions and gay coloring have been
achieved. The northern part of Holland
{s the seat of the Edam cheese industry,
and the consequent cleanliness of the relish
Is therefore doubly assured. In making it
the fresh cow's milk s carefully strained
and the rennet added. As soon as the milk
curdles the whey s drawn off and the curd,
thoroughly kneaded, is pressed Into molds.
This process is repeated until the whey
has all been extracted and tha curd is com-
paratively dry. It is then wrapped in a lin-
en cloth and kept for ten or twelve days
until quite solid. Then the cloth Is re-
moved and the cheese put into salt lye.
Afterward a little more dry salt 1s sprink-
led on the cheese, untll the maker thinks
it {8 salt enough to Insure its keeping. It
is next put Into & vessel, and washed with
whey and scraped to remove the while
crust. It is next carrled Into & cool room
and laid on shelves, where it Is frequently
turned. The ripening process lasts from
two to three months, the round balls grow-
ing the fine yellow or reddish color pecul-
jar to Edam cheese. The cheeses intended
to be exported to this country are rendered
still more brilliant by dyeing the rind with
a vegetable dye.

THE PICNIC SANDWICH.

Do FPrepare Them Dalntily and Pack
Carefully for the
Journey.

Over the Preserving Hettle.

A good test for the right consistency of
Jelly when bolling is to let it drop from a
spoon. It the last drop sticks to the spoon
it is sufficlently hard.

In estimating the comparative cost of
Jelly and marmalade, jelly will be found to
be worth twice as much as marmalade, the
Jelly costing two-thirds the price of fruit
and the marmalade one-third.

An old Catskill preserve s made of plums
and maple sugar. Melt the maple sugar in
a little water and cook with plums, allow-
ing pound for pound. This gives a tart
sweetness especially agreeable to many
palates.

In canning blackberries, allow half a cup
water and a cup of sugar to each quart of
berries. Allow the syrup to come to a ball,
skim, and add as many berries as will cover
the surface. Cook slowly ten minutes;
skim out and add the others untli all are
cooked. Return to the kettle, boll up once,
fill the heated, sterilized cans full to over-
flowing, and seal immediately.

For canning, plckling and preserving,
keep a supply of special cloths and holders
to use, as the stains carnot be removed.

In making jelly it must bs borne In mind
that the less stirring there is the better.
If stirred too much the jelly Is not clear,
while the tendency of sugar to granulate
is Increased by stirring.
