The new auditorium was formally opened
yesterduy and In connaction with this event
Physicai Director Clark, preceding the ad-
dress by Mr. W. C. Weedon, president of
the Honolulu Y. M. C. A., gave a briet
history of the ups and downs of the X.
M. C. A, for the past two years.

In April of 18 the owner of the property
formerly owned by the association and
occupied by R, decided on gbout ten days’
notice that the assoclation must pay double
the rent It had formeriy been payving for
the portion of the building it then occupled.

This made 1s necessary thiat o new lo-
cation be secured &nd the present bulld-
ing was rented. When taken It was In a
very dilapldated condition and much re-
pairing was needed to make it habitable,
Just st this time suit was begun against
the association on account of a debt owed
on the building just vacated and it became
necessary to give up the old charter and
start anew.

JOHN SALISBURY IS DEAD.

His Attempt at Suicide Friday Night
Succeeded Afier Two
Dnays.

John Salisbury, who cut his throat last
Friday in an attempt at suicide, died yes-
terdny morning at 3 o'clock at his home,
208 East Nineteenth street, from the self-
inflicted wounds. His nephew, Dr. Henry
Salisbury, of Burlington, Kas.,, had been
in constant attendance upon him. It was
impossible to stanch the flow of blood and
death resulted. The friends and relatives
of “Honest'" John Salltbury say that he
was Insane as a result of sunstroke several
years ago. Since that time he had been at-
tended by a nurse almost constantly. The
funeral arrangements have not, s yet,
been completed.

He was born In Yates county, N. Y.,
on January 10, 1835, and early in life start-
ed out for himself. He went to Bunker
Hiil, 1L, in 185, where, with & relative, he
worked Upon the construction of one of the
first rallroands built into St. Louis. He fre-
uently visited St. Louis efterward and at
the commencement of the civil war he én-
listed in the First Missourl cavalry. He
served three years ns a soldler, but towara
the close was a sutler. Upon the termina-
tion of hostilities between the North and
South he moved to St. Louls and became
assoclated with the St. Louls stock yards.
He then went to Chicago and enteréd the
employ of Hunter, Evans & Co. In 1571 he
cume to this city and opened a branch of-
fice here for Hunter, Evans & Co, which
he conducted untll 1578, when he formed a
partnership with a Mr, Mitchner, the firm
=tyle being known as Sallsbury & Mitchner.

he firm erected a rendering plant on the
pruperty now occupied by the Hex flour
mills. This was the first rendering "es-
tablishment ever conducted in Kans=as City.

Later a partnesship was formed Letween
him apd John Larman, Mr. Salisbury
bought out Mr, Larman and the firm be-
came Sallsbu & Co. Severnl years ago
he disposed of his business and ‘went into
the employ of Drumm & Flato,

For elght vears he represented the First
ward faithfully and well In the ecommon
council, in the early days. At one time he
was spoken of as a candidate for mayor on
the Democratic ticket.

A wife and married daughter, Mrs, W.
F. Forsythe, of New York city, survive
him. He was a member of the Knights
of Pythias, and was loved and honored by
a large circle of friends. He was known
in the btsiness world as “Honest" John
Sallsbury.

Besldes my consular
duties I have extensive business interssts
here which I could not afford to leave.
Kungus City s my home and I believe it

Mr. Serrino sald the report was not new
to him, a5 he had received advices from
his government & month ago offering him
the Mexican consulate at St. Louis, e
at that time wrate his government de-
clining the change and asking that he
be retalned In Kansas Clty. ""As 1 have
received no further advices,” Mr. Serrano
continued, I have every reason to belleve
my request has been granted."”

IT WILL NOT OPEN

S, & S. PLANT NOT TO RESUME OPER-
ATIONS TO-DAY,

ARE WAITING ON UNIONS

MANAGEMENT WILL XOT ADOPT
OPEN POLICY AT PRESENT.

Fears Thnt Unlon Men in Sufficient
Numbers Will Not He Available
if Non-Unlon YMen Are Placed
on an Equal Footing
With Them,

The management of the Schwarzschild
&Bulzberger packing house will make no
attempt to fill the places of the tallow
trimmers and other workmen who went out
on a strike last week. It was thought
Baturday night that the plant would be
thrown open to non-union and union men
alike this morning, but the management
chuanged its mind yesterday and will now
wilt for an answer from the ultimatum Is-
sued by General Manager A. F. Nathan.

“We can afford to give the butchers a
chance to give an answer to our terms”
snld one of tha officlals yesterday, '"as
Monday = not a heavy day and we will
probably keep the beaf department shut
down. We believe the butchers will return
with a favorable answer and that every-
thing will be settled satisfactorily. However,
we will not change from the declslon mads
in the ietter to the butchers' unlon."

The butchers have hopes that the trou-
ble can be settled satisfactorily to all
parties concerned and seem to have no
fear that an attempt will be made to throw
the houses open. No meetings were held
by any of the unlons yesterday, and ms it
was not the date for a regular meeting of
the Trades' Assembly to be held the presi-
dent did not deem it necessary to call a
speclal meeting.

The butchers will hold a meeting this
morning at 9 o'clock in Shankenbery's hall
on Kansas avenue, at which time it is
thought an answer will be agreed upon to
give the company. The officers of the union
refused to express an opinlon as to what
would be done at the meeting, but evi-
dently felt that the trouble would be prace
tically settled.

It Is claimed that if the house Is thrown
open to mon-union and union men alike,
but few of the 50 men now cut will apply
for work., While they have no grievance,
yet they claim there Is a prineiple Involved
that would keep meny of them from re-
turning. A number of the butchers will
visit the plant this morning and ask for
thelr time and seek employment elsewhere,
as they have become tired of the manner
In which things have been golng on there
for the t two months,

Some of the présent leaders of the union
have contemplated sending for the national
secretary of the order or some of the head
officials to come here and attempt to
straighten out the trouble. It Is cluimed
that a majority of the men will not listen
to the officers of their unlon, but Insteud
if any trouble comes up walk out without
even making thelr grievance known to the
committes or the officers of the union to
which they belong.

All of the unions, or locals, as they are
known, are supposed to be governed by
the acts of the butchers’ unlon, which s
the mother organization of the Meat Cut-
ters'  Association. Little attention has
besn paid, however, to the recommenda-
tions from the butchers and it is thought
if one of the nutlonal offleers ean come hera
and work among the men they will abide
by the Instructlons given them and the au-
thority vested In the various committees.

Later on the expectation Is that o dinner
also will be given to the admiral at the
White House, and this, following the cus-
tom at state dinners, will be a' testivity of
some elahorateness, The vice president
and Mrs. Hobart, memberk of the cabinest
and their wives, and gome others, will be
invited. For this occasion the guests wil)
assemble in the east room, and when din-
ner s ready Admiral Deweyr will escort
Mrs. McKinley into the dining room, the
president following with the wife of Secre-
tary Hav. As the guest of honor the ad-
miral will sit at the right hand of Mrs. Me-
Kinley. the president being directly oppo-
alte to his wife. Retween the president and
Mrs. McKinley will stand an elaborate
wark of art in flowars prepared by the
White House gardeners, reoresenting a
man-of-war, the erulser Olympla, probably,
while down the mlddle of the long table
will extend the wonderful mirror framed in
gald imported by Dolly Madison, bordered
by a bank of blossoms and smilux, so as to
make it resemble a miniature lake. Much
of the table service will be of pure gold.

The admiral is expected 1o come to Wash-
Ington very soon after reaching New York.

WISE ADMIRAL DEWEY.

He Says That He Long Ago Gave Up
Denying or Afirming Newn-
paper Heporis.

TRIESTE, July 3M.—Admiral Dewey,
when seen by a representative of the A=-
sociated Press to-day regarding the report
of an Interview published in a New York
paper, in the course of which the admiral
Is quoted as sayving: *“Our next war will
be with Germany,” said:

“I long ago gave up denylng or affirming
newspiper reports.’

“Om Friday last Dr. Halstead Boyland,
a well known physician who sometimes,
when traveling, corresponds with the Her-
ald in a diilettante way, sent the Herald a
dispateh from Trieste which was published
in our issue of la=t Saturdny. It gave a
resume of @ conversation which Dr. Boy-
Iand had had with Admiral Dewey.

“In thls conversation the ndmiral spoke
with sailor-like candor and expressed opin-
fons with regard to Germany that have
stirred up a commotion. It Is regrettable
that a friendly conversation should have
found its way Into print. The admiral can-
not regret {t more than the Herald does.

“Suli, when this has been recorded, the
foct remalns that Admirall Dewer made
the statements reported by Dr. Boyland.”

HOME SWEET HOME

PHILIPPINE HEROES CHEER UNTIL
THEY ARE HOARSE,

AT SIGHT OF NATIVE LAND

CHILLY RECEPTION TO NEBRASKA
AND UTAH VOLUNTEERS,

Tranaport Hancock Arrived In Frisco
Harbor nt Midnight, the Time In-
terfering With the Royal
Reception Planned—One
Denth on Voyage,

SAN FRANCISCO, July 3.—The untime-
Iy arrival of the United States transport
Hancock, having on board the Nebraska
regiment and two batteries of the Utah
artillery, completely destroyed all the ar-
rangements which had been made for a
royal receptlon and an enthuslastic wel-
come to the fighting volunteers returning
crowned with their Jaurels,

The Hancock dropped anchor in the
stream shortly before midnight last night.
The committees hera from Nebraska and
Ttah had given up all idea of the vessel's
arriving earlier than this morning, and had
prepared to be up at dawn to-day to greet
the expected ship. Tugs and launches had
been chartered, and Governor Poynter, of
Nebraska, had planned with all care and
detall to be the first man aboard the Han-
cock and welcome the heroes from his state
back to Ameriean soil.

But there were no reception committess
aflont at midnight, and only one small dele-
gation of Nebraska people, headed by Judge
Robert Ryan, of Lincoln, and C. Q.
Wheaton, of the same city, accompanied
the custom house officials and the corre-
spondents on the race down the bay.

Quarantine and customs regulations pra-
vented even this little band from getting
nearer the deck of the ship than the ap-
proach to the gang plank. The returning
soldiers have no-criticlsm to offer for their
sllent reception. They cheered themselves
hoarse at sight of the lttle fleet of launch-
es, and from the decks of the trinsport
shouted greetings and messages to the peg-
ple on the dancing craft below.

Colonel H. B, Mulford, of the Nebraskans,
who is In command, soon appeared at the
ralling. By his side stood Willlam Grazen,
of Company D, tha sentinel of the Ne-
braska regiment who fired tiie first shot in
answer to shots from the Filipinos which
started the war with the insurgents. Ile
killed the first Fllipine who dled by an
American buliot, and It was this shot which
was the signal for the advance of the en-
tire American line and the preat rout of
the rebel army on the night of the 4th of
February.

Have Hnd Enough of Manila.

“T don't think you will see any of us re-
turning to Manila very soon,” sald Colonel
Mulford, in respense to a questlon.

“Just one man in the entire regiment re-
enlisted. Only twenty-five remained in the
Philippines to engage In business.

“The Nebraska had as much rough work
in this war,” continued Colonel Mulford,
“as any reglment, volunteer or regular.
Our death roll in the Philippines from gun-
shot wounds, accidents and disease, Is six-
ty-two. Including the sick and wounded
who are recovering, we dropped all told 204
men. On the Hancock are more than 100
wounded soldlers. The entire regiment is
glnd to know that it Is to be mustered out
in San Franclsco. We have had a pleasant
trip," concluded Colonel Mulford, “and it
has Improved the men wonderfully. Quite
2 number of them will have to go to their
homes, but I am assured that every ona
will soon be all right.”

The first man to grasp the hand of a re-
turning * Nebraska voliunteer was Mr.
Wheaton, whose son, Burt Wheaton, is
first lleutenant and adjutant of the regi-
ment. The yvoung officer was lowered on
the gang plank and father and son greeted
ench other with some difficulty. The quar-
antine officer does mnot board Incoming
ships between sunset and sunrise, and
there was nothing to 4o but walt for the
morning with what patience was possihle.

The men on the Hancock numbered 1,136
and Ineclude tha two Utah light batteries
and six discharged men from the Twenty-
gsecond regiment, United States army.

Colonel Mulford, whe Is in commnand of
the Nebraska regiment, succeeded the late
Colonel Stotzenburg, killed in battle,

Lieutenant Colonel Colton, of the Nebhras-
ka regiment, remained at Manila, whers he
will engage in banking.

One Denth on the Voyange.

Only one man died on the Hancock after
she left Manlin. He was Private Richard
Walsh, of Battery A, Tltah artillery, and
he dled of typhold fever at Nagasalki.
Among the officers of the Nehraska regl-
ment who were severely wounded are Cap-
taln Hollingsworth and Lieutenant Wads-
worth. who was on two different occasions
shot in the legs.

At an early hour to-day the gquarantine
aofficer of the port boarded the Hancock
and after o careful Inspection gave the
vessel a elean bill of health. Soon after-
witrd the sick and wounded were tuken in
ambulanees to the hospltal at the Presidio.
Tt had been arranged that those of the
men abla to march should be landed wt
noon and march to the Prezidio by way of
the principal streets. AsS an  attendant
guard of honur, six companies of the Eec-

ond Oregon, with the regimental band,
were detalled at the dock.
It was found, however, that the men

eauld not be conveniently landed earller
than 2 o'clock, und that, even then, some
of their paraphernalia and trophies of war
which they desired to use In their tri-
umphal march were deep down In the hold
and would not be available.

Governor Foynter, of Nebraska, made
these representations to Major General
Shafter., and, at the urgent request of
the governor, General Shafter ordered that
the landing of the Hancock's passengers
be delayed until Monday morning at §
o'clock. Ignorant of the amended arrange-
ment, thousands of San Franciscoans, in
hollday ettire, lined both sides of Market
street and Van Ness, and waited for hours
to shout a welcome to the returning sol-
iers. It was not until the Oregon com-
panles, who had been asai?nmi &S an e§-
cort, marched back alone, that the walting
erowd understood that they must bottie
up their enthusiasm for twenty-four hours
longer.

DEATH ON THE RAIL

ENGINEER AND FIREMAN oF
WRECHED ERIF TRAIN KILLED,

TWENTY PASSENGERS INJURED

ACCIDENT DUE TO LANDSLIDE NEAR
LACKAWAXEN, N. Y.

Twenty-two Freight Cars Were De-
railed, and the Chicago Expreas,
Traveling at a 50-Mile an
Hour Clip Crashed
Into the Wreck.

PORT JERVIS, N. Y.. July 3—Tha ae-
cident on the Erie rallroad growing out of
the jandslide a mile east of Lackawaxen
last night was notL as serfous as at first
raported. Only the fireman snd engineer of
the derafled engine of the west bound
Chicago express, which turned over an tha
trieck, ware killed, though a number of
passzengers on the express, the vestibule
passenger train for Buffalo and Claveland,
which left New York at 7 o'clock Saturday,
were injured.

The wreck, which occurred shortly be-
fore midnight, was preceded by a cloud-
burst and storm which lastad two hours.
A sectlon of the bank fell on the east-
bound train, directly In front of the freight
train. Several trees went down with tia
rocks and earth, and the frelght cars and
englne were turned over directly across tha
westbound tracks of the Erie road. Sixty
freight cars constituted the train, but only
twenty-two were derailed, and the debris
was piled up on the westhound tracks
just as the Chlcago express put In an ap-
pearance, running at the rate of fifty miles
an hour. The engine of the express train
crashed Into the wreck, and the baggage
car, combination buffet car and two Puil-
man sleepers were piled up on the tracks
immedlately In front of the wrecked
freight cars. The first sleeper was split
Into two parts as a result of the accidant
and the passengers were thrown thiny
feet down a bank. Fire at once broka out
and four cars of the express train and nine
of the freight cars were burned.

FPassengers Clad in Night Clothes.

Baggagemaster Becker, who found him-
self under the baggage car door, recoversd
consclousness enly to discover that he was
all alone In that part of the wrecked pos-
senger cars. He managed to, crawl from
his position only to find a blaze startiag
in front of him, while half of the cars
were somehow braced up lmmedlately over
kim. He called for assistance, but theres
wns no response. Then he saw the pas-
gsengers who had been hurled down tha
thirty foot embankment endeavoring o
extricate themselves from the debris and
make thelr way up tha bank. Al wera
clad only in their night clothing, and they
wera shivering with the cold. Some wera
bleeding and moaning. and all were dazed.
Members of the train crews commanced
to search different portiona of the wreck
and assisted those who were struggling to
ecucnpe. Blankets were brought In from
the Mullman curs and wrapped around the
shivering women and half consclous men.

Word was telephoned to Port Jarvis, A
rellef train was st once arranged for and
Dr. Cuddeback, Dr. Swartout, Dr. John-
son and several tralned nurses retmrnead
for the purpose of caring for those need-
ing Immediate assistance. The relisf train
soon reuched the scene of the aceident, and
nearly all of the injured persons were re-
moved to the hospital.

One of the persons Injured and now ag
the hospital, Burnard Shay. of FPort Jer-
vis, the engineer of the (reight train, and
G. E. Belze, of Cleveland, ara the mosg
serfously hurt, but their wounds are not
fatal. Mr. Belze is a stenographer in tha
offica of Traffic Manager Thomas; of the
Erie system, with headguarters at Clave-
land.

Thieves Robbed the Injured.

Several thieves from Port Jervis. wha
it 1s supposed reached the scene of tha
wreck on the relief train, ransacked the

clothes of the passengers during the period
of excltement.

E. View, a millinery decorater, of New
York, lost clothing contalning B0 in bills
and a gold watch. F. S Glipatrick, of
Denver, lost $1%, a gold watch, a diamond
pin and a dlamond stud. On the way to
the hospital he noticed & man wearing his
trousers. They went through the pockets
together, but found the money gone. The
man said that the trousers had been given
him by one of the trainmen, but elalmed
that tne money and valuibles must have
been abstiracted before he received the
present of the garment.

After severnl hours search the hodles
of Engineer Outwaisr and Fireman Sells
were found under thelr engine by persona
attached to the wrecking traln. Hoth
bodies had been burned to the walst. The
men were ldentifled by thelr watches.

Conductor Welse, who was removed to
his home, was not serfously Injured. Fia
had a truln check In his possession, show-
ing threa persons a8 yet unaccounted for,
Two werea from Cleveland and one from
Cattaraugus. The Cattaraogus man trav-
eled on an editorfal ticket. [t iz bellaved
that they took refuge [n the viclnity of
the wreck and that they will be heard
from later. Thousands of porsons wvisited
the scene of the wreck to-day.
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
