ON THEMARKET.

Home Groirn Grapes Already Selling
for 4 Cents a Pound Other

Good Things.
The local market Is full of home grown

grapes that will sell to-d- at 4 cents a
pound, or 20 cents a basket Outside of
grapes the fruit offered Is all shipped In.
California Is furnishing a bountiful supply
of pears that sell for 30 cents a dozen, with
several varieties of plums at the same
price. Peaches sell for 30 cents a small
basket, holding two quarts.

Tomatoes have struck the downward gait
In price, but have vastly Improved in qual-
ity and will sell to-d- at 10 cents a basket.
They are all home grown and the supply
promises to be unlimited. The best can-
taloupes can be had at 35 cents a crate uZ
two dozen and watermelons for 20 cents
each. Both are home grown.

Vegetables are offered In such large quan-
tities that in many cases farmers have to
haul back home a big part of their loads,
the supply being greater than the demand.
The very best potatoes will sell to-d- for
25 cents a bushel and sweet corn at 4 cents
a dozen. Big heads of cabbage cost 5 cents
each and cucumbers six for 5 cents.

Charge Was Dismissed.
C J. Pettlbone. a driver In the employ of

the Cramer Wall Paper and Paint Com-
pany, at 1229 Grand avenue, was In the
police court yesterday morning to answer
to a charge of careless driving. Pettlbone
was arrested a week ago by Officer Hogan
for carelessly driving Into a buggy owned
by John C Mahoney. at Eleventh and
Walnut streets. A rear wheel was taken
from Mr. Mahoney's vehicle, and it was
otherwise damaged. The streets were
crowded with vehicles and cable cars at
the time, and Pettlbone claims that the
collision was purely accidental.

BRINGS HOME
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HAS NO JURISDICTION

JUDGE GCTXOTTE SEXDS JOHNSTON
CASE TO ST. JOSEPH.

Relatives of a "Wealthy Woman of
That City Are Opposed to Plac-

ing Her in n. Public
Institution.

The case of Mrs. Elizabeth S. Johnston,
to be declared of unsound mind and incap-
able of managing ber affairs, came up yes-
terday in the probate court. Mrs. John-
ston's husband died about two weeks ago,
leaving a large estate at St. Joseph, where
they had resided for nearly thirty years.
At the time of the death of Mr. Johnston,
Mrs. Johnston was in a sanitarium at St.
Joseph, and her son, Max W. Johnston,
took her to the funeral of her husband.
Ho later brought her here, and then filed
a petition in tho probate court to have her
declared of unsound mind and incapable of
managing her affairs, and asked that a
guardian be appointed.

Before this was done, a like petition was
filed in St. Joseph In the probate court,
asking the same thing. Wollman. Solo-
mon & Cooper, attorneys for Beatrice
Johnston, the daughter of Mrs. Elizabeth
S. Johnston, filed a motion to dismiss the
proceedings in the probate court of Jack-
son county, for the reason that the Jack-
son county court had no Jurisdiction over
the person of Mrs. Elizabeth S. Johnstonor her property, as the probate court at
St. Joseph had jurisdiction thereof. The
matter was taken up yesterday by Judge
Guinotte, and argued by Wollman, Solo-
mon & Cooper for Miss Beatrice Johnston,
and by Colonel L. H. Waters for Max W.
Johnston. Judge Guinotte refused to enter
tain jurisdiction and sent all the papers
to the probate court of St. Joseph. Mrs.
Johnston and her daughter-in-la- w and Dr.
John Punton and other witnesses were
present.

Mrs. Johnston's son and other relativeoppose placing her in an asylum. Jney
think she should be in a private infirmary.

HER DIPL0MA COST S50.
Charges Miss Johnson Makes Against

Kansas City School of O-
steopathy.

In a suit against the National School of
Osteopathy, begun in Justice Ross' court
yesterday by Miss Mary C. Johnson, a
young woman physician of Chicago, the
school is charged with having Issued a di-
ploma to her for 50 without a day's in-
struction. The argument was that she was
to take the full course at some future date
to be decided upon by herself.

When she finally got ready to take the
course of instruction she wrote to E. D.
Barber, president of the school, and in re-
ply ho demanded a further payment of
$250, she says.

She asks for the return of her $50, with
Interest from December 1, 1S98, offering to
return the diploma.

CURTAINSARE DRAWN.

Notorious Jfesrro Dive Ordered Closed
by Police Thieving Women

Fined.
Lulu Meyers and Ella Hall, the negro

women who separated John Monroe, of
Plttsvllle, from his roll of JS3, were fined
$25 eachTn the police court yesterday morn-
ing on charges of vagrancy. Three in-

mates df the disorderly house in which
Monroe was robbed were fined $10 each.
After tho Meyers woman relieved Monroe
of his purse she handed It to the Hall
woman, who endeavored to escape through
a rear door. Monroe. overtook her and she
gave him back $35.

The place Is one ot the worst dives in
Kansas City. A gardener named A. Bar-
tow was robbed of $70 there on the Fourth
of July. The women who held him up
were afterward arrested on a state charge,
but the police made no effort at the time
to close the doors of the notorious den.
The keeper of the house and all of the in-

mates are fined in the police court every
time a robbery occurs there, but as their
fines never exceed the amount of money
stolen, they suffer little in the long rjn.
After the women had been fined in the
police court yesterday they were notified
by Sergeant Young to close the house on
penalty of being sent to the workhouse
for ono year. Sergeant Young says that
the dive will not be permitted to open
again, and that he is ready to raid eveiy
dive in his district if the police judge will
do the rest.
