CHICAGO, Aug. 8. The weak cash situa-
tion and a sharp drop In foreign markets
pushed wheat to"1 a new low level y,

September closing weak at HQtec decline
from yesterday. Corn was steadied by
good shipping inquiry and closed slightly
higher. Oats closed irregular, a shade-lowe- r

to Ha higher. Provisions declined
sharply, closing "fcSl2'.iC lower.

Opening1 prices for September wheat
showed a decline of ViUc from yesterday.
September starting at Cs5i5jCS;ic. And that
proi'ed to be the high point of tho day.
Interest in the market, which has been
slack for several days, was, if possible even
duller than yesterday, and the market for
the greater .part of the session kept within
a range of c The weakness at tho start
was due to a decline at the Liverpool of
jid since Friday. This was double the de
cline in the- local market since that day,
and coupled with the continued absence of
foreign inquiry for American wheat kept
prices on the down grade during most of
the day. It was apparently the prevailing
opinion that It was a hopeless task to at
tempt to bull tho market while there Is so
little demand for wheat abroad, and what
little buying was done was against puts
to which price (GStAftCs), the market de-

clined shortly after tho opening. There was
scattered selling by the Northwest and by
local commission houses, but outside in-
terest was slack. September longs were in-

clined to transfer their deals .from that
month to December, arid buying of the lat-
ter against sales of September had a ten-
dency to widen tha spread between those
months to the advantage of the carriers.

Broomhail's figures of the European visi-
ble indicated a lars'e increase, and were a
bearish feature of tlie morning's trading
Bradstreet's ligurcs, however, showed a
decrease of 1,267,000 bushels and for a time
this steadied the market, causing a rally
in Ssptemer. which hnd in the meantime
declined to CS?c to about CSKSiGS&c. but no
substantial support was forthcoming and
prices soon sagged again. New York re-
ported export sales of ten boat loads. Not
a bushel was placed from here. Northwest
receipts were 1S9 cars against 295 last week
and 43 a year ago. Chicago receipts were
116 cars, 12 of contract grade. Atlantic port
clearances amounted to 370,000 bushels. A
slightly better feeling developed near the
close, shorts being fair buyers at the bot-
tom, and the market rallied slightly, clos-
ing at 6SgCSJc

Com was fully as dull as wheat, but
much steadier. Tho market was weak at
the start, partly in sympathy with wheat
and on the favorable crop conditions, but
the strong cash situation sustained prices.
There was vigorous selling of September
at times and the mope distant futures
showed the most strength. .Receipts were
liberal. 62 cars, but indications were for a
lighter movement, as country acceptances
have been light for soma time. September
ranged from 30ttc to 30?i30jic, and closed
a shade higher at 30?Jc

Oats were dull and Irregular. The
feature of trading was 8,153,000 bushels be-
ing worked here. Receipts were large, 53S

. cars. September showed some sympathetic
weakness with wheat. It ranged from 19
SlSHc to ISSc, and closed a shade lower at

Provisions were heavy throughout the
session. Packers were free sellers, appar-
ently on the belief in a freer hog market,
and substantial support was lacking. The
market tended steadily downward, and
was decidedly weak at the close. At the

The market yesterday broke again. Receipts con-
tinue good, and there is still an absence of demand
for cash wheat, that la, to any noteworthy extent.
The foreigners keep out of the market, .and very lit-
tle doing on export account. Harvest is now in lull
blast in Europe, and they have commenced to cut

heat in the Northwest Hence an Independence on
the part of bujera. and disposition to hold back and
wait, rather than force trades. Rains have also been
bad In India, relieving the drouth in that country.
Under tbls news European cables came in lower, and
very little wheat was worked at the seaboard for for-
eign shipment. With such surroundings it is not sur-
prising that the market should settle again. Both
cash and futures lost ground more from neglect than
anything else. While local elevators and millers did
some business. It was under a kind of protest, and
salesmen had to work and coax to effect sales, and
when they did It was always at lower prices. Sep-
tember in Chicago declined ftc, and the same option
here lost Uc As said before, the cash market was
alto lower.
