Conviets Communicnie With Enach
Other Deapite the Striet
Prohibition.

A former governor of the fail at Armley,
neir Leeds, once caused a well conducted
prisomer, but an old jailbird, to exhibit his
powers as A welght gnuger in the preseaca
of the writer. The mun gave to minute
friuctlons of an ounce the welghts of virl-
ois object2 in the offiee that he handlsd,
and in regard to rri.-_mn rations, Intention-
ally short in welght, that were brought in
g Judgment was simply wonderful. The
writer afterward Independently  tried the
powers of o man “out on lieense,” and he
was just as clever in gauging welght where
provisiens were conecerpned. None but those
who have to deal regularly with old prison
birds know what fine pantomimists—u=ing
the word pantomime In lts better sense of
“dumb show"—are ta be found among the
class; indeed, the most modern and pro-
gressive of all our prison governors declures
that no cliass, not even the professional the-
atrleal ome, possesses greater powera of
dumb show thap does that consisting ot
regular Jadibirds, and he adds that all the
accomplished habitual thieves that he had
met were dwimirabie actors, Tanmg practice
und the pecgssitics of the cuse have no
doubt given this power of dumb show pret-
iy generally to old conviets, but there are
many vases In which & mun cannot only
convey th another a few Sentences, but
whole historles, given the time, by the
minutest slgns, elther durlng chureh serv-
lee or workmg hours or st exercize, aml no
plan for preventing this has ever been
found.

A prison chaplaln of vast experience, who
wis consulted by the writer on thls sub-
Ject, says: *0Old jailbirds can defy the vig-
flance of all the warders In Europe. With
mouths hall open they can speak to & com-
panion hard by with abselute impunity, the
Hps  and lower jfaws never even belng
moved. If the companion falls to hear he
Indiciates the fact by putting hig finger Into
one ear nx though it were itehing, Their
dumb alphabet s marvelously complete.

A prisoner wants to say that someone is
dead—he spells the name on his fingers,
then rests head upon his hands and stamps
on the ground; So-and-so is dead and bur-
led. Someone Is fmprisoned for so many
vebrs, amd this Is eonveyved from one pris-
oner to another by the former putting as
many fingers as correspond to the yeurs
across his ear—the mun has got, say, three
‘ear:' for months a similar sizgn 15 made
on_ the mouth. Coughs and sneeges of
different kinds indicate all manner of dis-
tinet thing=. One well known cough menns
Usten.'  The prisoner who glves It has
recelved & letter; he looks at the palm of
one hand and pretends to seribble  with
the other. If he has got a newspaper—
prisoners do receive  such things some-
times, 1 can assure you—he pretemds to be
reading the palm of his hand very Intent-
Iy. He pretends to whip to indicate that
he has been flogged: he puts his hand on
his stomach to denote short allowance; he
has written a letter, 20 he pretends to
write on his hand, and then to throw the
words into the air.” And thus it goes on
through the entlre  chapter, absolutely
genuing dumb show., where no code hus
been agreed upon beforehand, telling whole
histories,

A large bark from Liverpool, called the
Diomed, was in 1882, while trading, wrecked
on one of the smaller islands of the Pa-
eltic.

Feathers nnd Feather-Carling,

From llarper's Bazar,

Feather-curling Is n business by itself,
and to excel in it requires long practice.
IL saves time and patlence to pay some
ane ¢l=e to do {1, but a few directions will
be given, for you might find  vouarself
so situated that youn would be obliged to
do It vourself, Tike an old father w praec-
tice on, Buy a regular curling-kKnife; they
are Kept at most hardware stores,  The
blizde is a peculinr ghupe, short and narrow
and has o curve

Have ready o teakettle of bolling water,
and hald the head of the feather over the
steam for @ few moments. Now iake the
foather in both linmls, and spreading out
the flues to thelr full length, pass back
and forth through the =team, but Jdo not
let it gel 1oo wet. I =ame manner wave
it from s=ide 10 side—mot up and down—
for a few moments, to partially dry [t
When dry enough 1L 12 ready for curling.
Hegln at the stem on the right =lie, hold-
ing the feather with the ingers of the
left hand underncath sind the thumb on
top. The motion in curllng is outward and
downward, taking & few tlues at a time,
and the feather should be so curled that
the ends are hidden or rolled under.

As the broad part of the feather |Is
reached, the knife must extend farther out,
not making as abrupt & curve. When the
head s reached, o short curve i all that
Is required, and as you begin to curl the
oppogite slde vou change the position of the
left hand; this time put  the hand over
the feather Instead of under, but the mo-
tion of curling 2 the siame. After both
sides are curled, the stem ot the head must
be concealed, and this is done by “head-
ing up.” Holding the feather firmly with
the thumb on top, take up a few flues,
and pressing them sharply against the
thumb nafl, lay them over the stem.

Do the same on the opposite side, and
continue to do this four times. By look-
ing at a well-curled feather you will get
a clearer {dea of this, as it is something
that really requires to be demonstrated.
To curve the feather, placé the blade of
the knife underneath the stem and press
ngainst the thumb, Beginning at the base
work up to the head, until the
curve s abtained.

'NOT A CURE FOR OPIUM.

Profeasor John Uri Lloyd. of Cinecin-
nntl, Han Been Inventigating
n New Drug.
Froun the New York Tribune,

Severnl weeks ago it was announced by
& Texas Journal, which made sgome pretense
to scientific knowledge, that a new drug
had been discovered that afforded a cure
for' the opium habit. It was alleged that
the plant from which the drug was deriv-
ed was named “husa,” and that 14 essence
was the most diffusible stimulant known.
It wis =aid to act.as a sedative, but not
as 4 narcotic. The story was told in such
a convineing way that some of the North-
ern medical papers reprinted it,

It now appears that Professor John Url
Lloyd, of Cincinnatl, has been investigat-
Ing the subject. He zought from the man-
ufacturer of the commercial preparation
both specimens of the plant and samples
of the stuff the Texan was selling. No
amount of persuasion served to secure any
“husa’ Jeaves. But the compound which
wits said to be made from them was ex-
amined carefully, and lts Ingredlents were
all easlly [dentified. There was o good
deal of water, a little glyecerin, some alen-
hol, a conslderable amount of salleylic acld,
and from 1.2 to 2.2 per cent of marphine.
It thus appears that the “husa’ is a fraud,
and the man who hus folsted the story
about It on an unsuspecting public might
also be mistaken for one on & dark night.

BUBBLES THAT WILL ENDURE.

Those Made by a New Process Will
Not Burst for Several
Days.

From the Boston Herald.

Nearly all the boys and girls like to blow
soap bubbles, but the trouble with these
pretty many-colored globes s that they
burst #o0 eas=lly. This need not be the casa
it they are blown with the mixture the
recipe for which is given here: Cut into
very thin shavings one-fourth of an ounce
of castile soap; dissolve this in ten ounce:
of water, which is kept warm (not hot
and when this soup mixture is cool filter v}
put this into a sixteen-ounce bottle (a full
pint bottle holds sixteen ounces), and add
Elycerine to it until the bottle is fuil; puc
the glycerine In, a very little at a time,
corking up the bottle and shaking it as
hard as you can after every few drops o
glycerine. When the hottle has been filled
and thoroughly mixed by shaking as above
‘directed cork it up and set away where it
will not be disturbed for a few days.

In a short time the mixture will becoms
muddy looking. but after a few days a
white jayer will be found floating on the
top, while the rest of it will be clear. This
clear part must be drawn out without stir-
ring up the top layer, and this can be done
by the use of a syphon. A siphon may be
made from any R:m of small tubing. The
tuhe must first be filled with water and If
It 1= & small tube It may be pinched near
the middle and the water will not run out
even whien the enda hang down. Lower
one end of the tube to the bottom of tha
bottle and let the other end hang
outside. Be very sure that the outsids spd
hangs lower than the bottom of the bottle.
1f vou have managed this right, first the
witer that was in the tube and then the
mixture will begin tn run out of the tubs
and will not =top ontil the bottle is
emptied. Let the water run out of the tube
first, then as soon us the mixturs to
come out catch it In another bottle. As
soon ag the white layer on top of the mix-
ture comes down to the bottom of the bot.
tle take the tube out. as you only wanj the
clear part.

Large and beautiful bubbles may bs
blown with this glycerine mixture und {f
they are allowed to rest on i bons teething
ring or soft woolen cloth they will Keep
thelr shape for three or four hours. 1f a
gloss shade is placed over the bubble it
will keep for three or four days.
