Do the amimals get acquainted with
thelr keepers and lose thelr feroclty by
belng caged?

Where |a Dan Rice
now? Is Barnum reslly dead, or was the
story started for advertising purpozes?
Don't you get tired of traveling? cirzus
people stenl children and teach them the
busines=? Why don’t you retire? and so on
ad infinitum. Those questions only show
the interest the public takes In the circus
business, and are not intended to be nor
are they at all constdered Impertinent.

“We often hear people =say the first cireus
they ever saw was altogether the best:
that the old-fashioned circus was better
and more pleasing than the modern one.
The truth ia, first impressions are alwiays
strongest, and naturally the first circaas
will =eem to be the best: but the fact re-
mains that the old-time circus of forty
years ago is as far behind the circus of to-
day a=s the lumbering stage coach is of the
Pullman palace car.”

POISON DID NOT KILL

MRS. FLORENCE COLEMAN'S AT-
TEVMFPT TO END HER LIFE FAILED. |

Her Troubles No Longer Mantled With
the Vell of Mystery—She Loved j
W. H, Hartman, of War- |

renshuarg.

Florénce Coleman, alins Eihs]l Baker, Is
not dead. The paison she took In St
Louls Monday night with suicidal intent
failed of its purpase, though for many
hours the unfortunate woman hovered on
the brink of the grave. Yestenmlay a spe-
cinl telegram to The Journal announced
that physiclans had succeeded in resuscl-
tating her, and that she was rapldly re-
covering from her terrible  experience.
When able to talk her first remark was
tist her only regret was that she bad
not been successful In her attempt to end
her life. When found In her room at the
Merchants' hotel In St Lonls she was un-
consclous. She was hurrlied to the city
hospital, where restoratives were applied
and finally she was pronounced out of
danger. All efforts to elleit informatlon
from her were futile for a time, the physi-
clans attributing it to her weakness, says
the Globe-Democrat. Finally she made a
motion to Indicate that she wished writ-
Ing materfals. These were handed her,
the sheet of paper bearipg the question,
“What §s your name?' In unsteady
handwriting she wrote Florence Coleman.
Then she was asked In writing how much
chloral she had taken. The reply was:
“Fnough to kill half a dozen people, I
guess,”

A bundle of letters, which had been rolled
in a piece of calico and tied with a bit of
blue ribbon, furnished the first clew to her
identity. They covered a period of over
three years.

The let-
ters were signed usuzlly by the name Will,
and In every ¢ the introduction referred
to the addressed ns “My Wife,” inter-
spersed with a number of adjectives. The
most recently written missives were post-
marked from Warrenshurg, Mo., and In
them the writer accused her of decelvin
him. He was a traveling man and told o
the reasons for his susepiclons. The letters
were all voluminous, written in lead peneil
and on cheap paper.

Owing to the fact that she was unnble
to hear even the slightest sounds. Mrs,
Baker, ns she is known, or Mrs. Coleman,
as she gave i3 her correct name, does pot
attempt to talk. All communication with
her 15 In writing.

“Please don't put any of my wretched
story In the newspaper.” she wrote on a
scrap of paper, “far 1 don’t want my fam-
fly to know of this, I caome here from
Kanzas City, where no one knew of my
intimacy with Mr. Hartman, or what I
was. I have had a bitter time sines T
came here. Lack of money anid poor health
combined with the thought that 1 was
alone in the world since Mr. Hartman's
death, all ended in my trying to kill my-
gself. Wish 1 had succesded. for now It
will be waorse than ever. [ mever wanted
for money when he was alive,

“No, I have no messages to send to my
family. What few friend=s I had all went
back on me because of my relntions with
Mr. Hartman, but if 1 had It all to do
over again I would do just as I have done.
