DREYFUS' AMOURS

———

TEHEY WERE A FEATURE OF YES-
_"I:EHDAY"S EVIDENCE.

FIVE OF HIS ENEMIES HEARD

COLONEL JOUAUST PEAINLY SHOWS
ENMITY TO DREYFUS.

Fronounced Change in the Attitnde of
Dreyfus, Which Augurs Well for
Hin Cause—Former Comrade
wf the Prisoner Betrays
His Confidence.

RENNES, Aug. 21.—Tha third week of
the second trinl by court-martial of Cap-
lain Alfred Dreyfus, captaln of the ar-
tillery, on the chargs of treason, began
without incldent at €:30 this morning.

There was a large attendance in the Ly-
Cee at the opening of the court, in view
of the poesible reappearance of Maltre La-
borl, leading counsel for the defense. But,
though he s Progressing as satisfactorily
&8 possibie, his physiclans deemed it best
for him to remain quiet When it became
known thut the distinguished
would mot purticlpate in the procesdings
4 large number of disappointed
quitted the courtroom, leaving perceptible
gups along the benches.

The court settled down to business
quickly and by § o'clock five witnesses had
sppeared at the bar. If this rate 1s con-
tinued, It §s calculated that court will
Eet through with the ninety odd witdesses
by the beginning of Saptember, and it is
probable that the verdict will be dellversd
about September 7.

Generals Roget, e Bolsdeffre and Billot
were present on the witness seats, and
Colonel Ploquart ook a pluce = couple
wf rows behind them. The colonel sat
&lone wntil M. Bertulus, the examining
magistrate, whose evidence was o favor-
able to Dreyfus, entered and sat beside
Picquart, warmly shaking him by the
hand.

All of the witnesses to-day were hostile
1o Dreyfus, but as none of the evidencs
was frosh, but mostly a relteration of
old statements, the apdience followed the
depositions with comparatively Htue in-
lerest, & reference by M. Gribelin to the
relations of Dreyfus with demi-mondaines
proving the most appetizing portion of the
morning’s proceedings. A subdued titter
went round the courtroom when M. Grib-
elin even professed to know the exact
amount Dreyfus spent upon his variocus
armours, M. Gribelln gave his testimony
with an honest demeanor and apparent
sincerity, but he did not strike one as
being particularly Intelligent. Nothing In
his sppearance would contradict the con-
tentlon of the Dreyfusards that he was
Major Lauih's tool in the machinations of
the genersl staff agafnst Colonsl Plequart,
who listened to M. Cribeliln with an alr
of contemptuocus Iimpatience,

M. Demange, of counsel for the defenss,
was more successful than usual In cross-
examining him. snd visibly disconceried
M. Gribelin. Counssl scored a distinet
hit when he got M. Gribelin to edmit that
he mixed the intrigues of Paty de Clam
and Henry to shield Esterhazy and when
M. Gribelin was finally disposed of nis
evidence had suffered badly,

Dreyfus created a better impression td-
day. He entered the courtroom with a
more confident bearing and replied to the
witnesses In & calm volce, without any the-
atrical gestures, and his remarks were put
s0 lecldly that he appeared to maks an
impreselon on all the judges, all of whom
are repited to be bitterly opposed to him.

The ses=lon wound up with a scene, on
account of the extraordinary conduct of
Colonel Jouaust, president of the court,
who permitied himself to make an unwar-
mantable display of partiality.

M. Bertulus had been confronted with
the last witness, Captain Junck, and Gen-
era]l Gonse had defended the latter when
Uelone] Plequart rose and asked to be al-
lowed to refute some of Junck's remarks.
Colonel Jouswust made a gesture of Im-
patience and shouted: 3

“What, again?"”

An outburst of booing and hissing came
from the audience at such a display of un-
falrness from the president. Judges and
gendarmes quickly suppressed the nolse,
but Colonel Jouaust understood the well
merited rebuke administered him, turned
red and adjourned the court ten minutes
Later,

Three polnts stoed out prominently in to-
day’'s proceedings. They were Colonel
Jovauet's display of partiality, the new
attitude taken by Dreyfus and the con-
temptible conduct of the last witness,
Junch.

The spontaneons utterance of Jounust of
the word “Encore” (again) when Picquart
nsked to be heard, has been the topie of
conversution this afterncon, a&s Jouaust
for the first time thus openly and candidly
reveiled his partiality and holsted the antl-
Dreyfusard colors. Throughout the trial
neither he nor any of the judges has shown
purticular love for Picquart, but he has
never commiiteed such a Hagrant violation
of justice and his duties as a judge as he
did to-duy.

Coloncl Ploequart’s attituds of manly fin-
dependence and utter fearlessness when at
the witness bur, his refusal to gently mur-
mur evidence in the ears of the judges in-
stead of, us he did, uttering his testimony
in a trumpet valce, so that not a PeErson
in ecourt misced a syllable, Irritatad the
Judges, who showed their impatience in the
tone of the questions they put to him.

Plequart to-day was perfectly within his
rights, even his duty, to nsk to be heard
in the true inferest of justice, in order that
the fullest light should be shed on the at-
Tulr, and It is well remembered that when,
last week, General Billot and other gen-
erals asked to be confronted with Plequart,
M. Bertulus and other witnesses, Colonel
Jouaust readily accorded permission.

The Dreyfussrd press is certain to take
up this matter, The only Dreyfusard ness-
paper at Rernes has glready published a
protest this afternoon.

The second point, the changs of attituds
upon the part of Dreyfus, has given univer-
sil satisfaction to his friends. Hitherto he
had confined himself, when asked by the
Judge if he had any reply to maks to wit-
neeses, to an impassioned protestation of
hix innocence. This made an Immensa, but
transitory, impression on his hearers, More-
over, General Roget made the sigalficant
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remark in court last week that an Innocant
men does not merely protest his innocence,
but defends himself. This undoubtedly
stung Dreyfus into the line he adopted to-
day, when he rose and replied, argumenta-
tively, in a calm voice, to the wvarfous
points raised by the witnesses., It was in
response to Captain Junck that he made his
longest statement, occupying asbout ten
minutes, during which he used the notes
he had taken while Junck was speaking
and, with methodleal arrangsment of facts
and in unsquivoenl lunguage,eiffectively dis-
cussed the Inaccuracles of Junck's pesti-
mony. The uprisoner punctuated his re-
marks with moderate, well chosen gestures
of his right band. standing erect, facing
his judges and holding his gold braidea
kepl in his jeft hand.

The third point. the conduct of Junck
in repealing confldences made to him as
u comrade, by Drevius, disgusted his hear-
ers and, !n the mind of niy right think-
Ing man, must have consldgrably Impair-
ed the value of the remainder of his evi-
dence. Heand Dreyfus sat together in the
same office and, naturally, exchanged ocon-
fldences regarding thelr relatlons with
women, But, it was pointed out, no one
but & contemptible person repeats them in
court, especially In the case of a man pass-
ing as an officer and a gentleman.

Dregfus, in replying, scorea distinectly
when he brought out Junck's utter luck of
sense of honor and himself declined to en-
ter Iuto a discussion of the matter. 2

A striking figure in court is Matthieu
Dreyfus, brother of the prisoner, who
usuilly sits in one of the front rows of the
witnesses with his elbow on the back of
the seat Imfront of hirg, his chin resting on
his hand, amd his intelligent fuce turned to
the witness stend. Wlih eye and car he
follows every word and gesture of those
on the stage und his looks reflect the ab-
sorbing suxiety of his mind. The audience
may titter and smile, but his features
never relax into the semblamve of a smile,
They only soften with a 100k of pily as
he glances at his brother seated on the
Bluﬁﬂ and compelled to submit 4o the
ruthlesy fire which his epemies one after

lawyer | another level at him from the witness box.

General Fabre, forwer chief of the fourth
the general staff, was the first
vitness to-day. He said that, in his of-
ficlal capacity, he compared the handwrit-
ing of the borderean with the writing of
various officers In his bureau, including
the handwriting of & probatloner, who had
been in the bureau during the previous
yedar, and who had not favorably impressed
his comrades.

This probatloner, Drevfus, who was re-
garded os untrustworthy, and Insincere in
lils pretensions, was, according to tha wit-
ness, equally disliked by his comrades and
superiors. He was, Fabre added, constantly
endeavoring by all sorts of means to learn
the secrets of the plan of concentration of
the Eastern railway system, and, in his
anxiety to sceure Information, neglected
his dutles. His official duties, witness also
sald, placed It In Dreyfus’ power to disclose
the documents referred to in the bordereau.

Witnesa could  emphatically deny all
Drei:lfus had sald on this subject.

When Major Bertin showed witness the
bordereau, the latter was struck with the
resemblance of the callgraphy.

Dreyfus was the onl{ officer who mada &
bad impression in his bureau and the opin-
lons of tha chief of staff and heads of oth-
er departments confirmed witness' belief
General Fanbre, In concluslon, declared he
was still as firmly convinced as in 1534 that
the prisoner was the author of the bor-
dercau. (Sensation.)

After M. Demange had pointed out the
discrepancies in abre’'s present state-
ments and those he verified in 1884, Colonel
Jounust Invited Dreyfus to reply. The pris-
oner sald General Fabre qguite correctly de-
scribed the work on which he was engaged
when a probationer, especinlly empnasiz-
ing that he had to keep the dossler relating
to the concentration centers on the Eastern
ﬁys{:m posted up. This was not a fictitious
las

The prisoner's reply was made in calm,
measured tones an Is frankness seemed
to favorably impress the judges,

Colonel d"Aboville, former deputy chief of
the fourth bureau, related how Fabre had
showed him a photograph of an anonymous
note in which the writer intimated to his
correspondent, “evidently foreign to army,”
that he had confidential documents to com-
municate,

The witness told Fabra that the docu-
ments mentioned showed the writer could
only be an artlllery officer, belonging to
the general staff, who partleipated in the
expeSlUDn of the headguarters’ staff In
June and July, 1884,

The Ition of Dreyfus ecorresponded
with these conditlons, and *'to their great
surprise,” a striking resemblance was ap-
parent in the writing of Dreyvfus and the
anonymous letter. Witness further declared
that enly a probationer could possess the
informetion mentioned In the bordereau.
It was not only because of the resemblance
of the handwriting that suspiclons were
directed at Dreyfus, but because he was
In & ponition to be acquainted with the
documenis enumerated.

Greater interest in the proceedings was
manifested when the name of the next wit
ness was announced, Former Chlef of the
Detectlve Department Cochefert. who was
present when Dreyfus underwent the dic-
tation test in Du Paty de Clam's office,

M. Cochefert declared he knew absolute-
1y nothing of the Dreyfus case when the
minister of war, General Mercler. summaon-
ed him to confer with him on the subject
of the borderean, and the suspleions In re-

rd to Dreyfus. General Mercfer, Coche-

ert continued, asked his advice as to the
roceadings which ought to be followed ana
ntroduced him to Paty de Clam.  Subse-
quently, after M. Bertillon's report, the
arrcst of Dreyfus was declded upon.

The witness proceeded to describe the ar-
rest and famous scene of the dictation test.
raying that, from the first remark dropped
by FPaty de Clam, the prisoner displayea
evident uneasiness,

Then the ex-chief of detectives, Paty ds
Clam, placing his hand on the prisoner's
shoulder sald: “Captaln Dreyfus, in the
name of the minister of war, I arrest you.”

At the time of the examination of Drey.
fue, witness ned the impression that he
might be gullty and so reported when the
minister of war asked his opinion.

During this formal examination, Cochea-
fert added, Dreyfus protested hls inno-
cenen very violently, and declared he dia
not know what they wanted or of whut he
was accused. Witness afterward sealed up
thé papers Paty de Clam seized at Drey-
fuR' residence.

Replying to the court, Cochefert said that
Elnce his first appearance on the scens he
had nothing to do with the Dreyfus affair,
which was In the hands of the military au-
thorities. He huad not then seen the writ-
ing of the tordereau, otherwise his im-
pression might have been modifiod.

During the course of his reply, witness
mentioned Esterhazy, but his remark was
Inaudible.

After the remarks of M. Demange, Calo-
nel Jousust Invited Dreyfus to speak. The
prisoner replied:
h“xn; 1 I reply when Paty de Clam is

ore.””

M. Gribelin, the prinecipal archivist of
the headquariers staff, was ihe next wit-
ness. He testified with great volubility and
expressed the opinlon that, when Dreyfus
was arrested in 158, he was enacting a
role by systematically denying all the
chn rfrm agninst him, even the most obvious
and least important things, and In declar-
Ing himself Ignorant of matters which
should have been known to every officer of
the general stafy.

The witness sald he was cognizant of
Dreyfus' relations wRh loose women. In
support of thix assertion, he mentioned nn
alle;;]ed voluntary statement made by
Mathien Dreyfus, brother of the prisoner,
in the witness' presencs, that he had been
obliged to pull his brother from the clutch-
es of a woman of this description living
near Champs Ely=ees,

M. Gribelin recapitulated the leakage at
military headquarters, the arrival of the
bordereau, etc., and dweit on the system of
esplonage conducted, under cover of dlplo-
matie immunity, by agents A, B and C.

Colonel Jouaust—"When was the horder.
ean rvecelved at the intelligence depart-
ment?" -

M. Gribelin—""The bordercan arrlved at 1
in the morning September 24 1884  After
examining It. we did not healtate to not-
1rlb#to it to an officer of the head'quarters
stafr."

Colonel Jonaust—'"When was It =ubmit-
ted to Colonel SBandherr?

AL Gribelin—""Why. the very first day.”

The witness added: *“As the horderean
arrived through the ordinary channels. or
what at any rate was regarded as such,
no doubt was entertilned as to fis au-
thanticlty.*

Replying to furthér questions, M. Grib-

elin positively asserted that Esterhazy
never came to the Intelligence depart-
ment.

In regard to the dictation test, the wit-
nese recalled Dreyfus’ reply ta Paty de
Clam when the latter polnted out that
hix hands were shaking, namely, *my 1in-
gers were cold.™

A member of the court-martinl referred
to M. CGribelin’s statements concerning the
uss Colonel Plequart made of the secret
service funds and the witness admitted the
truth of Plequart’s evidence that the sur-
velllance afr“:xterhnt}' cost but lttle.

Questioned as to the alleged indiserstion
of Colonel Plequart In showing Maltra
Lebler the secret dossler, witness admit-
ed. that. when he maw Lebler in
Pleauart's office in the autumn of 159
whila the secret dossters of the carrier
plgeon service wers lying on tha tahle,
they hnd not besn removed from their an-
velopes. The envelopes, he explained. were
open, but, he added, that was customary.

When questioned cancerning the “‘Liber-
ateur” document, Gribelin admitted he stil|
wondered how It came into Esterhazyv's

| hande and could not understand why Fs.
terhmey Wne

not arrestad when hé brought
ths document to the ministry of war.
Colonel Jouaust, the other judges and M.

Demange closely questioned M. Gribelin
on various points, and In replying witnoss
Imparted some information regarding the
petit bléen and the clrcumstances under
which the secret dossier was communi-
cated to Pleguart.

Replying to M. Demn.nfe. M. Gribelin ad-
mitied having mixed up Paty de Clam’s and
Henry's Intrigues in favor of Esterhasy.
The admission created a sensation.

It was by order of Colonel Henry, wit-
ness added, he, Gribelln, put on & cta»cl:s.
and went to the Rue de Doual to hand Es-
terhaxy a letter, to which the latter was to
reply *“'yvés" or “no."

It was also Henry who erderad witness
to accompany Paty de Clam to Mont Bou-
ris park at the time Paty de Clam masque-
raded under a false beard.

Witness thought it would have been much
simpler to huve summonad Esterhazy Lo
the ministry of war, especially as It was
known that Mathieu Dreyfus was about
tohg)ublic!)' denounce him.

- Demunge remarked that the denuncia-
tlon of Mathieu Dreyfus could not well
have been foreseen when these “romantic”
Interviews wilh Esterhauzy were occurring,
consldering Mathleu himself had not con-
templnted o denunciation.

M. Gribelin replied that, at any rate, it
was known mepsures were In  progress
sgiinst Esterhazy.

M. Demange—"Why, then, since it was
a question of saving him, were false beards
and blue spectacles resorted to?”

M. Gribelin—"You hud better ask Paty
de Clam when he comes here. (Laughter.)
Do not Imagine it amused me." (Renewed
laughter.)
Replying to further questions, M. Gribe-
lin denied that he had ever opencd a
letter addressed to Pleoquart.

Counzel then wanted to know why the
letter signed “Speranza” was not sent to
Piequart, =ince all his letters were opened
at the ministry of war.

Al Gribelin—"As I never opened a let-
ter addressed to Colonel Plequart, I do not
know why.”

Colonel Plequart
question witness.

“When I left the minlstry of war'" =aid
Piequurt, I asked M. Gribelin to forward
my letiers to the addresses he knew. Since
the lciter signed ‘Speranza’ was not sent
me, I must a=sk M. Gribelin if he did not
recelve instructions from his ehiefs to in-
tercept It

AL, Gribelin—""No,
such order.”

Pleguart,after protesting against the man-
ner in.which his correspondence was Lam-
pered with, expressed surprise thnt the
question of the employment of secret serv-
fce money should be constantly mixed up
with the Dreyfus case, with which, he adil-
ed, it had nothing whatever to do. He also
denied he had given M. Lebler the siight-
est information regarding the secret dos-
sier and sald the only document of the dos-
#ler revealed, and that was not by himself,
was the "Getta canaflle de D—" document,
which had been utilized by the enemics of
Dreyfus. There was also the “Liboeratour'
document, which was delivered to Ester-
hazy, who used it 1o levy the most shame-
ful binckmail on the government.

Muajor Lauth followed. He traversed the
ground eovered by his evidenrs before the
criminal division of the court of caus=ation
In regard to the circumstances under which
Henry communicated the borderean. He
Bdld that when the bordereau resched the
Intelligence departinent, Henry was abso-
lutely the only officer who knéw the agent
who furnished it and was the only olficer
known to the agent. Henry, he explained,
had appointments with the foreign spy in
question only on the evenings at & or 9
o'clock at night, at various places, so it
was impossible for Henry to haond the pa-
pera recelved to Colonel Sandherr the same
evenlng. Therefore, ha took them home
and brought them back to the office In the
morning. Very often theze appolntments
were Kept on Saturday, and Major Lauth
believed the packet containing the bur-
dereau was handed to Henry Saturday,
September 22, and was taken to the office
Beptember 24

"One morning,” sald Lauth, “it may have
been September 2, or another date, though
it cannot matter much, T arrived at the
office and was about to enter the room in
which I usually work, when Colosel Henry,
who was walking in the corridor. called
to me and took me into his room, Captan
Mather arrived simultaneously. e had
scarcely entered when Colonel Henrv ghow-
ed the package, and, exhiblting =ome
pleces he had pasted together, =aid: ** It
Is frightful. Just ses what I have found
in this packet.'

“We walked to a window and all three
began to read the contents of o paper,
which was none other than the bordereau,
We discussed who could be the author.

“I must add that M. Gribelln entered tha
room and wag Informed regarding the doc-
umant. At the same time the borderean
was only shown to Colonel Sandherr half
or three.—tiuu.rlers of an hour later, when
he arrived.”

Next discussing the petit bleu, Major
Lauth sald it reached Colonel Plequart,
Inclosed In a packet, early In March. In-
cidentally, the witness mentloned the mis-
slon to Naney, on which Henry went, and
sald that while he was shsent his wife
came to the intelligence department to ask
hls whereabouts, as she knew nothing of
his departure.

"It was the sama with all officers of the
department,” sald Lauth, “our familles
never knew whers we wera Tnlng whin we
were gent on o mission, and It was through
the department that they corresponded
with us. That proves that things were
not conducted In the fourth bureau as al-
leged by Colonel Piequarr”

Witness maintained this also disposed of
Plequart's asssrtion that Henry was In the
habit of working at home in the presence
of servants. As a matter of fact, he added,
the officers were very reserved before their
familles. Continuing, witness proceeded to
speak of Plequart's orders to destroy all
evidence of thea petit blen having been
torn, and to determine the offlca o origin
by affixing a postmark. |

“The spy Cuers,” sald Lauth, “entered
into relations with the minlstry of war
with the avowed purpose of revenging him-
sclf on his government. He refused to
accept payment bevond his fare 1o Palse.
Cuers was evidently an agent provociteur
who had been sent to us. Dut we wers
never able to get anything of the slightest
value from him. Tt has been said.” added
Lauth, “that we bullled him to prevent his
speaking. I wish the person who made
the statement to come here and repeat It.
The truth I= we bullled him, not to prevent
his speaking, but becauss he refused to
say anything which was not known, and
that means the same thing. '’ (Laughter.)

Major Lauth’s extremely long deposition
was listaned to In profound silence. He
Emtaslqu at Plequart's allegations agalnst

im In the course of the Tavernler inquiry,
when Plequart represented
Instigator and perhaps also the writer of
the Henry forgery.

“I declare,” sald Lanth, *“that if. by
insplring or writing it, I had a share In
any way whatever In the perpstratlon of
the Henry forgery, T should have avowed
It the day Henry committed suteide. I
am not even now afrald of the razor nor
the rope of Le Mercler-Pleard, nor even
of a broken glass omslatte.’

After controverting further statements
of Plequart, Major Lauth, In conecluslon,
declared that Henry, “who knew nobods
on the newspapers.'” held guite aloaf from
the “press eamprizn oreanized in response
to the actlon taken by tha friends of
Dreyvius ™

After a short adjournment, the court re-
aszembled and the judges questioned Ma-
Jor Lauth. They nsked his oninlon of the
Schnelder Intter of November 10, 1897, wWit-
ness replied that it was authentic and em-
anated from “Agent Plerre."

Replying to M. Demance, witness =aid
he never saw the photograph certaln news-
papers asserted he took representing Ple-
quart and Schwarzkoppen strolling arm in
arm at Carlsbad,

“I suppose it was T who took It,"" the
witness added fronicalls.
M. Demang=—"I do no! aceuse you,"
At the Instance of M. Demange, Colonel
Pleguart agaln described the alterations ol
the petit bleu and declared that, the last
time he =aw it, the day before he started
on his mission, the netit bleu was still in
the same condition As when Mafor Lauth
Showed It to him in November, 187, When
Picquart saw it in the possession of Gen-
eral Pellleux, former minister of war, It
seemed to him that the handwriting had
been somewhat modificd sind at tha Tava-
rier inquiry he noticed that alterntlons of
quite a serious character had been made,
Ruled lines had bheen erased. Mareover.
experiments shawed the address had been
in ink made of gallnuts, while a super-
imposed word was written in Ink made of

logwoodl.

Replying to the president of the court,
Major Lauth sald that when he photo-
graphed the petit bleu he did not notiee
any sign of erasure.

Picquart =ald the plate taken by Malaor
Lauth bore no traces of erasure. he
photograph alone had been tampared with.

Colonel Jouaust—''Was there an expert
examination?"”

Plequart—"Yea, Tt was a searching In-
quiry. Hesldes, the dossier in the Taver-
nlér Inquiry can be referred to'

Captain Juncke followed. He sald he was
a probationer simultaneously with Dreyfus,
but in another department of the war ofllce,
He saw the prisoner a great deal, and held
conversations, in which he alleged Drev-
fus spoke of great sums he hnad loat in
gambling and Intercourse with loose
women.

“One day."” the witness proceeded. “when
we were visiting the Concourse Hippigue,
we met three Immoral women wha bowea
to us  Dreyfus returned their greeting and
1 said to him: *Well. for a married man,
you have nice acqualntances,’

“He replied that they were old friends
of his barhelorhood, and. pointing to one
of them, =ald her name wns Valessa, and
that she had a house on the Champs Elyser
where she gave nice parties. whers pretty
women were to be met and where thepe
was mich gambling. TDreyvfus also boastea

of his lurge means, and spoke with great

rfllah of his comfortable house and trav-
els.”

The witness, continuing, sald Dreyfus wns
well acquadnted with the scheme for the
concentration of troops and could trace it
on any map, as most of the other proba-
tioners could.

Witness then detalled the work of the
different bureaus and proceeded to dem-
onstrate that the probationers were cog-
nizaut of the plans for the transportation
and concentration of the troops and how
Dreyfus was ordered to draw up a report
on the German artillery, comparing it with
the French-artillery, and having access to
all the necessary documents,

In regiard to the Madagascar note, Drey-
fus, Juncke claimed, told the witness his
cousin and produced him interesting in-
formation.

Captain Juncke then spoke of the ef-
forts of Deeyfus to secure the firing man-
ual and discyssed the theory that Henry
might have divulged the documents in
the bordercau. Such a supposition, the
captiin declired, was utterly impossible.

Later the witness corroborated the stule-
ment that Colone! Plequart proposed post-

If
Captain Juncke's ldeas of honor allow him
to divulge private conversation, mine do
not. 1 have clean hands, and I will keep
them clean. But there are a number of
facts to which I will refer. I will speal
first in regard to all the Insses it is said
I sustained at the elub at Mans., I declare

Wias never a member of the elvil e¢lub
at Mans, never visited it and consequently
never gambled there, T um convinced that
the membears of the club are very re-
specteble and ask you simply to have an
Inquiry made In order to know if I am
speaking the truth.

“In reégard to the lectures In the offices
of the headquarters staff at which it Is as-
serted I was present, they oceurred In De-
cember, 1585 1 was absent at that time
and consequently did not attend the lee-
tures
The prisoner then proceeded to show that
In July, 184, tho probationers were |In-
formed by an official cireular that they
were to pass a period of probation In the
army, the first yeir in August and Sep-
tember, and the second year in October,
November and December, all at a period
when there were no maneuvers. Regarding
the officers directing the dispatch of troops
at varfous points, Dreyfus dwelt upon the
fact that he, at (that time, wits on a mission
and was not at the maneuvers at all

“We must be precise,” he added, “and
not play upon words.,”  (Sensation.)

“In August, 1581" continued Dreyfus,
“the second year probationers knew defi-
nitely that they wera to go to various regi-
ments in October, November and Decem-
ber .and that, consequently, they would
not atténd the maneuvers

“l do not know,” he proceeded, “what
gossip the witness had retained in regord
to the Blam and Madagascar. 1 did not
understand it very well, 1t is cartain that
I should have greatly desired to pariivi-

ate In any expedition. It is the nulural
ecling of every officer. But I never could
have had faformation through a cousin Iin
the forelgn office, for I had no cousin
there.”

Regarding the plans for provisioning and
conveyving troops, the prisoner said lie
superintended tho printing of them, turn
about with the other probationers, The
entire work dld not devolve upon him, and
he only saw a small portion.

When Dreyfus had finished
Colonel Jouaust invited M. Bertullus to
speak, and the iatter lterally sprang up
the steps to the plantform and, leaning side-
Ways against the witness box and spenling
slowly and distinctly, he turned to the
witness, Captain Juncke, and sald:

“Monsleur le president, I will not do Cap-
taln Juncka= the honor to réply to the par-
ticulars with which he has regaled the
court regarding the vialt to my office July
26, I explained evervthing before the unit-
ed court of cassatlon, 1 am here. are-
fore, 1 have not been punished and, there-
fore, my explanations satlsfiad the Judges
of the suprema court."

M. Bertullus admitted he left the office
with the Jate Lleutenant Colonel Henry and
Captaln Juncke, and accompanied them to
the end of the gallory adjolning the office
becauss ha was pecullarly Interested In
their investigation, which, he added, had
no result.

The magistrate greatly desired to know
what speclal papers they were hunting for
but did not succeed In lrarning. in spite of

AFRICAN TRAGEDY

OFFICERS OF FRENCH EXPEDITION
SLAY THEIR SUCCESSORS,

EXPEDITION NOW OUTLAWED

TWO OFFICERS AND NINE PRIVATES
WERE MASSACRED,

Had Been Sent to the Soudan to He-
strain the Original Expedition,
Which Was Treating the
Nutives With Great
Barbarity.

PARIS, Aug. 21.—M. De Crals, minlster
of the colonles, has recelved a dispatch
from the governor generul of French West
Africs, fully confirming the Figaro's story,
cibled to the Assoclated Press this morn-
ing, of the killing of Lieutenant Colonel
Klobb and Lieutenant Meunier, by mem-
bers of 4 French expedition, under the con-
duct of Captains Voulet and Chanoine, in
the French Soudan.

The confirmation has created a great sen-
satlon and caused the most painful im-
pression, the only explanation suggested
being that Captain Voulet had become
mentally affected by the climate. Curlously
enough, the killing occurred July 14, the
date of the French natlonal fete

It appears that on news belng received of
the birbarity of the Voulet-Chanoine mis-
slon towards the natives on the march
toward Lake Tchad, the Dupuy ministry
Instructed Lieutenant Colonel Klopp, who
wis at Kayes, to proceed with a column,
overtake the mission;, Investigate the
charges, and assume commind. On July
14 the Klobb party overtook the mission at
Zimber, near Domangar. Lieutenant Colo-
nel Klobb sent word to Captain Youlet, who
replied that he would shoot him if he ad-
vanced.

Notwithstanding thls threat, Klobb ad-
vanced and mude himself known to Vou-
let, who ordered him peremptorily to stop.
This order was disregarded, and when the
Klobb party was within 150 meters of Vou-
let’s troops, the latter, on his order, fired
three volleys, which were followed by In-
dependent tiring.

Lieutenant Meunler fell dead. Lieuten-
ant Colonel Klobb, wounded in the leg by
the first volley, was dispatched by being
shot in the head.

Voulet then ordered a bayonet charge
and the remainder of the Klobbh eolunn
fled, carrying thelr wounded and leaving,
besides two officers, nine men dead. The
survivors, ten of whom were wounded,
teached Bosso, under commaund of a native
sergeant.

The Voeulet-Chanoine mission has takento
the bush, but, according to the advices re-
ceived by M. De Crals, & streng column
wus to be gsent in pursult,

Captains Voulet and Chanoine have both
had distinguished carcers In the Soudan.
The mission. now outlawed, conslsts, be-
sides the leaders, of Captain Joulland,
Licutenant Palller, Dr. Hanrle and two
French sergeants,

FREEMAN IS IDENTIFIED.

Muorderer of Westbrook in Missouri
Visited by Relatives of the
Dend Man,

ARDMORBE, 1. T. Aug. I.—(Special)
The hearing of T. R. Freeman, allas
Thomas Spotwood, for the murder of
Jumes Westbrook, In Bates county, Mo.,
in 1369, was held here to-day Freeman
was remanded to jall to awalt requisition.
To-day relatives of Westbrook from But-
ler, Mo,, postively ldentified the prisoner
as the murderer,

Frisuds.of Freeman, or Spotwood, as he
is known here, are convinced of his in-
nocence -and will make a hard flght to
}rrevem his removal to Missourl, where he
s under sentence to be hanged. Habeas
corpus proceedings may be resorted to to
release the prisoner.

Spoitwood denles that he is Freeman,
but admits that he escaped from the Pei-
tis county, Mo., jail when ha was taken
from Henry county, Mo., for sife Keep-
ing, the latier county having no jail

BEUTLER, MO., Aug. QL—(SseulaL) Cal-
onel Martin Van Buren Vandyke, proba-
bly the first =ettler in Bates county, de-
clires that the man Freeman or Spotwood,
who Is under arrest at Ardmore, L. T., s
telling the truth when he says he escaped
from the Pettis county Jall in 1869. Mr,
Vandyke tells the story as follows:

“In the year 1859 a man by the name ot
Spotwood was courting a young lady near
Calhoun, Mo., in Henry county. A young
fellow by the name of Edmonson. son of
the proprietor of the Calhoun hotel, was
also attached to the young lady. The two
men had several quarrels which resulted In
Spotwood making threats against his rival.
A short time after Edmonson was standing
on the porch of the hotel late in the even-
ing when some one came up and filled his
body with a charge of buckshot. He dled
& fow minutes later and Spotwood was ar-
rested for the crime,

“He denied his guilt, but was transported
to Pettls county where he was lodged in
jall, Henry county at that time not hav-
ing such an institution. Spotwood es-
caped. An effort was made to capture
him, but without result. He was never
heard of after.”

Mr, Vandyke insists that If this i{s the
story told by the man held by Sheriff Mudd
ha is not wanted In Bates county, but in
Henry courty.

Asa Morgan, a distant relative of Free-
mian, the murderer of Westbrook, who re-
sldes here, declares that Freeman was not
buried here in 1574, but that it was the
body of a second husband of Mrs. Free-
man. whose name was Wilson. A head-
stone now marks the grave In the ceme-
tery here.

BRAVED DANGERS FOR HIS BODY

Friends of C. K. Browning, of New Or-
leans, Exhume His Body in
Colombia.

NEW ORLEANS, LA., Aug. 21.—To re-
cover the body of Charlton K. Browning,
who was burned in Colombia, where disin-
terment Is not allowed for elghteen months,
Joseph D. Derbes, an attorney, and J. E.
Jolet, a traveling man, braved all kinds of
danger, narrowly escaped death by ship-
wreck and with thelr own hands opened
the grave Into which the body had becn
placed two months ago and brought the
casket to this country, arriving hers to-

day.

It was on June 1 that a naphtha launch
on which Mr. Browning, who was the con-
fidential agent of a New Orleans firm, was
a passenger, exploded off Bocas Del Toro.
He died on June 17 and was buried the next
day. Permission was refused the represent-
dlves of his family to exhume the bdody.
The Colombian government pointed to lis
law prohibiting the disinterment of bodles
until eighteen months had elapsed, and de-
clined to listen to arguments.

Derbes and Jolet sailed from New Or-
leans in the middle of July to secura the
body of Browning. Upon reaching Bocas
Del Toro they apnlietfwro United States
Consul Hands, who told them thelr mission
was hopeless. Alcalde Brovo, of Bocas, re-
fused to allow them to open Browning's

Erave.
They hired a tug and set off for Colon.
The drunken pilot lost his reckoning, =

storm came up, they were blown sixty
miles from their course and for awhile
death seemed certain. At last the wind
went down and Colon was reached after
many hardships, There the prefect listen-
ed to what they had to =ay and finally
gave them an order on the alcalde at Bo-
cas, instructing him to allow them to dis-
inter Browning's bogly.

When they reach Bocas, armed with
the order, they thought thelr troubles were
over. But they could find no one who
would open the grave. There was nothing
left but to open the grave themselves.

Lest further obstacles should ba thrown
in thelr way, Derbes and Jolet waitad un-
til midnight. They carried the casket
which had been sent for the reception of
the body, to the spot where Browning had
been buriad and went to work. After four
hours' hard work the body had been placed
In the casket and carried to the steamship
Utstein, which was in walting. They salled
at once for Maobile.
