MILWAUKEE, WIS., Aug. 21.-- One ofHenry J. Beumgaertner's homing birds to-

day won the 150 mile race under the au-spices of the Milwaukee District Nationul
Federation of American Homing Pigeon
Fanciers, from Wenona, III., to this city.
The bird not only defeated a field of 171
contestants, but broke the United States
record for that distance. The record will
be Bent out to all the districts as official.
