Mr. Dockery said that the
common idea of a politician was wrong, as
much good had been done for the laboring
man by legislators.

"I do not desire to defend the profes-
sional politician," said Mr. Dockery, "but I
do say that the laboring man has been
greatly benefited by men who are the serv-
ants of the public. Take for instance the
passage of the act by congress that pro-
vides for the establishment of the Indus-
trial commission. This is a body of men
who"e duty is to investigate the needs of
the laboring man, and I believe that they
will do much good."
