IS IT T0 BE WAR?

TRANSVAAL SITUATION IS DECIDED-
LY THREATENING.

BOERS LIKELY TO RAID NATAL

WILL PROBABLY NOT WAIT FOR

HRITISH TO ARRIVE.

Kruger Has Replied to the “Practical-
Iy an Ultimatam"” and n Sore-
Enough Ultimatum Is to Be
Him To-

MOrrow.

LONDON, Sept. 16.—Sunday will be an
anxious day for Great Britain. The reply
of the Transvaal government, it is known
lo-night, has been formulated and s in
the hands of the Briush agent at Pretoria
Furthermore, the wires at the foralgn of-
Lice are busy with & long dispatch from
the British high commissioner In South Af-
rica, Sir Alfred Milner, to the secretary of
the colonies, Joseph Chamberinlp, which
Is belng rapidly repeated to the latter's
Birmingham home, so the contents of the
Boer reply will probably rest to-night with
Grest Britain's colonial secretary,

Unless South Africa s peopled with false
prophets, the Boers have efther evaded or
defied what practically amounted to an
ult!matum from the British cablnet. From
the tenor of their recent communications
to Mr, Chamberialin, they could scarcely be
expected to do otherwise.

However, as frequently polnted out In
thess dispatches, this presumed action up-
on the part of the Boers does not make
War & certainty, though It does place the
Britleh eabinet in a position where it must
take steps s0 agpressive that war or utter
ignominious submission wili Le the only
nlternatives remaining to the Transvaal,

This new, serfous phase of the erisls also
gravely increases the probability that the
Boers will {ake time end d'plomacy by the
|forelock and rald Natal, and otherwisa re-
sent, while the Britlsh transports are in
midocean, what they belleve Is an attempt
1o rob them of thelr independence,

If the course of diplomacy Is not fore-
shortensd, the British cablnet will meet
&gain and formulate specific demands far
more sweeping than the last onez. These
will be transmitted to President Kruger
in the shape of an ultimatum.

As the members of the cablnet are seat-
tered throughout the eountry, it is impraohb-
able a councll eould be gathersd til! Mon-
aay might at the earliest, and there Is
€Very reason to -bellieve the British gov-
ernment will exhibit no undue haste in
forcing President Kruger's hand, for it is
mipably more important to have 15,000 re-
inforcements on the scene of action than
1o gain the gratitude of importunate Out-
landers, who for week= have been crying
for immediate aggressive action. The log-
lc of such a policy must be equally patent
to President Kruger. It is hardly concely-
able that he will awalt the arrlval of the
British reinforcements before taking the
Initiative. If he displayz such hesitancy
he will strengthen the bellef that at the
very last moment he Intends to back down,
am impression which has many SUPpOrt-
ers among the ultre-conservatively in-
clined.

President Kruger's rumored refusal of
the latest franchise demands has lost him
many friends in England, and the pro-
Boer party has shrunk to small dimen-
slons.

The reported formal allinnes between the
Transvaal and the Orange Free State has
also done much to sllenate the feeling of
those Engilshmen inclined to sympathize
with'the Transvaal, though it i{s scarcely
believed the Orange Free State will take
an active part, more likely confining teplf
to passive. unrecognized assistance, as In
the war of 185,

The selection of General Bir George
Btewart White to command the troops In
Natal meets with universal approval, as
also dees the announcement that, in the
event of war, General Sir Bedvers Buller
will tnke supreme command in South Af-
rica. Both are men of great experience,

KANSAS JOINTIST KILLED.

Negro Invited Him Ount to Fight and
Then Didn"t Give Him a
Falr Deal,

WAMEGO, KAS, Sept. 16.—J. W. Mec-
Gulre, of Herington, one of the proprie-
tors of the Mystle Island joint, was shot
and Instantly killed by Andy Turner, a
colored man, Friday evening.

Turner fled immediately after the shoot-
ing, and, zlthouxh the sheriff is pursuing
him with mounted deputies, his capture Is
considered doubtful.

McGuire and Turner had some trouble
in the f.;in:. which Is located on an island
in the Kaw river. The joint ig reached by
& stairway, which runs to a level with the
wagon Lrldge across the river. The patron
of the joint steps from the bridge to the
platform on the top of the stalrway, amnd
from there descends to the bullding in
which the bar is maintained.

The murdered man wgs dealing out liquor
to his patrons during the celebration of the
onening of the water works and establish-
ment of the new elecirle light plant.
Turner and a white man had some trouble
and Turmer wanted to fight in the joint
MeGulre I=Sgrfered nnd got Into a quarrel
with Turner.

Turner invited MeGulre up on the bridge
to fight It out. McGulre started out of the
jolnt and was followed by =ome of his
friends. Turner anscended the stalrway. At
the top he turmed and sald:

“There's going to be scm= fun up here;
you fellows Keep back.™

McGuire's frlends dld not mount the
stalrway, but McGuire did. He reached
the top and just as he was In the act of
stepping from the stalrway to the bridge
to fight Turner, the liutter drew & revolver
and shot MceGuire, killlng him instantly,

Turner's father s now in the peniten-
tlary serving time for stealing hozs, which
was a compromlse charge to escape a con-
victlon for murder.

MeGulre, the murdered man, came to
Wamego a few months ago from Herlng-
ton and with a partner established tha
My=atic Island joint.

KANSAN FOUND MURDERED.

Body of Harry Wallace, of High Prai-
rie, Lay for Several Days in
the Grass,

LEAVENWGRTH, KAS. Sept. 16.—(8pe-
cltl.) The remains of o man who is sup-
posed to be Harry Wallzce. of Iligh Pralrie,
were found ona and a half miles north of
Connor station this afternoon, with eveny
fudication of murder. The bLody was seen
iying near the Missouri Pacifle tracks by
Freight Conductor White, of that road,
yesterday. It was supposed by the freight
crew that the man was asleep, but when
the body was seen there again to-day by
the same crew, Conductor White tele-
graphed Coroner Koohler. The coroner
went down to Investigate and returned with
the remalns this evening.

The skull was badly bLeaten In and there
were mariks of blows on the forehead. On
the oppasite slde of the track was found n
wagon spoke with blood upon it. The body
wius decomposing badly and had to be
buried after it was examined at the Davis
moTgue,

Befora the coroner arrived at Connor,
Foreman Maher, of the Winner construe-
tion eoncern, is said to have !dentified the
body as that of Harry Wallace, of High
Prairie, who recently worked in the eon-
struction gnng at Connor.

The remalns are thoss of a man about 40
vears old, five feet elght inches In helght
and weighing about 180 pounds. The Index
finger of the left hand had had part of the

Honeck was Ind'eted
as the princlpal and Hundhausen as an ac-
cessory before and after the fact The
men Indicted wiil be called for trial in a
short time.

NO LACK OF TIMBER

PLENTY OF REFPUBLICAN CANDI-
DATES IN MISSOUVRIL.

THREE AFTER GOVERNORSHIP

THEY ARE B, W. MATTHEWS, C, F.
O0'FALLON AND JOE FLORY,

it Is Not Belleved That Websater Da-
vis Is Ambitious In That Diree=
tlon—Demoerats Are Have
ing AH Kinds of
Troaubles,

JEFFERSON CITY, Sept. 16.—(Speclal)
That there ara those who think there is
some chance for a Republican victory In
the state of Missour]l next year Is evidenced
by the unwonted activity of a number of
gentlemen whno would Uke to have the
honor of belng the standard bearer of the
party in the blg battle of next year.
Usually there ! but o minimum of pre-
liminary work done by anyone for & nom-
inution on & Republican state ticket In
Missouri, but next year, unless all =lgns
full, there will be some pretty sparring by
& number of gentlemen for various places
on the ticket. This is regarded as a most
hopeful sign, for men do not struggle for
political numinatlons that are empty hon-
ors and forlorn hopes.

There are two members of the commis-
slon that Is now engaged at the state cap-
Itul in complling and codifying the revised
statutes, who are in the role of Barkl:es
#0 far as the Republican gubernatorial
nomination is concerned. One 13 Btate
Senutor Buell W, Matthews, of the St.
Louls county district, and the other Is
Hepresentative C. F. O'Fallon, of Hoit
county. The latter has been the lender
of the Republican minority on the floor of
the Missouri house of representatives for
two seszlons. He Is a fine lawyer and is
regarded as one of the ablest men In Mis-
sourl. He was by long odds the best de-
bater in the house of the Fortleth general
assembly and siands for some of the best
legislation that got through that body.
Senator Matthews represented Gasconade
county In the house for a number of years.
Then he removed to Clayton, St. Louis
county, and was immediately returned 1o
the senate. He s & man of good, hard
sense, and Is a lawyer of recognized abil-
1t¥. He was the real leader of the minor-
Ity In the sennte and gained universal re-
spect and regard among his associntes by
his sensible and reasonable course on all
legizintive propositions.

Both of these gentlemen have been urged
for some time past to get Into the race
for the gubernatorial nomination, and it is
the general understanding here that nei-
ther would be averse to it. Senator
Matthews would develop great strength in
the eastern part of the state, St. Louis
and that tier of counties along both banks
of the Missouri between Jefferson City and
8t. Louls, designated in Democratic ecam-
paien books as the “black district,” on
accotint of the majorities that the German
population invariably rolls up for the Re-
publican ticket. Mr. O'Fallon would draw
his chlef support from the northwestern
part of the state.

Colonel Joe Flory, who has one year yet
to serve as a member of the state board of
rallroad and warehouse commissioners, has
been in the fleld for two years, and will
make a hard race for the nomination. He
has been active in state Republican poli-
tlics ever since he was nominated and elect-
ed railroad commissioner. In one respect
he resembles ex-Governor David R. Fran-
cls. The latter, when he went Into the
executive office, was hardiy able to make
a speech, but before his term expired
there were few better speakrs in Missourl.
Colonel Flory, like Francig, has improved
wonderfully in this respect, and to-day
there are but few more forcible and ef-
fective campalgn speakers In Missouri than
he is. His record as an officer is firsi-class,
and, with his wide acqualntance among the
rallroad men of the state, and also among
the politicians, he occuples advantageous
ground.

Not much is known here of the aspira-
tlons of Chairman Alkin, of the stute cen-
tral committee. Since he has been at the
head of the committee not much has been
sten of him at the state capital.

It is not believed here that Webster Da-
vis has any ambjtion w head the ticket.
Elther Matthews, O Fallon or Flory would
make 8 standard bearer that would com-
mand for the next Hepublican state ticket
in Missouri full party support, and would
draw no little from the enemy,

There is being agitated in different quar-
ters of the state just now a departure 1o
Déemocratic procedure thut Is liable to split
the Democriuts (rom center to circumier-
ence, 1t Is a4 stute primary. It i3 being
widely discussed in the Democratic coun-
try papers, and o majlority of them seem
to be favorable to 1t. The leaders locally
and In the #tate are badly divided on the
matter, and there will be much quarreling
before the question is inally settied by the
centril committes, which will probably not
hold & session until after the tirst of the

enr.

. There ave other troubles In store for the
Missouri Democrats, the chief of which
will be the sclection of a chalrman of the
state central committee to succesd Sum B,
Cook, who will rezlgn In January to enter
the race for the nomination for secretary
of state. There is only one openly avowed
candidate for the place and that Is Secre-
tary Virgil Conkling, but there is a feel-
Ing that State Anditor J. M. Seibert Is the
men who should succeced Cook. Seibert is
not a candidate for the place, and Conk-
ling Is making an active fight for it. The
elevation of Conkling to the chairmanship
would be especially humiliating to Govern-
or Stephens, and It can be readily obscrved
that there will b2 2 warm time when the
Democratic state central commitice holds
its next meeting. The governor will hard-
Iy =it quietly down and see Conkling made
chairman of the committee without making
a light.

The chief tople of Interest the past week
In =tate political cireles was the announce-

ment made in his home paper of the canili-
dacy of Lieutenant Governor A. H. Holte
for the nomination of sinte treasurer. Fol-

fowlng this will come, It is belleved, the
announcement of E. T. Orenr, state super-
Intendent of insurance, for the same office.
Bolte Is strong, and =0 {8 Orear. Up in
Howard county, Colonel R. P. Willlams=, a
well known banker, has been a candidate
for treasurer for the past yvear. Eolte has
a fine record as lisutenant governor.

The “yellow dog” Democrate of the Four-
teenth judieial district are anyvihing but
sitlafled with the actlon of Gevernor
Stephens in appointing T. B. Rabingon, of
Miller county. judge of the clreult court to
fill the vacancy causzed by the election of
D. W, Shackleford to congress. Their ob-
jeetion to the appointment is that Robin-
son has been a Democrat but three years.

News received from Judge G. ). Burgess,
State Auditor Seibert, Major T. W. Park,
John R. Green and W. H. Bassett, the Jef-
ferson Clty sportsmen wha are hunting
and fishing In the Jackson Hole country, in
Wyoming, is that Judge Burgess= has grati-
fled the ambition of his life by killing a
grizzly bear. The party has been in camp
In the Jackson Hola for two weeks, and
three bear, & number of alk. two mountain
lons and a number of deer and smaller
game has been taken, besides lake and
brook trout in abundance.

Slx Years Ago \'eatrrday'the Cherokee
Outlet Wans Opened to Sct-
tlement.

GUTHRIE, 0. T., Sept. 16—(8pecinl)
This (s “Strippers’ Day” in Oklnhoma. At
high noon of September 16, 1803, just six
¥ears ago, the “Cherokee Outlet' was open-
ed to white settlement and what Is now
comprised In pearly one-third of “Okla-
homa's area wuas organlaed.  The crowd
which made the run into the new lands
SIX years age to-day, wiae estimated at
0,000, many citizens of Ol Oklnhoma
Julning with the homeseekers In the roce
for pnew claims, 'The <¢uy of the opening
has been described as one of the dryest,
dirtiest and dustiest the country has ever
eXperlenced, giving no promise of future
greatness of the country.

No concerted effort at celabration was
mide by the “Strippers’ to-day, except
in a few localities. The annlversary was
rememberer]l at Clen, Frwin and Ponca
City, at each of which places there wers
small demonstrations. he last has been
the mast prosperous year that the “Strip”
people have known-—a contrast to 1894 and
1895, the two years foliowing the opening,
when thera were crop fallures.

The growth and development of the coun-
iry has been marvelous. The extraordinary

roductiveness of the sofl In the “Strip™”

Ands has played the largest part in briong-
ing prosperity to the people, as well as
attracting immigration. The population of
the “Strip,” gccording to the issessors’ re-
turns, was, in 1898, 109,240, more than one-
third of the entire populntion of the ter-
ritory.

MR. OVERSTREET'S THREAT. -

Oklahomsa District Attorney Trying to
Stop Snle of Ligunor to
Indians,

_GI.'TIIRIFJ. 0. T., Bept. 18.—(8pecial)
United States District Attorney 8. L. Over-
stroet made a trip to Newkirk this week
and while there urged local officials Lo en-
force more strictly the law which pro-
hiblts the sale of liquor ta Indlans, They
promised to excrclse greater vigilance, Mr.
Overstreet threntens, in case the law Is
not enforced over the territory, to secure
an order compelling the Indians to attend
their own schools.

The following sppeared in the Ponea Clty
Courlér of Thursday:

"A recent order from the interior de-
partment orders that all fullblood or mixed

blood Indlans must attend their own
schools, and also that In order to draw
money, the Indians must return to the

reservations. If these orders are ironclad
and are Lo be enforced, it will take a num-
ber of most desirable families from our
city and some of the brightest pupila from
our schools. Among the very finest homes
in the clty., some are owned by the In-
dians and It seems a hardshlp to leave
them.

Negroes to Form an Emigra-
Ctlon Party.

GUTHRIE, 0. T., Sept. 16.—(Special) A
maovement is on foot among negroes of this
city to secure a number of families of
their race and cmigrate to the Philippines.
At the head of the enterprise are Negroes
who Jjoined the Liberian expedition, or-
ganlzed here In Janunry by Rev. Mr, W, C.
Hawes, and who bave returned to Okin-
homa without having had a glimpse of
Africn.  The original colony which left
Guthrie consitied of ninety-four Persons.
The party was strunded In New Jersey,
only efght reaching the destination for
which they headed. Half of this number
died of African fever. Seventeen of the
colonists returned to Guthrie yesterday and
brought the news that thelr brethren In
New Jersey will come as soon ns they ean
miake enougzh money to pay their wak
back. It has been charged by Enstern
newspapers that the colonists were bllked
by tihe Rov. Mr., Hawes, and, while the re-
turned negroes will not diseuss this polnt.
they Inzlst that they will engage in no
moreé Liberlan expeditions.
