Colt Was of Good hut
Gawky and lHomely and Too Menn
to Run—Comes to Life at an
Opportune Time,

An oldtime trainer, who wae trying out

A bunch of yearlings, was chewling wisps
of hey the other ufternoon and thinking
aloud

“One of the things that 1 can’t exuctly
figure out,” eald he, *“ls whether I'm a
ringer-warker or on the level, Thiat prop-
osltlon has been bothering me a heap in
the middlc of nights right along since the
fall of “§i, 1 got in the cenler of & game
then thut has kept me apoloziging to my-
sell ever since. And then, agein, that
plug wasn't a sure enough, proper ringer.
And 1 dido't put him over the plate,
either. My end of it was only to cop vut
a few, and all 1 had to do was to—

ling sale In Kentucky for the man I was
tralning for in 185, Ther:e were some
Fonso bull pups to be auctioned off, and

the boss wanted 2 Fonso or two, You re-
member Fonso, don't you? He's the old
nag, a great one in his times, who got

the blus ribbon only the other duy at the
age of 2 for belng still the tinest
specimen of & thoroughbred in Kentucky.
The. boss wanted a couple of Fonsos,
and 1 went ufter them., 1 got him two
and myself one. The one 1 got was the
worst looking he-scrug that ever wore
hoofs. He was out of a good mare. but
he upset all the calculations of breeding.
He wan the worst seed in looks that ever
I clapped my eyves on, and [I've bean fool-
ing with yearlings for a quarter of a cen-
tury. He was nn angular swayback,
legey. low spirited, thick bheaded and as
fast as n caterpillar. Yet 1 bought him.
1 didn’t expect ever to make anything out
of him, bul 1 was pretty flush then, und I
didn’t want to zee o Fonso pulling a Jdray
if there was a chance in . thousand of
making nnything out of him. That eolt
was a joke. The whole crowd gave him
the hoot when he was led into the auc-

| offered §100 for the skate. 1 didn't
blame ‘em. ot I led the colt out, put
him in & stall and then went back to the
sale. T got two high grade Fonwsos for the
boss, and they won themselves out for
him twenty Uimes over in the next three
years.

I took him out to
look over my bunch, and when he came
to the Fonso colt he laughed.

* *Where did you get that world beater?
be asked me

"7Oh, that's a Fonso colt that I picked
up down the llne ut a sale awhile back,” 1
told him.

“He didn't exactly call me a liar, but
he looked &s If he wanted to. ‘Then I told
him &all sbout the colt. Like most train-
ers, he had the blood and brecding bug
pretty bad under his bonnet, and he tried
to throw it into me that 1 wasn't
the colt a fair shake. Told me a Jot of
stuff that I already knew anbout soma
great race horses that couldn't get out of
their own wWay as }’Eﬂ.ﬂ[llﬁﬁ, and tried to
coavince me that this Fonso thing of
mine was llable to fool me up o whole lot
as a -vear-old.

5100 that 1 get one race out of that sway-
bm‘-k. anybhow, before he's two years old-
er.

“1 dAidn’t take him. I was disgusted
with my 51 worth of Fonso, and [ was

show husiness gave me for him. He took
the muit away with the show, and I forgot
all about that sentimental purchase of
mine for & couple of years.

*“1 hand hardly got the monev down be-
fare 1T heard a blg whoop of laughter from
the stand, and I rushed out to see what
was the matter. Star Boarder wus run-
ning away. There had been w false break,
and the fool plug hezd kept right on golng.
H# had & mouth llke forged steel and the
boy couldn’t do anything with himn, I
stood and damned Fonzo and all his tribe
to the last generation, and T could see my
friend in the paddock shaking kis fist and
grinding his teeth.

JIMMIE CATRON SHOT HIS FIRST
MAN IN SELF-DEFENSE.

After That, Killlng Came ¥Easy and
He Killed Seven of Uncle Sam's
Troopers—The Repuiailon
Came Unsought.

Of all the Western characters who have
achieved prominence by rerson of inti-
mate gequaintance with six-shooters nnd
rifles, and dexterous munipulation thereof,
perhaps the least known to reindora of
newspapers Is Jimmy Catron. This may be
because a combinution of events and o
strange following of clreumstances foreed
upon him the title of “"bad muan." Ceriuin-
ly in his modesty lie would never have
chosen 1, and although ssventern moen,
and [t may be more, huve crossed the
divide full clad and boot =hod In frout of
his gun, and be cnjors the distinetlon of
having battled almost singlehandod agalnst
& troop of eavalry, It was tone of h's
choosing. The hand that stood off Mys-

Jumpers newr Dodge City has lost {ts cun-
uning, for thaut hund was Jimmy Catron s,
and Jimmy Catron s paraiyvzed and being
cared for on his claim in Oklahoma.

It was better thus than to have traveled
and tinished life ns Clay Allison did, who,
with twenty-six men to his credli, rolled
from a wagonlord of lumber in a drunken
stupor and broke his neck while on his way
to kill his twenty-seventh. Alllson weas i
bad man from  cholee. Catron  was
compelled to bear the title. In 1577 Catron
Wis & cowboy in the Ban TLuls vallev in
Colorado, Three years of plains lfe served
to transform a Missouri furmer boy into
the wypleal be-plstoled character. He had
nlzo two meén to his credit, had passed the
point where o man's life is the caunse of
worry; for it i the killing of No. 1 that
causas mental trouble, which ceases with
the pussing of No. & This, nt least, is the
story of all whom the writer has met,

Dispute Over Flapjanclks.

A sudden dispute over nothing more
welghty than the number of flapjncks eaten
by Jim Mountz for his breakfu=: at the
tullbourd of the chuck wagon of the outiit
wis begun one morning south of Alumosa,
and that night Mountz was sieepi;
neath the sage brush of the San Luls, He
ad chosen to deem personal a joking sen-
tence from Jimmy Catron, and Jimmy had
“zZot his first man.” The reason of & was
that tha bullet from Mountz’ six-shooter
drillied a hole through the top of Jimmy's
hat, instead of his forchead, us Mountz
had intended. Jimmy's response was quick
Im-l resulted In a bullet through Mountz's
1eart.

Men who were present say that young
Catron stood in stupefaction und ‘gazod
upon his waork. Although purely a case of
taking life In defense of his own, he was
filled with svch grief that for days he
Epoke to his companlons only in monosyl-
lables, and chose for his tusk dally that
werk which would tuke him farthest from
his fellows,

Killing of Jim Mountz' Brother.

Assured by his companions that he was
In the right, and with the lapse of diayvs,
Catron became more like his former self,
and as they nearcd Alamosa there hap-
pened that which brought him about ther-
oughly. A rider halted ut the outfit's camp
one night with the news that Gieorge
Mountz was only twelve hours behind, and
that it was his intention 1o kil Jimmy
Catron on sight for the denth of his broth-
er. The news created u ripple of excite-
ment In the camp among the older har
ta whom the sight of dead men in s
ment of quick dispute was nnt novel
the proposed vietim It brought a s of
awakening to his five feet four Inch frame
and 15 pounds welght. While he solid noth-
ing, It wus noted at the camp that fresh
cartridges were pliced In his six-shooter
before he rolled up in his blanket that night
and that plunger, lock and ejector of his
rifle received each n touch of oil.

The next day about 11 o'clock a rider
wis seen approaching the party, of which
Catron was a member. A< he drew npear
word was passed that It was  George
Mountz. As though Inviting the contest,
Catron™boraé to the right frém hi= jost in
the rear of the driven herd. Mountz singled
out hig man and bore to the lof: When
within firing distance he rafsed his rifte
A puft of smoke and Catron's horse jum
sjl] ewine, while his rider vecred in his «
die.

olnted toward his opponent, spoke nnd
Mountz pitched forwaed on to his horse'
neck, his gun dropplng to the end of Its
sling strap. Catror worked his lever, and,
throwing another cartrldge Into pesition,
continued forward, keeplng his eve on
Mountz to detect tms;lb{o sirategy. It was
all over with him though., for Catron's
bullet struck him 1]\l.--{ helow the

Catron suys they wers riding along talk-
ing, mainly of the description of the stage
robber, when they hear the command
“Halt!” and simultansously with it came
what almost amounted to & volley from the
carbines of a4 troop of zoldlers deawn up
weross the road, Catren's companion fell
over the pommel of hig =addle, but not be-
fure ha had drawn his six-shooter. Catron
ot with both wof his, and together they
churged the =oldiere, Cutron’s partner fell
from his gaddie before they got half way
through. Catron succeéded in making his
way clear, getting five, while his partner
=0t twao,

Not knowing what to muke of It, Catron
continued on the run, the soldlers firlng at
long range, wounding him in the right
thigh., That night he telegraphed this
heother-in-law, who came to him with a
vrgeon, looked after tha body of the dead
mian, and set on foot an Inquiry as to the
vausge of tie atigek. The result of the In-
auiry discloged the fact that the sergeant-
major, who =aw the two men In the post-
otlice, returned to the fort reporting that
the stage rohber, for whom the $10,000 re-
ward wes olferod, was there. The officer
in commuand omiered a leutenant to make

The Bt. Louls stamps were issued In 1845,
and wers among tha first printed In the
United States. ‘Thelr denominntions were
6, 10 and 20 cents. John M. Wimer was
then the postmaster of St. Louls. These
stampe were |ssued In large quantity, but
nevar got into elrculation generally. After
a few years all of the stamps disappeared.
The explanatlon of their disappearance
was that they were ameng the effects of
the Wimer family and went to the bottom
of the Missisgippl river in an accldent In
which the postinaster's baggage was lost:
or., as Mr. Wimer during the war of the
rebelllon became a government suspect,
anid was arrested and confined, it was
thought possible that the stamps wero
confleented and destroyed by ths govern-
ment

Durlng the thirly years from the close
of the civil war until 185, nothing was
=een or heard of the "bear” stamps. In
the latter year the old court house in St.
l.ouls was belng renovated. “Black Bob,”
the janitor, was at work In the cellar
among old papers and letters when he saw
a stamp that attracted hi= eye because of
the figures of two bears upon it. He
saved one of the stamps nnd showed It to
one of tha other employes. The second
man, having a friend who wns a crank
upon  the =ubiect of stamps, offered to
buy Bob's staump. Tob sold it for 25 cents
and a drink.

The stamp eollector a little later startled
the philatelle world by announcing his dis-
caovery., The sams stamp that was pur-
chnsed for the quarter and & drink some
few months ago was sold to W. A. Castile,
a pnper manufacturer, of New York, for
.40, He has since refused to sell the
prize for o much eater sum.

ITnvestigation of the other papers in the
eourt house eellnr produced other valuahle
stunmps of the same sort.
