A j car ago Mark Twain described the

anti-Je- outbreak which he had witnessed
In the Austrian parliament, and his evi-

dent sjmpithj-- with tho persecuted race
drew- - many grateful letters from Hebrews
In tho United States. Ono American Jew
invited him to "recite from jour antace-pol- nt

of cold view," the reasons why the
Semitic race had been persecuted from al-

most the beginning of history, and in re-

sponse to this invitation he ha3 contrib-
uted to the September Harper an article
of great interest, though we doubt if he
lias fully answered the question.

"Iho Jew," taj3 Mr. Clemens, "Is not a
disturber of the peace of any country. He
Is not a loafer, he is not a sot, ho is not
noisy, he ib not a brawler nor a rioter, lie
is not quarrelsome. In the statistics of
crime his presence Is conspicuously rare
in all countries. With murder and other
crimc3 of violence ho has little to do; he
Is a stranger to the hangman. In the
police court s dally long roll of 'assaults'
and 'drunk and disorderly' his name sel-

dom appears. That the Jewish homo Is a
home In the truest sense Is a fact which
no one will dispute. The family is knitted
together by the strongest affections; Its
members show- - each other every due re-

spect, and reverence for tho ciders Is an
Invlolato Hw of the house. The Jew is not
a burden on the charities of the state or
city; these could cease from their func-
tions without affectirg him. When ho Is
well enough, he works; when lie is Incapac-
itated, his own people take care of him
And not in a roor and stingy waj but
with a fine and large benevolence. His
race Is entitled to be called the most benev-

olent of all the races of men. A Jewish
beggar Is not impossible, perhaps; such a
thing maj-- exist, but there aro few men
that can saj they have seen such a specta-
cle. The Jew has been staged In many
uncomplimentnrj- - forms, but, so far as I
know, no dramatist has done him the in-

justice to stage him as a beggar."
Over against this amy of virtues Mr.

Clemens places some discreditable wajs.
though the Jew has not a monopulj' of
them, ' because he cannot get entirely rid
of vexatious Christian competition." Ho
has a reputation for various forms of
cheating, for practicing oppressive usurj,
for burning himself out to get 'he in-

surance, "for arranging cunning contracts
which leave him an exit but lock the other
man In," and for smart evasions which
"find him safe and comfortable just within
the strict Idler of the'lnw, when court
and jurj' know very well that he has vio
lated the spirit of It." And then Is added
to' these the charge that ho is unpatri-
otic nnd unvilllng to stand as a soUler by
the ilag of the nation In which ho holds
his borne.

But. in the opinion of Mr. Clemens, tho
Jewish virtues far overbalance the Jew-

ish vices, and we must seek elsewhere
than in the Jew's personal character for
the cause of the antipathy which is held
against him. Trom the dajs of Joseph
down to the present time, and in everj-coun- t

rj' t Jew lias been implacably
hated nnd frequently persecuted. It began
centuries before the crucifixion. At some
stages It ma j-- have been due to his re-

ligion, but it is not so now. Here in
America, for example, no one utters dis-

respect for the rabbi or tho sjnagogue.
There is a deeper and profounder cause
than ever religious fanaticism, and Mr.
Clemens thinks he has found It. He tells
his readers that it Is becauso the Jewish
people are everlastingly and everjvvhcre
strangers and foreigners. They take no
pnrt In the affairs of government.

himself to the race generally--, he
sajs: "Suppose jou try a scheme like
this for Instance: In England and Amer-
ica put every Jew on the censusbaok as
a Jew. Get up volunteer regiments com-

posed of Jews solely, and, when the drum
beats, fall In and go to the front, so as
to remove the reproach that jou have
few Masscnas among jou, and that you
feed on a country, but don't light for It.
Nct. in politics, organize jour strength
and band together. You huddle together
iu all countries, but jou huddle to no
sufficient purpose, politically speaking"

Expanding the foreigner Idea, Mr. Clem
ens sajs: "Even tho angels dislike a for
elgner. I am using this word foreigner In
the German sense stranger. Nearly all
of us have an antipathy to a stranger
even of our own nationality. We pile grip
sacks in a vacant scat to keep him from
getting it; nnd a dog goes further, and
does as a savage would challenges him
on the spot. The German dictionary scms
to make no distinction between a stranger
and a forelgrer; in Its view a stranger Is
a foreigner a sound position. I think. You
will alwajs be by waj-- s and habits and
predilections substantially strangers for-

eigners wherever joii are, and that will
probably keep the raco prejudice nlive "

In conclusion, Mr. Clemens delivers this
rate apostrophe tu the Jewish race "If
the statistics are right, the Jeva constitute
but 1 per cent of the human race, it sug-

gests a nebulous dim putt of star dust lost
in the blaze of the Milky Wa. Properly
the Jit-- ought hardly to bo heard of, but
he Is heard of. his alwajs been beard of.
He is as prominent on the planet as any

other people, and his commercial Impor-

tance 13 extravagantly out of proportion to
the smallness of his bulk. His contribution
to the world s hat of g:eat names In litera
ture, science, art, music, linance, medi
clro and abstruse learning are also away
out of proportion to the weakness of liia

numbers. He has made a marvelous light
In this world. In all the ages; and has don
It with his bauds tied behind him. He
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for It. The Egyptian, tho Bab Ionian, and
tho Persian rose, filled tho planet with
sound and splendor, then faded to dream-Stu- ff

and passed away; the Greek nnd the
Roman followed, and made a vast noise,
ahd they aro gone; other peoples have
sprung up and held their torch h'gh for a
time, but it burned out, and they sit in

twilight now, or have vanished The Jew
sa,w them all, beat them all. and Is now

what lie always was, exhibiting no deca-

dence, no Infirmlllcs of age, no weakening
of'jhls parts, no slowing of his energies,
no dulling of his alert and aggressive
mind. Ail things arc mortal but the Jew;
all other forces pass, but he remains. What
Is the secret of his immortality?"

date for tho mlnoiity leadership than
either ot the other men who deslro to oc-

cupy Mr. B illey's shoes. There is no Dem-

ocrat In the house ro familiar as he or so
"handy" with the rule, practice, and pre-

cedents of the house. He Is not Irresist-
ibly genial nor a "mixer." but he knows
tho house better, and is better known by It,
than either of tho other two candidates
who will oppose him. If his opponents en-

joy a larger measure of the confidence ot
his fellows than he, they will possibly be
obliged to pto.o their title to It by more
definite complaint against him than that
of "smoothness," a complaint that may bo
duo to envy and suspicion.

In all probability either De Armond or
Itlchardson will bo tho caucus candidate
of the Democrats for speaker. With cither
tho Democrats will havo a freo silver and
Bryan leader. Under the leadership of De
Atmond, If the personality of the leader is
communicated to the membership of tho
minority, that section of the house may
acquire a gloomy Bourbonism, an ascetic
severity, a silvery, unchanging hardness
that it cannot look to equal under tho
leadership of Bankhead. It development
and change nre not to be prohibited to the
Democratic party, and the party Is to turn
a sharp corner, when it gets around it
P.ichardson will certainly bo well up
among the most alert of the runners.

The
era of trusts and combines is coincident
with tho period of maximum progress in
tills wonderful change. Wo do not by any
means contend that tho coincidence or
combines and maximum progress puts
tnem 1n the relation of causo and effect.
That problem we a-- a willing to leave to
experts In economics. But it stands to
reason, wo think, that if the combines
were us dangerous and destructive as they
uro represented to be, they would havo be-
gun to get in their work of devastation
sorao timo ago.

It Is fortunate, on fthe whole, that we
havo experts who have time for the study
of tho many and great questions connect
ed with the trusts and combines, for all
tho rest of tho people are too busy to at-
tend to anything ot a philosophical char-
acter.

Tho California state board of health, by
unanimous vote, has decided to "consider
the propriety of ttarantinlng against hu-
man beings and domestic animals with tu
berculosis entering the state "

This is the first step in a direction in
which sanitary science strongly tend3 to go.
Tuberculosis is now known to bo a strictly-contagio-

disease, and tho most malignant
ono known to man, if judged cither by the
number of lt3 victims or tho percentage
of deaths to cases. It i3 certain that the
freo occupation of railway cars, hotel
rooms, etc , by persons suffering from this
disease, their attendoce upon churches,
theaters nnd public meetings, and generally
their unrestricted association with the well,
are the chief sources of the spread of a
contagious malady which ltlil3 many times
moro people every year than yellow fever.
smallpox and cholera ever killed in any
jcar.

The obvious remedy- - 13 quarantine, the
segregation of the sick and health board
supervision of their surroundings, and
sooner or later. In one shape or another.
that remedj- - will be applied.

Yet its application will involve much of
cruelty unless great care i3 taken to avoid
that result. And until sanitary precau
tions shall have greatly reduced the vast
army of consumptives the cruelty will fall
upon a multitude. But wajs will perhaps
be found to minimize the hardship. In-

stead of shutting all consumptives out of
California's gentle climate, or denying them
the healing breath of Georgia plno lands,
ways will doubtless be found for allowing
them these benefits while perfectly guard-
ing the community, by segregation of the
consumptives or some other plan, against
the infection they now sc. Iter so disas-
trously. The protection of the public Is
first in Importance, of course. The stamp-
ing out of the disease is a duty. But the
tendcrest care should be taken to indict
as little suffering as possible In the pro-

cess.
