HAMILTON, O, Sept. 22 -- Senator J. B.
Torakcr y delivered an address here
at the Emancipation celebration on the
Duller county fair grounds. Among the
features of his address were his declara-
tions for expansion and, an exhaustive

on trusts. He said. In part:
"'Ve hear It said that the tariff Is the

mother of trusts, and that they are the
cause of nil sorts of evils. Wo do have
trusts, and some of them as bad as f.hey

aro represented, but they aro not the
product of the tarllT, and. If they were,
tho tariff, with Its attendant prosperity,
and trusts, Is better than free trade and
Idleness, ruin, want, hunger, soup houses
and rags.

"That tho tariff Is not responsible for
trusts Is shown by the fact that, while they
havo free trade In England, yet they also
havo more trusts in that country than In
any other. They had their origin there,
and there they have had their most com-

plete development.
"Hut we should distinguish. Not all

combination of capital and business are
trusts, not all of them have Illegitimate
purposes, and not all arc attended with
disadvantageous conscepie nccs. On the
contrary, the great majority of business
combinations .arc legitimate and beneficial.
Ilut whether they are of one kind or an-

other, they aro not partisan In character.
Trusts arc not a Republican Institution,
enjoyed by Republicans alone, nor a Dem-

ocratic Institution, enjoyed by Democrats
alone, but they nro composed of Democrats
and Republicans alike. Men of both par-

ties are engiged in them and Interested In
their promotion and their protection under
tho law. They are simply a feature of our
modern business conditions, with respect
U) which pirty lines cannot be drawn.

"Accordingly, v.e find tnat not only men
of all parties are In common engaged In
crc itlng great combinations of capital, but
that men of all pirtles are alike engaged
In the condemnation of such combinations

''lliesn trusts, while restricting compe-
tition, are- - ye t tho result of that same n,

and tho natural result of natural
conditions. They first started In Tngl mil
because- - we-- were pressing tho miiiufac-turer- s

of that country with our competition
In tho markets of the- - world to such an
extent that they wire compelled to econ-

omise In every way possible to hold thilr
eiwn igalml us In tho .nurts of trade The
s uno eaiii'i' that lul to tho formation of
trusts In England ufterwurd led to them
In America.

"liy (onsollil.itlon of capital, plants and
management, expenses of varhnis kltiels arc
eliminated, and It Is made possible to cont-

inue- the employment of our caplt il and
the- - employment of our labor and tho de-

velopment of our and the multi-
plication of our wealth ISy a resort to
the economlis th it follow consolidation we
are enabled to meet the prices of Engl mil,
(Jcrmaiy ami the oldir countries of Eu-

rope.
"'lhesc consolidations me in loss of posi-

tion and loss of employment to some
Cl issps and some Individuals. So did the
introdut tlon of the sewing machine nnd
other labor-savin- g devices that have been
Invented, but the fact rem ilns that, but
for these consolidations, thousands would
lo"c occupations who are now employed In
producing the surplus manufactures for
which we find markets outside of our own
country. Hut for the advantages wo re

by th"se consolid itions of capital
and Industry, we could not be supplying,
as we are locomotives to the rail-

roads of England, or building bridges In
the Soudan for the British army. In suc-

cessful competition with the bridge build-
ers of Great Britain We could not be
sending our myriads of products to South
Africa, China, Jap in and Australl i We
have come to the place v. here we must sell
abroad or restrict production To sell
abroad we must compete, to compete we
must economize, and to economize we must
lower wages or combine Lorrcr wages we
do not want and will not have, and. there-
fore, wo accept the alternative and com-

bine.
"And now, just when the necessity Is

upon us to find markets for our surplus
product, the way to the best markets ot
all is opened by the annexation of Hawaii
and the w ir with Spiln It is not in Eu-
rope, but in Asia whero we are to find
relle-f- . Tlve or six hundred millions of peo-
ple In China are just now being Introduced
to our civilization In the near future they
whl make heavy demands on the rest of
the world Russia. Trance, Germany and
England are striving for their share of tills
trade nnd we owe it to the shops and
farmers of this country to secure our fair
share also To neglect our opportunities
would be stupid foil v.

' Considerations of this character must
not be overlooked when we consider the
acutitstlon of the Philippines Tlie wisdom
of that aeciuisition will be In due time de-

monstrated, just as In every other case
of innexntlon of territory. It is true these
Ulends are far distant from us. but they
are near by the great markets we must
enter. It is true- - that we paid Spain $2e),-0-

(XO on account of them when vo might
have taken them by force, but that was
only to reimburse her for money actually
expended for the Improvement of harbors
and construction of public buildings and
other Improvements Thlch It would have
been ungenerous, to s ly the least, for us
to have deprived her of in her hour of
helpless humiliation

"It Is true thtt these Islands are In-

habited by a heterogeneous population,
speaking many different languages, and
p0sessslng various degrees of capacity and
possibility for civilized government, and
that all, good and bad, are. aceording to
the terms of tho treaty, to pass under our
jurisdiction; but it Is not true that, by

their mere annexation, they are to be-

come citizens of the United States, par.

i

tlclpating In our government and compet-
ing with our labor.

'On the contrary. It Is expressly- - pro-
vided in the treaty that the civil and
political status of the Inhabit tits shall be
determined by congress, and this provis-
ion of the treaty Is as much the supreme
law of the United States as though it
were set forth In the constitution itself,
for by the constitution it Is e xpressly pro-
vided, not that the constitution alone shall
be the supreme law of the land, but that
the constitution and the laws enicted In
pursu nice of the constitution, ind all
treaties, made or to be made, not only
under the constitution, but under the
authority of the United St ttes, shall be
the- - supreme law of the land

"In other words, a treaty with i forolgn
power is, as to all matters with which it
appropriately deals, an instrument of equal
dignity with the constitution, made so by
the constitution Itself Th" whole- - subject
Is. therefore, intrusted to the American
congress, to be dealt witli as it miy see
fit, and the congress ean be safely trustcel
so to deal with It as fully to protect
American Interests both at home and
abroad. And not only eon congress, the
direct represi ntatlves of the people, he
trusted to do Justice to ourselves, but also
to the Tlllplnos.

"An unhappy war Is now In progress. It
Is costing us many lives nnd manv millions.
but President McKhiley h is announced
that ho h is no purisise in prosecuting 't
except only to restore- - order and prepare
the way for the establishment In due time
of such civil government as the congress
may provide. When congress convenes, nit
can bo heard, and I have no doubt that
wise and Just results will be reached In
tho meantime, so long as the war contin-
ues, there can be but two sides to It, and
only one Is the American "Ide. Where our
fiag and our soldiers are. there must stand
the whole American people.

"When the-- end of tho strife comes, if
not sooner. It will lv made mmifest that
our purposes are altogether ben-llcia- l. We
do not want to oppress anybody or deprive
anybody of who Is capable
of It. On the contrary, to the fullest ex-

tent consistent with the maintenance of
law and order and the- - discharge of our
Internal obligations, and as rapldlv as
possible, the-- Tngalos, the VIcoIIs, the Vlsny-nn- s,
