Afternoon Session,

The afternoon session }uttrda\
cilled to order by Brigndler General G
Cook, chairman pro tem, sharply at 3.5
p. m, and the (irst aumber on the pro-
gramune was an address by Lisutenant Col-
onel C. H. Alden, who s the ranking offi-
cer present ut the meeting and is assist-
ant surgeon general in the United Stutes
army. Colonel Alden has snow white halr
and wears o beard cut formally in the
militury style. The purpose of his address,
which wus read, Dr. Alden sadd “wus shn-
ply to place on record for convenlent ref-
erence the names of volunteer medical offi-
cers who served during the Spanish-Amer-
fcan war of 188" The speaker continued:

“There are properly glven first as a *'roll
of hozor” the names of the medical offi-
cers, United States and volunteer, army
and navy, and of contricct surgeons, who
died from wounds or disease while in the
service of the United States. No doubt
there are others who have died from dis-
ense incurred in the service after they left
the service, whose names would, 1If known,
be properly added to this “roll of honor."”
Of the twenty medicil officers whose
numes appesr on this list, two died from
wounds recelved in action, four of yellow
fever, elght from typhold fever, two of
malarial fever, snd the remalnder from
various causes incident to service.

The outbresk of the war came upon the
country In a state of prafound peace. A
large number of medical officers were nec-
essarily drawn from civil iife for the Vol-
untecr medical staff and the volunteer reg-
fments, and foT contrictl surgeons. U Was
most fortunte that the As=soclatlon of Mil-
iury Surgeons of the United States had
been founded in 1891 and has thus boeen
the means of disseminating medito-military
knowledge among its members, many of
whom entered the service and rendered val-
gable ald. 1t s Impossible to name them,
but I must call your attention to the fact
that among these members who sew serviee
thage wero three presidents, elght viee
presidents, ten other officers, besides many
mmbers of the 4
