AN ELABORATE CELEBRATION

RICH COSTL3IES AXD COSTLY JEW-
ELS AT LAST XIGIIT'S BALL.

Three Days' Keaitlns Will Follow
Governor, JdUrci, Coancllnien,

AnOJtor" and. Secretary ol
Interior Sworn In

Rains Illnder.

MANILA, Nov. C At Bacolot. in the
Island of XesTos, the autonomous govern-
ment or the Filipinos was established to-
day. General Smith, governor of the
Island of Negros, administered the oath of
office to the judge of the supreme court,
who, in turn, swore in the governor, three
Judges, twelve councilmen, the auditor and
the secretary of the interior. The natives
of the entire island attended the ceremony.
The officers from Hollo were also present.
Three days' feasting will follow in celebra-
tion or the new government, and the first
anniversary of the surrender of the Span-
iards to the Kegros revolutionists, ending
with a bail in the government house to-
night. American flags are displayed in the
village. The celebration consisted of horse
racing and other sports, music, religious
functions and an illumination. The ball

ht attracted the wives of the wealthy
planters, and there was as great a display
of rich costumes and costly jewels as
would be seen at a. similar affair in Amer-
ica or Europe.

Elections were held October 2, the num-
ber of votes cast being 3.21S. There were
forty candidates for the various offices.
Meleclo Reverino was elected governor, re-
ceiving 1,303 votes. Senor Gaime received
177 votes. Suffrage was determined by
property qualification and ability to read
and write. -

Colonel Miner welcomed the officials on
behalf or the United States. In the course
of his remarks, he said:

"Xegros leads In the van of civil govern-
ment in the. Philippines. Your honor lies
in adding a new star to freedom's flag."

General Smith said:
"Your future promises as brightly as

Japan's. tv1k to-d- ay Is recognized as
arnonsr the civilized nations of the world."

Senor Severlno. in replying, said that the
best thing Tor the future of Xegros was
the continuance of close relations with the
United States.

General Smith then announced the grant-
ing of freedom to the political prisoners, in
commemoration of 'the event.

General Hughes, In command at Hollo,
tendered a congratulatory speech over the
Eastern'cable" from that place.

General Smith, in an interview, remark-
ed that It was. of the utmost importance
that the Filipinos should be taught to
recognize the sovereignty of the United
States.

"The gravest danger threatening a peace-
ful administration," he added. "Is intrigue
among the insular politicians," and he de-
clared that the United States government
must for years keep control of the Philip-
pines 5n order to prevent such conditions
from existing. The members of the Sixth
infantry, which Is divided Into three garri-
sons throughout the island of Xegros, are
undergoing great hardships.

A recently organized revolutionary move-
ment has been discovered in. North-
ern Xegros --and the leaders have been
forced to withdraw to Panay. A number of
bandits, under the' leadership of Papa Isio.a religious charlatan, have been driven
Into the mountains, but it is expected thatthey will give more trouble. A force of 25)
native soldiers, armed with Springfield
rifles, are helping the Americans and are
found to be valuable as scouts.

Generaltawton's operations have been
temporarily suspended, owing to heavy-rain- s.

The country around Cabanatuan
Is flooded. The river, however, has been
falling rapidly, and probably the country
In that section will soon resume its normal
condition.

THEY HATEAGUINALDO.

Filipinos Who Arrive tn the United
States Say He Is m.

Tyrant.
PHILADELPHIA, Xor. C Two Filipinos

arrived in this city on the bark Calburga.
which reached this port with a cargo of
hemp from llanfia'arter a voyage or 117
days. Their names are Cerferino and Mor-
ris Canon, and both express extreme
hatred for Agninaldo.- - In speaking of the
war in the Philippines. Cerferino said:

"The Filipinos are losing ground, and I
do not think the war will last much longer.
Agulnaldo is a tyrant. He fools his peo-
ple, who are- Ignorant followers, and makes
thm believe that If the Americans get
possession of the islands they will be
treated worse than they were by the
Spaniards. Many or them still think they
ore fighting Spaniards, and do not knowany letter.

"When there are any signs ot weakening
among his troops, Agulnaldo whips them
back Into line by threatening to kill them.
He and his lieutenants have thousands of
Filipinos who would be good and peaceful
citizens If they were not forced to light to
help him get money and power.

THEY CLEANUSED STAMPS.
Hon-- Swindler Defraud the Govern-

ment Out of $5,000 a Day
In Xew York.

NEW YORK. Nov. rank G. Thomp-
son, chief of the Internal revenue bureau
in this city, declared that at least 10 per
cent of the revenue stamps used daily in
the Wall street district, having already
been canceled, are fraudulent. Chief
Thompson has just arrested in Newark,
Caleb L. Crockett and C. J. Lee, on a
charge of restoring canceled revenue
stamps and selling tnem for use a second
time.
it is estimated by Chief Thompson that

the government is defrauded of at least
3,X0 a day by the use ot second-han- d

stamps in the section or the city south of
Fulton street. He says that revenue
stamps worth about J00.W0 are daily re-
quired In the transactions of that dis-
trict, and that 10 per cent of this total Is
represented in restored stamps.

"Crockett," Chief Thompson said, "wasmanager of a large establishment in Xew-ar- k,

and his position was Important and
lucrative. He lias been engaged In wash-
ing stamps for a long time."

Messenger boys, Mr. Thompson said, are
engaged to a large "extent by the stamp
swindlers In carrying on their work. He
told of finding ten J5o bills on a messenger
boy he recently called to his office.

"1 will venture to assert," the chief said,
"that I can go through Xew or Broad
street and take Into custody the first fifty
messenger boys indiscriminately and. by
searching these fifty boys, find at least
twenty-hv- e with washed or restored reve-
nue, stamps. Some houses allow messenger
boys and clerks to affix and cancel stamps,
and, even if the boys receive good stamps,
they often substitute washed stamps and
sell the good ones at a discount.

"Whenever anyone offers stamps for sale
at a greater discount than 1 per cent for
$100 worth, the person offering them and
the stamp themselves should be looked
upon with suspicion. The greatest dis-
count anyone "can "get is 1 per cent on T1C0

worth, which is the most the government
allows."

Chief Thompson said although the de-
nominations of revenue stamps varies from
i cent to fl.000. he has never discovered

any greater than M being discounted. He
said that stamps of the denominations or
Ji, S3. $3 and 510 were most offered, and
that the S10 stamps were uted with great-
est frequency by swindlers.

For tills crime the penalty provided in
the federal statutes is five years In prison
and a line of 1.0W. Chief Thompson, as
an indication of the extent to which the
swindle was being carried on, said he bad
J2j,' in canceled stamps in his safe.

GROWTH OF POSTAL SERVICE.

Receipts Increased f,008,75S Last
Tear and Expenditures In-

creased $3,778,752.

the postofflce department, in his annual re-

port, shows that during ths last year the
number of postofUces In the United States
increased from 72.075 to 74,31; the number
of domestic money orders Issued increased
from 27,798,078, representing $101,113,717, to
2U,o07.S70. representing tH2,453S4. a net in-
crease In number of 1,203,752. and in volume
of $41,3G9,KSC During the year the revenues
ot the postal service increased from 18

to TM.021,3S1. and the expenditures
from 37.S53.407 to S101.632.I60, a net Increase
in the receipts of $4.205.7C and In expend-
itures of $3,775,732. Upon this showing, the
auditor asks for an increase of thirty
clerks as a minimum requirement for theyear 1SC0.

Considerable space Is devoted to the sub-
ject of money orders and a statement is
Kiven which show that dnrinrr th. l:iryear the system was conducted at an actual
loss to me government or approximately
1103,105. which fact, the auditor says, wouldsuggest the exercise or great care in leg-
islating ror the employment of new finan-
cial features in the postal service.

The postal revenues for the year are
shown to have been t33.021.3S4 and the ex-
penditures X101.433.2C9, leaving a deficit of
$t.413,&3. Of this amount, the treasurv has
advanced $6,000,000. the balance unpaid be-
ing $413.S!v. The amount of second classpostage collected from publishers and newsagents was $327.032. and the amount or
setamps. stamped envelopes, newspaper
wrappers and postal cards sold was

Th cost or mail transportation isgiven as $34,233,035. or which amount $1,2.-.1- 3was paid for the transportation or for-eign mail. The auditor renews his recom-
mendation of last year to the effect thatthe life of money orders be limited to threemonths, instead of twelve months, as nowprovided by law.
