ENGLAND LOOKS UP

LATE REPORTS FROM SEAT OF WAR
ENCOURAGING.

RECENT HEAVY BOER LOSSES

IX ONE ENGAGEMENT 1,000 BOERS
HEPORTED KILLED.

—

Believed That am Important Action
South of Ladysmith Heaulted in
Captare of 2,000 Boers—En-
ginand Mobilizing An-
other Army.

LONDON, Nov. $—Evidentlv more de-
talled reports of General White's dolngs at
Ladysmith must be received before the
public will be able to form a clear idea
of what has happened. Reports from vari-
ous sources show that another Important
reéconnolssance or engagement  ocourred
Baturday to the south of Ladysmith, and
& Cape Town newspaper reports that 2,000
Boers were captured there.

The suggestion of 8ir Redvers Buller, In
his dispatch to the war office on Sumlay
that the name of General French had been
given by mistake for that of Colonel
Brocklehuret in advices to bim by plzeon
post from Durban, is now explained by a
dispatch  from  Pietermaritzburg, which
says that General French has left Durban
for Cape Colony, Evidently General Buller
wils aware of this

The Daily Telegruph publishes the fol-
lowing dispatch  from  Pletermaritzburg,
diuted SBaturday evenlng:

“Since their occupution of Colenso, the
Boers have attempted no ndvanee further
south. Esteourt Is now becoming a strong
und growing camp, Major Wolfe Murray
Is In temporary commani.

“The enemy  bombarded Colenso an
Thursday until sunset at the extreme range
of hisg nine-centimeter Krupp guns.

“Confirmation has been obtained of the

report that General Schalkberger Is the
Boer commander at Vryburg. A general
Boer advance 18 not thought probable.

Means have been taken to secure Pleter-
maurltzburg aguingl any possible attack and
also to relleve Ladysmith before the enemy
cun come farther.

“Widespread rumors of both Dutch and
natve origln have been current since yes-
terday, that during a reconnolssance from
Ladysmith northward, toward Mattawan's
Hook and Nicholson's Nek, the British
troope engaged the enemy, It Is sald that
a lyddite battery drove the Bours Into a
valley, where the British cavalry charged
through them. The Boer losses in this en-
Bagement are sauid to have reached 1,000,
the British losses being only about 100,

It 1= a fact that General Joubert drow
in his line to-day and that the Boers now
have only outposts at Colensn, Runners
are bringing in the numes of the Boers
who were Killed and woundeéd outside of
Ladysmith, und their reports have cawsed
much mourning smong the relatives"

LONDON, Nov. 7.—To-night's welcome
dispatches from the front have rent the
vell of gloom enveloping Ladysmith, show-
ing the British garrison not merely stand-
ing on the dogged defensive, but execut-
ing & seriez of brilliant sortles. Accounts
from different sources agree that the la-
canie official descriptlon of Thursday’s en-
gagement us “an effective shelling of the
Boeer laagar” was unduly modest. It ap-
pears that General 8Sir George Stewart
White sent a strong foree of cavalry and
infantry to attack the Boers at Tatham's
farm, about ten miles to the northwest,
near Bester's, and ppparently achieved a
surprise, the Boers being caught on  ihe
open veldt and cut to pleces and thelr
camp captured. Encouraged by this suc-
cels, General White deckded to risk an even
more important engagement on the fol-
lowing duny, which was again justitied by
SUCCess,

Ladysmith had been l=olated and a Boer
force had intercepted the rallway between
Ludy=mith and Colenso. This force on Fri-
duy had descended upon Colenso and, as
shown by the dispatches from Estcourt,
had compelied a Lurrled abundonment of
Colenso and @ retirement of the British
to Esteourt.

General White had asceertnined that the
Boers were attacking Colenso, but he wus
not aware of the Britlsn reurement. He
had determined, therefore, o attieck the
Boers in the rear, thus hoping 1o achieve
the double object of drowing off an attuck
upon the weak gurrison ol Colenso and,
possibly of reopening communteation south-
wasrd,

The Boers had advanced southward un-
tli they had occupled the hillis north of
Tugeln river and dominating Colenso, on
the other slhde of the stream. The hills
slope to a plaln that reaches to the banks
of the Tugela. )

General  White's  divislon caught the
Boers In the rvear, nnd after the hills had
been shelled, 1 Britizh Infantry stormed
the positlon. Meanwhile the Britlsh cav-
ulry swept round the hills and as the re-
trenting enemy descended Into the plains
with British buyonets behind them and the
river In front of them, they were charged
by the eavalry and scem to have perished
ulmost 1o a man. The Eritish then re-
turned to Ladysmith without coming into
touch with the Colenso garrison, which
had retired to Estcourt.

Dr. Foster Makes o Number of Perti-
nent Sugrestions—President Ep-
person Announces His Stand-
ing Committeen for the
Club’s Fiscal Year.

Kansas Clty's advaniages as an cduca-
tlonal center were gbly pressnted n u pa-
per read before the Commercial Club lust
night by Dr. W. D. Foster. It was an able
exposition of the educationul conditlons of
the city and exbaustively summarized the

_thc making of  Kansas Cihty widely
known us o clty of culture and enterprise.

Dr. Foster pointed out that the ol
Kaunsas Clty's schools last year was $921,-
W0, and he declared it money well <pent.

“The public school system of Kunsas City
hus long been the pride of her citizens,”
declared Dr. Foster, "and the obisct of
considerable mention by educators of na-
Honid repute. That this system is almost
perfectly satlsfactory 18 seen in the fact
that Kansas City has a smaller peresitage
of children of school age attending other
schools than other prominent clties of equal
or greater population. Boston bas nearly
twice the school populution, but four times
the outside attendance, St Louis, Clnein-
nutl and Indionapolis maintein the seme
ratio, Kansas City hons as many high
schowl pupils as St Louls and Indlanapolis
combined. While 8t, Louis bhas but four
high schiool puplls to the 1,00, Omana has
c¢lght, Boston ten, and Kansas Clty roars
above them all with an average of elgh-
teen, Uounting Kansas Clty, Kas, there
are 4,00 pupils of lugh school grade here,
whereas there are but 5,00 In Bostan, the
tenter of Amerfcan culture. _

“During the past year ihere were 25,000
children m the hanpsas City schools, and
S3 in the high schools”

Dr. Foster noted the work of the paro-
chinl, Lutheran and excellent  privute
schouls, He puld speclal attention tu the
Scarritt Bible ‘Tralning school, the Kansas
Clty Law =chool, Kansas City School of
e Arts, various bhusiness colleges, Kan-
=us Clty unlversity and the various culture
clubs.  He lauded the work of the chari-
table Institwions such ws the Provident
Assoclation, Helping Hand, Agrlcultural
commission, Visiting Nurke Assoclation,
Old Ladies' Home, Children's Home, Door
ol Hope, Florence Crittenton Home, Jewlsh
charity work, Colored People’s Charlty As-
socintlon.  The fifteen medieal schools of
the city were described and the varlous
hospltals were mentloned, which have 00
beds in the uggregute, taking cdre st
year of 9,568 patients, Dr. Foster estimated
thut the medicnl colleges and hospiinls
are worth over §$1000.00 anunally in a
business way,
