SAMOAN DEAL SATISFACTORY

KAISER GETS CREDIT FOR DRIVING
A GOOD BARGAIN,

Mecting of Cear and Emperor at Pots-
dam Construed as Faverable
1o Germany—Great Precan-
tions Taken for
Czar's Safety.

BERLIN, Nov, 1L.—The long expected
agreement on the Samoan question and the
Visit of the czar to Emperor Willlam ar
Pot=dam were two events which brought
Joy 1o the hearts of the Germans, for they
were both construed as favorable to the
empire and government, and the press did
€verything 1o assure the czar a hearty wel-
come. The correspondent of the Assaciated
Pres=s learns from eye witnesses that the
emperor and empress accorded a most cor-
dial welcome to thelr guests, which was
fully reciprocated.

The press dwelt especlally on the fact
that the czar and Emperor Willlam were
Blways exerting themselves for peace, and
that the presence of the czar at Poisdam
ot the eve of Emperor William's depart-
ure for England, at a moment when Ger-
many bad entered into a friendly under-
standing with Great Eritain regarding co-
luninl pulicy, was tantamount to an addi-
tional gearantee of peace.

Afier the czar's departure, the press in-
dulged In the wildest guesses as to what
the monarchs might have agreed upon, es-
pecially during the ten minutes' quist talk
While alone in the mausoleum of Emperor
Frederick, when the doors were closed and
all others were excluded. The solemn still-
ness was only lit by two tall, altar tapers
in the neighboring chapel. Some papers
Wenl to the length of reporting the exuct
words of the monnrchs during these ten
inutes. The correspondent of the Asso-
cizted Press learns from an excellent
EGUrce lh_nt. after a silent prayer at the
tomb of Emperor Frederick, they as silent-
1y shook hands and Jeft’ the mausolenm:.

here was no compact whatever made. It
should be remembered the emperor has dis-
trusted France since M. Bourgeols, in 188,
scized the opportunity, when Great Britain
was wroth at the Kruger telegram, to fur-
iher France's interest in the direction of
1he jdea of a “revanche.” While no speci-
fled sgreement was entered intg, identity
of opinlon was found to exist regarding
prefent and future policy in China, SBouth
Alfrica, the Balkans, Greece and elsewhere.

The correspondent alsp learns that the
czar and Emperor Willlam informally con-
versed during the course of the day on a
number of matters lkely to occupy Ger-
many and Russia In the near future, in-
cluding the renewal of the commercial
Lresty.

The monarchs separated sure of each
other's pacific and friendly intentions. On
the whole, the correspondent is informed
on good authority, the visit of the ezar
makes for good. He left with the convic-
tion that Germeny and Russia may re-
main good friends, even If Germany is im-
proving her relations with Great Britaln,

OUne subject of the conversation of the
monarchs and the statesmen accompanying
them, the correspondent is credibly in-
forméed, was the phenomenal progress of
the United States as a weltmacht, potent
factor, everywhere on the globe. This sub-
Ject is sald to have caused a lvely discus-
slon, asx the idens on the subject by no
mneans tallied.

From personal observation the corre-
spondent is able to say the ¢gar presents
the appearance of a man in fair health.
Hix motions and speech are rapid and un-
aflected. Of course, precautions for the
ralety of the vigitor were of the most min-
ute anid comprehensive description. The
train conveying the czar traveled only
twelve miles an hour and stopped frequent-
I¥ while a pllot engine ahead was examin-
fng the ground. Detectives shadowed
every step of the czar while at Potsdam,
even when alone with the German emperor
in a dog cart, which the latter drove
through the park of Sun Soucl

The newspapers, with few exceptions,
express lively satisfaction at the Samoa
settlement,. There i= no doubt that Count
Von Buelow has gained tremendously in
Tavor, not only with the emperor, but with
people of most all shades of opinlon. He
receives the whole credit for the agree-
ment. Even the hostlle Kreuz Zeftung ad-
mits he has thereby deserved well of the
country. The price paid for Samoa is not
deemed too high. All the powers, except
u few of the Pan-German variety, express
confidence that the United States, as the
owner of Tutullx island, will prove a peace-
able and accommodating neighbor,

In The joint Bamoa settlement the war
in South Africa has nearly been lost sight
of. The dispitches from there have been
but little commented upon.

The reichstag will meet November 14 and
it 1= probable that the session will be most
lively. There are three very important
measures about which great diversity of
opinion exists. They are the anti-strike
bill, the naval bill and the renewal of the
commeércial treaties. The first is not lke-
1y to pass unless the government AaccepLs
radical changes. The naval bill is more
Hkely to succecd. Regurding the treaties,
everybody, Inluding the government. {s at
sen, all the preparatory work belng still
behind hand. Eesldes these, of especial
interest to America is the meat inspection
bill, which will come up for Its second
reading at an early day, The shape in
which it was left by the committee is not
acceptable to both governments. The cor-
respondent of the Assoclated Press learns
from n rellable American authority here
that, If the bill, as cxpected, pusses with
the clause amounting to a prohibition of
the importation of sausages and canned
meats, the United States will not be sat-
isfied, and will immediately retaliate with
prohibitory measures on German wines.
The result will be & regular tariff war,

The correspondent of the Associated
Press learns that Prince Hohenlohe has
not yet mada peace with the emperor
&bout the publicity given to hls majesty’s
naval projects, and it s strongly probable
he will have to resign, though there is
#till a chance that another truce will be
satched up. It setms certain that Count
'on Buelow will Prince Hohenlohe's
successor. The n_»-m‘x:rnr is decply impress-
ed with the skiliful manner in which Von
Buelow conducted the Bamorn matter and
managed Russin without giving offenss
elther to Great Britaln or the czar, yer
obtaining substantial benefits for Germany.

The Vorwaeris claims that the creation
of a huge naval port of war at Dantzlc is
contemplated, and that a new torpedo sta-
tion near Plenendorf has been planned.
The same paper says thal, as long ago as
1841, the emperor, while at the Kiel naval
academy, formed the plan of making the
German navy adequately offensive. The
government press dally eulogizes the naval
progracmme. The feeling on the subject
was voiced by General Posen, who pro-
posed, as the motto for the colonlal soci-
€Ly, “A first class empire and a first class
navy.” The emperor 18 immensely pleased
at the accumulating evidences of popular
approval of his pet Wlea. The secretary of
the navy, Admiral Tirpitz, explained the
scheme at a special meeting of the Prus-
sian cabinst. He sald that, after some
opposition, he had carried his chject. Any-
way, it 18 reasonably certain that the
bundesrath will pass the bill in time for
the Arst reading to take place in the reich-
stag before Christmas, In spite of this, the
Agrarians, Socialists and purt of the Freis-
sinnige and a majority of the Center party
contince to protest, through thelr organs,
suggesting that the relchstag has become
“a ¢lub of nodding mannikins under the
endless screw of the naval plans.”

The canal bill has been reconstructed for
another introduction into the dist. It now
Invalves n total expenditure of +00.%N.000
marks, instead of 250,000,000 marks, as here
tofore. The new features include w
canals, the Masovian and Herlin-Stettin,
besides a more extensive regulation of the
Oder and Vistula,

During the recent visit of the Dutch
queen the fdea of making the Netherlands
part of the empire, holding a similar posi-
tion to Bavaria, was discussed, and M. De
Beaufort, the Dutch forelga minister, left
a memorandum on the subject with the em-
peror.

While nothing has been accomplithed, it
it within the bounds of possibility that an
agreement might be reached.

The projected customs agreement be-
tween the Netherlands and Germany s
still much discussed. In the press the haope
that it will materialize is generally ex-
pressed.

SCREEN LAW VALID

MAJORITY OPINION OF KANSAS 5U-
PREME COURT UPHOLDS IT.

JUSTICE SMITH  DISSENTS

JUDGE STUART UPHELD BY A UNAN-
AMOLUS DECISION.

Blnl:tr‘ Harry Mason Must Go to
Prison—Knansas Can Not Escape
Paying Dog Tax—Many Other
Important Decisions
Rendered.

TOPEKA, Nov. 11.—(8pecial) By a ma-
jority decision, the supreme court to-day
held the coal screen law  constitutional.
The opinion was written by Justice Smith,
who dissented. Justices Johnston and Dos-
ter held the law valld, In 1897, the legisla-
ture passed a law prohibiting the screening
of coal before it Is welghed. Before that,
conl companies alwnys screened the coal
before they welghed it to compute the
miners’ wages. After the passage of the
law, the coal companies dechded to test
its walidity. Henry Wilson, manager for
the Mount Carmel Coal Company, refused
to comply with the Inw, He was arrested
and fined $%5 and costs in  the district
court of Crawford county. He appealed
the case to the court of apprals, where the
decision of the district court was affirmed.
He then went to the supreme court. After
having the case under advisement slnce
last June, the supreme court to-day affirm-
ed the declsion of the court of appeals.
An appeal will be taken to the United
States supreme court on the constitutional
que=tion as to whether the act Interferes
with the right contract.

The supreme court to-day held that the
law in no wise affects the right of con-
tract nor does It prohibit the employment
of miners at day wages. It does make it
uninwful, however, for operators to screen
coal before welghing it. The court holds
that an adiustment of wages can be made
under the sereen law that will work o ben-
efit to both the operator and the miner. It
i also held that the law helps In the dis-
somination of kKnowledge concerning the
wenlth and materinl resources of the state
and is, therefore, useful. In an opinfon
specially concurring, Justice Johnston says:
“*Nothing in the language of the act ex-
prezsly prohibits or Interferes  with  the
freedom of contract and such a meaning
can only he found !n far-fetched Impllca-
tions or remote Inferences.”

In his dissenting opinfon, Justice Smith
sald:

The demand for such legislation was based upon
the clalm that coal miners were not paid enough for
thelr lsbor: that they were at the mercy of the
eperators, who robbed them of a portion of the
procesds of thelr labor. The oblect was to right
this wrong. No clamor rang in the ears of the law-
makers from oppressed and starving miners demand-
ing a law which would furnish them with statisiies
when they were oI¥isg for bread. Ar against the
respote prolabllity that the act, as interpreted by
the majority, will resuit in any benefit to the miner
iz the certaloty that the public at large will suffer
by its emforcement if the gquantliy or ton rate of
payment prevails,.  The total output of enal fn
Kansas o 1558 was 250,008 tons. [t Is setimated
that one-third is sisck coal, which goes through the
screens.  If the cost of welghing be estimated at
1 cent per ton, then 312,000 was added to the price
of fuel, which the consumer was compelled to psy
fn order that It might be known with mathematica!
certainty how many tona the mines of the stage
had yielded. This tribute Is exacted from the con-
sumers of Kansas coal (o satisly the contention
that the law contrmplates some other obfect than
the regulation of wages In my judgment, the de-
sign of the framérs has been misconsirued and per-
verted. A law thought by them to be eadowed
with streagth and virility, aiming at the correction
of abuses in the fleld of lebor. has Deen disfigured
by its interpretess—its true purpose denjed.
Strained and imagicary ressons were put forward as
gxcuses for its existence and explanstions made of
ts wtility whick are highly fancifel and speculative.
Br a procees of refined construction its origizal {den-
tity bas been effectively destroyed unmtil recogaition
by lts & is now impossibl

The court afirmed the judgment of the

Marion county distriet court in the case
aguinst Harry Muson, convicted on three
counts of falsifying the records of the First
Stute Bank of Marion, The bank went to
the wiil about cighieen months a Ma-
son was arrested, charged with wrecking
It. He was aiso aceused of muking false
reports of/the condition of the bank to the

state bank commissioner, He w onvict-
el on thre¢ counts and senie o two
years in prigson and fined §100. He appealed
the < to the supreme court. Inm its

opinion affirming the judgment of the lower
court to-day, the supreme court held that
the tridd was regular and that the law
making It a crime to send false reports to
the bank commission is valld.

In the mandamus proceedings brought to
compel the commiszioners of ElK county
to appolnt & commissgon to establish a
county high school the court granied the
writ. The law creating the school was de-
clared constitutional,

The Topeka clty court bill was declared
to have been legally passed by the legis-
Iature and to be constitutional. It was
claimed that the law was not pass=ed reg-
ularly. The court held that the bill, hav-
ing been duly enrolied and approved by
the governor, Its wvalidity cannot be Im-
peached except by evidencve of the clearest
nnd most undoubted character.

One of the technicalities which insurance
compiinies adopt to evade the payvment of
losses was destroyved by the supreme court,
which holds that the payment of money
for a policy to an agent of an insurdnce
company s llterally a payment to the
company itself, and holds that the eom-
pany Is immediately lable, there being no
difference ax to the location of the money;
in the hands of the agent or In the treas-
ury of the company In another state.

The court also decided another important
constitutional question. W. Sugg, of
Tola, owned a dog and was arrested for
falling to pay the dog tax, being prosecutad
under the city ordinances. He was not
satistiad and appealed to the district court.
claiming that his dog was personal prop-
erty pnd thereby not subject to o special
tnx. 'The diastrict court held agninst him
and the case was brought to the supreme
court, which affirms the decision of the
lower court, and he must payv the fine and
costs and go to jail in accordance with
the provislens of the local ordinance. This
ends the guarrels which citles have been
having for years over the question of a
dog 1tax. People will have this tax to pay
if they keep dogs.

In the Falloon-Stuart judgeship case the
court held that the senate had no authority
to declare the office of judge vacant. It
held that the only way a judge could he
custed was by n two-thirds vote of boin
houses of the legisiature. and not by a
majority vote of the legisiature, In other
words, a judge must be impeached. The
sennte started out to try a contest. It
wound up by declaring that Stuart was
elected on the faere of the returns, but
claimed he was not entitled to the offlee
becuuse he gave a man o cigar a few days
before election, in violation of the election
law. 1t issusd an order ousting him, but
he held on. The supreme court to-day held

judge from office. The opinion was unani-

mous.

The case of the state against E. M. Otlto.
convicted in Clark county on the charge ol
grand larceny, was reversed. Clark was
charged with stealing cattle. In making
up the jury. George Dugan, who was called
as o juror, eaid that he had an opinion that
Otto stole the cattle. He wus challenged
by the defense, but the court overruled the
challenge and permitted Dugan to sit on
the jury and try the case. The supreme
court held to-day that this was error, and
remanded the case for retrial.

William Powell, of Emporia, will be com-
relled to serve the sentence npassged upon
him for stealing chickens. He attempted
to escape the severe penalty on technicall-
tiez, having been convicted of the burglary
in breaking into the chicken house and of
the larceny of the chickens. Powell clalmed
that he did not commit burgiary: that is,
he did not break locks or windows or doors
to get into the chicken house. He moved a
post which was leaning against the door as
a prop, an act which the supreme court
holds is. in ftself, sufficient to be regarded
as burglary in the legal and accepted sense
of the word. Powell has made a hard legai
fight in this case, but now loses complete-
l¥, and will go to the penitentiary. The
chickens involved were nlne hens and one

rooster.

It I8 regarded as a hazardous undertak-
Ing for an American manager to tour En-
gland with an American play that has no
veputation preceding it abroad, but there
was an actor in Kansas City a few wecks
ago who made such a venture,
cleared something like $5,000 in one short
season.

Mr. Deming will be remembered as the
character who played “Algy," succeeding
Wiil West in the part.

‘He had no experience as a manager prior
to hiz visit to England, and he was warned
by many experienced mansgers to bewars
of her majesty’'s isle. He pald no attention
to the warnlugs of his friends and they
were dumfounded when they learned that
he intended to produce before the British
public the ‘blood and thunder” melodrama
called "The Tornado,” written by Lincoln

. Carter,

The play was produced before many
American audiences before it was given a
place in the background by it= guthor, and
the theatergoing public is familinr with
the pyrotechnical effects in lts scenie pro-
duction that gave the plece a reasoneble
degree of success before the medium class
audlences In this country,

Mr., Deming made his first kit in *The
Tornado™ and after the plece had run its
course in this country he concelved the
idea of producing it before English audi-
ences.

““The Britons have never had an oppor-
tunity to see one of our ‘Blood and thun-
der’ melodramas,” argued Mr.  Deming.
“They will see a novelty In “The Tormado’
and if the show lt=elf does not make & hit
1 can frighten my audiences with reallstic
lightning and thunder storms so that they
will be compelled to applaud.™

The young actor's prediction was correct
and “The Tornado” was & great Success
throughout the island.

Mr. Deming has a fund of good stories
about English theaters that is unlimited.

“The English people are a show in them-
selves,” sald Mr. Deming. “They are ab-
solutely devold of all sense of humor as it
is regarded in this country and it requires
a careful study of the Britlsh audience to
produce anvthing that is successful ™

“They thosught that I was the most pe-
cullur American that had ever entered the
queen’s domain. *“Why, we cawn't nnder-
stand you at all, Mr. Deeming.” they would
say. “Why don’t you say “I reckon™ and
*I calculate” like the other Americans that
we have met™

“It requirsd many explanations to prove
that all Americans did not =ay ‘reckon’ and
‘calculate.”

“The Englishman's sense of humor ean
be put in a thimble,™ =aid Mr. Deming. “On
one occasion ! was talking to a sceale ar-
tist that I had emploved to paint a1 scene
showing the temple in Chicago.

“¥You are soon golng to meet with a horri-
ble accident,” 1 replied.

There I3 no comparison
between the stage over here with that of
England."
