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RELIEF IS AT HAND

BRITISH AROUT READY TO ATTACK
BOERS SOUTH OF LADYSMITH.

NIGHT AND DAY BOMBARDMENT

HOERS MAKING LAST DESPERATE
EFFORT TO CAPTLURE CITY.

British Reinforcements That Have
Heached South Africa Now Num-
ber Z0,500—It Is Contidently
Believed Ladysmith
Can Hold Out.

LONDOX, Nov. 18.—Special Adispatches
from Pietermariizbiurg and Lourenzo Mar-
ques thut Ladssmith §s bombarded
night snd day and hard pressed. On No-
vember b, huving during the night placed
men close to the town, the Boers, after
a bheavy bombardment, began an assault,
but were repulved at every point with
heavy losses. “he Boers have destroyed
one of the bridges over the Tugela river.

the arrival at Cape Town to-day of the!

1roop ship Arcanz, with a battallon of the
ArgyIl and Sutherland Highlanders (the
Princess Louise’s regiment), bringing the
reinforeements up to 2,5, of which 7.2%
have alrendy disembarked at Durban, with
eighteen fleld guns, a number of machine
Euns, engineers and hospital troops, as
well as WO mules. This force, with that
already between Estcourt and Durban, is
considered sufficient to enable General
Hildyard to advance and to take the ag-
gressive against the Boers south of Lady-
smith,

According to the latest advices, Lady-
emith s holding out satlsfactorily, every-
thing having been well up to Wednesday.

In view of the Boer déstruction of
bridges, the war office has Issued orders
for the shipment of a guantity of bridge
work belween this und the end of the
year.

The following censored dispatch from
Pretoria gives deialls of the engagement
referred to in the Associated Press dispatch
from Pretoria of Wednesday, November 15:

“The Free Staters had taken up a position
on n small hill when an English battery
advanced and anacked them, sending a
flery hafl of shells on the hill for an hour
when the Transvaal cannon put out some
shells right in the midst of the battery,
sending the English to cover behind the
hill. Two burghers were killed and six
were wounded.

“When the British fell back on Lady-
smith, several sheils exploded among them,

* but the axecution done could not be seen.

“At midnight sll the Afrikander caonon
on the-hills surrounding the town opened
tire simultanecusly on Ladysmith, turn-
ing the quiet and darkness of night Into a
Jurid inferno of whistling, shricking shells,
speeding from all points of the compass
10 the doomed city. Several bulldings on
fire were seen from Bulwan hill. During
the duy the troops left the city deserted
and sought shelter on the edge of the hill,
1o escape our death dealing shells.™

When definite news from Ladysmith is
available it will doubtless be found that
the garrison has been having o lvely time.
Nevertheless, not much credence shouid be
paid 1o the stories of trainloads of Boer
wounded taken toward-Fretoria as the re-
eult of & crushing defeat sustained st the
hands of the Brifish. Experience has
ehown that those *“Kaffirgrams.” even
though emannting from missionaries, are
not trustworthy. However, there seems no
doubl that there have been some sharp
affairs. Heavy rifle firing, followed by an
explosion, was heard in the direction of
Ladysmith before daylight, Thursday, In-
digating a night surprise and possibly the
€xploston of a magazine,

DURBAN, Nov. 17.—8Bunday evening a
gontleman whoe was arrested at Johannes,
and tuken to Pretorla, has arrived here
vin Delagoa bay. While at Pretoria he was
confined ¢n the race course with the mil-
itary prisoners, comprising ffry-two offi-
cers and 125 non-commissioned offfeers
and men from Natal, ten officers and twen-
1y-five nop~commissionad officers and men
Irom Mafeking, and four men from Fort
Tull.

FRANKFORT, KY., Nov. 1.—The prop-
osition to-day from Goebel's lawvers to
throw out the entire vote of Jefferson
county, which includes Loulsville, was not
wholly unlooked for by the Republicans
here. Tt Is now sald Senator Deboe’s visit
here last night was for the purpose of as-
certaining definitely to what extent Gov-
ernor Bradley would support Taylor in the
event that Goebel is given the certificate
of election, based on this proceeding. Sen-
ator Deboe and Governor Bradley are not
on speaking terms, and a third party com-
municated with both of them. Deboe says
he is satisfied Bradley will stand by Tay-
lor and wiii vigorously resist Goebel. Sen-
ator Lindsay will be asked to act as one of
the attorneys for the anti-Goebel men be-
fora the state election commission.

The Republicans have found a precedent
established by the state election commis-
sion last year In which the board, by a
unanimous vete, decided it was merely a
canvassing board and had no power to
pass on contests. This was the cuse of
Mordecal Wliiliams, Democrat, who tiled a
contest for the certificate of election as
congressman in the Ninth district, on the
ground that fraudulent votes had been
cast for Congressman Pugh in  =everal
countles. The board deelined to hear the
contest on the ground of lack of jurisdie-
tion and awarded the certitficate of elec-
ticn to Pugh on the face of the returns,

Taylor's lawyers now claim that. under
this declsion, the wvote of Johnson and
Knox countfes, at least, must be counted
as certified. They have not given an opin-
fon as to the bearing of this ruling on
the Jefferson county case.

f Jefferson county is thrown out, the
political complexion of the legislature will
be affected. as one senator and seven rep-
resentatives will have to be clected under
a special electlon to be called by the
governor.

IT HAS BEEN A FIZZLE.

Leonid Show Not Tp to llvnlnec No-
tices—Return Engagement
Ponsible,

NEW HAVEN, CONN., Nov. 17.—The
Yale astronomers this afternoon declded to
Elve up further observations on the shower
of Leonids. Dr. ¥. L. Chase, of the ob-
servatory, sald:

“We have made several pietures during
our observation of the meteors, but are
not sure that we have been able to pho-
tograph any meteors whatever. We think
that the shower must be over, and we
shall lake no more observations at pres-
ent.  We have observed a large number
of #poradic metegrs, but have apparently
caught no gllmpse of the Leonids.™

WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.— “The shower
of Leonids will not occur this season. The
brilliant spectacle has been announced one
Yeur teo soon'

This announcement has just been made
by Dr. L. J. See, one of the most advanced
astronomers In the government's service.
[Dir. See has charge of the twenty-six inch
;'i}lLil!OrlBl telescope at the naval observa-
ary.

He stated with great positiveness that
the meteoric display, which has been &
mere sputter thls year, would be repeated
at about this date in November next year,
with a brilliancy quite equal, If not su-
perior, o anyv of the tri-century displays
with which the modern world has been
startled.

“Astronomical calculations have not
erred us to the perlodicity of the Leonids,”
sald Dr. See, “but the generally accepted
conclusion as to the time it takes the
Leonlids to pass the earth's orbit has been
wrong. After the most careful observa-
tions, made with the best instruments in
the service of the government and after
the most unerring calculations, in strict
conformity to astronomical luws, I am
thoroughly convinced that the period of
passage is two years instead of one year,
as heretofors belleved.

““The Leonids have been within the earth’s
orbit for & year now, and will remain with
us for another twelve months. The meteor-
fc shower has not been as heavy this time
iy there was good scientific reason for be-
lieving it would be. That is use we
hc\-l'i: not yet struck the thick part of the
trall.

"By my calculations, this collision will
occur in the middle of November,
Then the resultant display of burning
meteors will be as brilliant as the one ob-
served by Humboldt in Venezuela, in 1790.”

NEW YORK, Nov. 1IT.—A dispatch to the
Herald from Paris quotes M. Camille
Flammarion as follows:

“As 1 had caleulated, the shower of
shooting stars was not very azbundant
The meteors hnd become dispersed along
the whole length of their trajectory.

“Instead of the hundreds of thousands
observed In 179 and in 1833, it has not been
possible to register even 1,000."

KANSAS BANK ROBBED.

Two Thieves Bind Cashier, Hlow
Open the Safe and Seecure Eigh-
teen Handred Dollars.
PARKER, KAS, Nov. 17.—(Special)
About 2 o'clock this morning two men en-
tered the Parker State bank by skeleton
keys and found Cashier Slaughter aslesp
on a bed in the bank. Reaching his side
without awakening him one of the men
covered him with a revolver while the oth-
cr blindfolded him. They then took the
cashler to the safe and told him to open
it. This he could not do because it was a
time lock and could not be opened until 7
oclock in the mornipg. Finding the cash-
ier's statement true the robbers took
Slaughter into an adjolning room, bound
and gagged him gnd returned to the safe.
This they blew dp with dynamite and se-

REVIEW OF TRADE

HEAVY VOLUME OF BUSINESS AT
STRONG PRICES,

SLIGHT CHECK IN IRCN BOOM

MILLS ARE BEGINNING TO CATCH UP
WITH ORDERS,

Demand Nearly as Strong as Ever in
West—Minor Metals Somewhat
Lower—Cotton Goods Com-
tinue to Advance, With
Strong Demand,

NEW YORK, Nov. I7.—Bradstreet's to-
morrow will say:

“General trade and Industry continues
at a maximum volume for this season of
the year, while prices, as a whole, mani-
fest u strength unapproached in recent
years, Strength of valoes Is still most
notable among manufactured textiles, but
cereals, hides, leather and manufactures
thereof have also strengthened slightly.
On the other hand, pork products, raw
colton and tin are slightly lower. The
great majority of prices, however, remain
firm at unchanged gquotations. The strength
of cotton goods this week, partly the re-
sult of active demand, and also of heavlly
reduced available stocks has been In strik-
ing contrast with the irregularity and at
times weakness manifested by the raw
product. A flock of low crop estimates have
made thelr appearance and have been ac-
companled by heavy realizing and some In-
crease In movement. An active consump-
tive demand for wool Is reported at lead-
Ing markets accompanled by a falr expart
demand and a further reduction In stocks.

“Cereals do not manifest any striking
change this week, but the resisting power
of the market is apparently greater, more
moderate receipts of wheat at the West,
including some covering, and corn is sym-
pathetically stronger. Apother feature
naturally attracting attention at this time
of year is the active demand for, but gen-
erally reported small, stocks of coal avall-
able, both East and West. Lumber dis-
plays continued strength, and advances
are of an expected very heavy cut this
winter, both in the Northwest and at the
South. Some shading in provision prices
is nmoted, largely as a result of heavy re-
ceipts of hogs. Sugar is in rather slow
demand, notwithstanding relterated reports
of the settiement of the war among re-
fineriesa.

“The market for iron and steel Is rathar
quieting at the East, but a heavy demand
both for pig iron and =teel Is reported at
Chicago. While export business has been re-
ported checked, it is Interesting to record
a very heavy order for steel rods for ex-
port placed this week. Reporis are also
that a large foreign contract for ralls has
been secured. Some shading In prices of
plates and steel blllets is reported, but
Bessemer plg iron Is higher. In other
metals, a feature has been a decline in
tin, both at home and abroad (partly re-
covered later, however.) while copper re-
milns unchanged. In hardware, a further
decline in builders’ grades is reported, but
already some orders for next spring’s de-
livery are belng placed

R G. Dun & Co.'s weekly review of
trade will say to-morrow:

“The signs of shrinking in the new de-
mand for iron and steel products becomes
more clear, and, while prices of pig are
maintained without change, and billets are
quoted lower only because premiums for
early deliveries are no longer paid, plates
are quoted lower at the east while some
small mills selling at 25 cents at Pittsburg,
and sheets are sold by some works there
at $3.00 less than the regular price.
Strength of bars at the West s largely due
to the great demand for cars, of which it
is sald 1,000 per day are ordered, but at
the East prices are a shade lower. A new
demand does not mezke up for the rapld
completion of old orders In some lines, so
that competition of works weakens prices.
in minor metals the collapse of London
speculation depressed tin to 26 cents on
Wednesday here, but subsequently an ad-
vance of §90 per ton in the forcign markets
brought the New York price up to 25 cents.
A sale of copper by the Calumet und Hecla,
sald to be of 20,000,000 pounds, lowered the
price to 17 cents. Spelter is weak at 4.6,
with lead and tin pintes unchanged.

“Shipments of boots and shoes fall off,
and yet are larger than in any previous
year, for the first two weeks of November
182,281 cases, agulnst 163,758 In 1897, and 146~
972 In 1894, and less in all other years. Ad-
vances asked, especially since the recent
risa in leather, have prevented much buy-
ing, though many works still have business
ahead for some time.

“Textile manufacturers are dolng well,
although in woolens the speculation in ma-
terial threatens to cause some embarrass-
ment. Sales of wool were again heavy,
#1 542,311 pounds at the three chief markets,
making in two weeks 41,823,811 pounds,
against 17,437,100 pounds last year, Wien
the mills were well employed. Clearly a
large share of transactions has been
for speculation, but the mills have been
buying also, especially those recently start-
ed after long idleness. Prices are a shade
stronger for fine washed Eastern fleece,
and for fine and medium delaine, so that
the entire list averages about an eighth of
2 cent higher. Worsted goods are in good
demitnd and have been advanced in price
with some flannels. Carpets also have been
active, with prices advanced 5 per cent for
the season. Cotton goods continue to ad-
vance with a strong demand and with the
pelief in a short crop, so that some have
been for the time entirely withdrawn from
the market by the mills, while bleached
weare advanced to the highest quotation for
tq?éof\?l?:fing estimates still make the cot-
ton market excited, but after falling s
of a cent, the price has recovered a aix-
teenth. The Increased sales by planters
and shipments from plantations appear to
have had rather more influence than short
crop estimates, though from high authorl-

ties.

“Wheat decHned a fraction, but fully
recovered, although Atlantie exports were
only 2487551 bushels, flour included,
agdinst 3,965,768 bushels for the same week
last vear, and Pacific exports 720,793 bush-
els, against 1,585,042 bushels last year. The
course of the markel i= the more note-
worthy because Western receipts are much
reduced, belng only 5,897,557 bushels, against
10,237,311 bushels last year.

“Corn declined a fraction, with heavier
exports than last year and smaller recelpts.

“pailures for the week were 219 in the
United Siates, against 223 last year, and
twenty in Canada, ngainst twenty-six last
year.’

WAR TAX ON INSURANCE.

Commissioner Wilson Rules That Pol-
fcies in Mutual Life Companies
Are Not Exempt.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.—Commissioner
Wilson, of the internal revenue bureau,
bas rendered an Important decision In
which he holds In effect that the policies of
life insurance companies which are exempt
from taxation under the war revenue act
are only such as are issued by fraternal
socleties or orders: beneficlary societies or
orders, farmers' purely local co-operative
companies or associations and employes’
relief associations operated on the lodge
system or local co-operative plan, and that
the exemption does not apply to the poli-
cles of life insurance fzsped by mutual -
surance companies per se, although they
may have features of mutuality. A fur-
ther restriction Imposed by the law on the
exempted companies {2 that they shall pot
be “conducted for profit.’”

o co ner says in part:

“I am of the opinion that it was the in-
tentlon of congress te exempt from taxa-
tion policles of life Insurance issued by
fraternal socletles or orders, and benefici-
ary socletles or orders which are operatad
?u plans similar to the lodge or rituallstic
UrT.

“It surely cannot be sald that a mutual
life insurance company is a fraternal so-
clety or order: mor can it be sald that a
mutual life insurance company fu a bene-
ficlary society or order, although fraternal
and beneflclary socletles may be mutual.

“This office holds that all Insurance com-
Panles that are dolng business on the old
ine or fixed premium plan, where policies
are Issued for a given, definite, fixed or
stated premium, payable or capable of be-
ing estimated in advance, insofar as de-
lem!ninilhe question of taxation on thelr
policies concerned. are organized and
conducted for profit, whether the premlum
is paid by assessment or not.”

MAY APPOINT POPULISTS.

Governor Stanley Has Namimng of a
Common Pleas Judge and
Two Clerks.

TOPEKA, Nov. 1IT.—(Special.) Under the
law creeting the common pleas district
court for Cherokee and Crawford counties
Governor Stanley has the appointment of &
judge and two clerks for the short term,
which expires on the first Monday of Jan-
uary.

W. J. Gregg, of Crawford county, the de-
feated Republican nominee for judge, can
have the position of judge for the short
term if he wants it. Some of his friemdls
hava asked the governor to appoint him,
but Gregg has never made appllcation for
it and the governor Is informed that Gregg
says he doesn’'t want to give up his law
amct!m to take the short term.
