RIEGER IS GUILTY.

SENTENCED TO SIX YEARS IN THE
STATE PENITENTIARY.

CASHIER COVINGTON FREE

JURY RETURNED A VERDICT YES-

TERDAY AFTERNOON.

Mr. Rieger Took His Conviction and
Sentence Calmly—{sual Motlion
for & New Trial Made and
Overruled—Case Will
Be Carried Up.

Banker David V. Rieger was found guilty
by a jury in the federal court yesterday
on the charge of embezziement and sen-
tenced to six years in the Missourl state
penitentiary, Cashier R. D. Covington was
found not gulity on every count.

The usual motion for & new trial was
made by Mr, Rleger's attorneys and over-
ruled. The case will be appealed.

There were eighteen counts mentioned In
the Indictment and President Ricger was
found guilty on the first. This count con-
cérned what is known as the Townley
trunsaction, covering two notes nggregat-
ing 124800, glven by Benjamin W. Townley
and secured principally by stock In the
Hale Harness and Fire Supply Company.
These notes originated with two of the
Rleger brothers and wers transferred to
Benjamin W. Townley on December 8, 1854,
He was simply an employe of the Hale
Hurness and Fire Supply Company.

This s the latest chapter in the eventful
history of the Missouri National bank,
wwhich was organized January 2, 15851, closed
and reopened in July, 1883, and finally failed
November 3), 18%i. The trial and convie-
tion of its president is due primarily to tha
investigations of Expert Bank Examiner
Edward P. Moxey and is another adlition
to the long list of convictions dus to his
examinations and expert testimony. Mr.
AMoxey will leave at once for New Orleans
and will there examine inte the condition
of banks in the Crescent city.

When Marshal Durham conducted the
twelve Jurors from the Victoria hotel yes-
terday morning to the jury room In the
federal bullding a large crowd had already
gathered in the courtroom. One of the first
arrivals was D. V. Rieger and he was fol-

The
jurors were then sent back to the jury
room and it was 2 o'clock before they ar-
rived at a verdict.

When they were seated the
written verdlst, finding Rieger gullty and
Covington Innocent, was read by the clerk
of the court. The jury was then dis-
missed until to-morrow morning.

The counsel for the defense made a
motion for a new trial and arrest
of judgment, both of which were over-
ruled by the court.

About fifty people had remained in the
courtroom to hear the sentence. Judge
Adams first issued an order freeing Cov-
Ington. At 4:5 o'clock Rleger was called
before the court to recelve his sentence.

MEN TO THE TRANSVAAL,

Two Distingulahed Clergymen of To-
ronto Discuss the Sentiment He-
garding the War Among
Thelr People,

Two distinguished Canadian clergymen.
en route from Toronto to Southerm Call-
fornia, will spend Sunday In Kansas City.
They are Rev. Mr. A. 8. Madlil and Rev.
Ar. D. A Madlll. The first named Is rect-
or of Calendon East and the Intter of Belton
and Tottenham, In the vicinity of Toronto.
Rev. Mr. D. A, Madill in discussing the
war in the Transvaal sald:

“Canada is loyval to the crown and has
already sent 1,090 men to ald the mother
country and expressed a willingness to
send more if they ore needed. Victory
will surely be with the British, although
they have suffered some reverses, When
Buller and the main forces reach tha
Transvaul there will speedily be a change.
I think, however, there will be a great deal
of hiard fighting before the war Is over as
the Boers are noted for thelr warllke gual-
ftles, Then, thelr army is an army of
volunteers, and they are always the best
fighters,

“Ihis was demonstrated recently In your
country. If the sympathles of the Ameri-
can peopls are with the Boers it |s from a
mistaken view of the matter. As a mat-
ter of fact. the Britlsh residents of tha
Transvaal are very much oppressed. The%y
are required to pay ten times the tax that
the Boers pay, and besides having no voiea
In the government of the country, they are
deprived of a grent many other privileges,
It is the alm of the South African repub-
lics to drive the Britlsh gut and form a
Dutch federation, but they will not suc-
ceed [n this™
