PATERSON, N. J., Nov. %5.—With the
impressive religious services of the Pres-
byterian church and with the dignity due
to his high office, all that is mortal of
Vice President Garret A. Hobart was com-
mitted to the earth this afternoon. The
president, Secretary of States John Hay,
Chief Justice Fuller, Former Vice Presi-
dent Lavi P, Morton, Former Secretary of
War Alger, Becretary of the Interjor Hitch-
cock, the supreme court judges, mem-
bers of the scnate, members of COngress
and the vice president’s personal friends
filled the beautiful Church of the Re-
deemer and, with molstened eyes and bow-
ed heads, testifled silently and eloquently
to his worth as a statesmen, friend and
neighbor.

Through the west window from .the cen-
ter of the stalned glass
pierced a shaft of crimson that shed its light
around the catafalque and bathed the ur-|
chids, narcissus blossoms and white roses,
in bright tims. The eye of the clergyman
traveled along the shaft of light to the
tross us he repeated the words: “The Lord
Eave, and the Lord hath taken away; |
blessed be the name of the Lord.” |

IS ALL BUT ENDED

LITTLE LEFT OF THE INSURREC-
TION IN THE FHILIPPINES,

BRAINS OF “REPUBLIC” TAKEN

SECRETARY OF STATE BUENCAMINO
LOCHED UP AT MANILA,

Aguinaldo's Mother and Son Are Pris-
oners Also—Three Proviacial
Governors Come to Manila
to Ask for Positions Un-
der American Regime.

———

MANILA, Nov. %.—The news which tho
Steamship Brutus brings from Dagupan
dispels all doubts that the so-called Fili-
pino republic is crumbiing llke & house of
cards. Aguinaldo is deserted or being
abandoned by the politiclans, and the army
which a fortnight sgo was intrenched at
Tarine and exerclsed a de facto govern-
mént over mine-tenths of the people of
Luzon, Is fugitive in the mountains, with
small hope of re-establishing the machine,
The army is seattered in the hills on both
sides of the railroad. and widely separated
detachments are within the cordon which
Generals Lawion and Wheaton have cé-
mented,

The ruling spirit of the cabinet, Senor
Bu¢ncamino, the secretsry of stats, is a
prisoner in Maniin—a white elephant on
the hands of the authorities—and the small
fry ate tumbling over one another to get
to Manila. Three provincial governments
have arrlved In Manila to request General
| Otis 1o install them in their old ofiices
| under the new regime, Dr. Luna, a broth-
€r of General Luna and a prominent In-
surrectionist, has arrived here, and his
friends and many others are appiving to
General Otls for permission to enjoy the
luxuries of Manila sfter months of sepa-
ration from clvilization.

DRIVEN TO MOUNTAINS.

Insurgents in Isiand of Panay De-
feated by Forces Operating
From Iloilo.

MANILA, Nov. 5. 10:2 p. m.—The move-
ment agalnst the insurgents in the islang
of Panay has resulted in driving them to
the mountalns, twenty miles inward. The
troops engaged were two battallons of the
Nineteenth regiment, a batialion of Tw: n-
ty-sixth regiment. the Elghteenth regl-
ment, Gordon's mounted scouts, and Bridg-

min's batters of the Sixth artillery,

The Americans In all, lost five men killed
and had thirty-elght wounded.

Genersl Hughes, Colonel Carpenter and
Colonel Edmund Rice, commanded during
the various fighte. Thirty-two insurgents
wera killed in the engagements and the
natives report that nineteen cartloads of
wounded were taken away.

Among the Americans killed was a llen-
tenunt of the Eighteenth regiment and a
sergeant of artlllery,

Tweive obsoléte cannon were captured.

Santa Barbara and Maasin arsenal were
deserted before ihe Americans arrived
The insurgents, seelng it was impossible to
resist the movement, retired with most of
their stores.
