ROBERTS’ APPEAL

ISSUES AN ADDRESS T0 THE AMER-
ICAN PEOPLE,

SAYS HE IS BEING ABUSED

DENOUNCES HIS OPPONENTS IN CON-
GHESS AS “COWARDLY.™”

Disputes Right of Congreas to Keep
Him Out, and Declares He I n
Vioetim of Public Clamor
Against Mor-
monism.

WASHINGTON, Deec. 7.—Brigham H.
Roberts, of Utah, who was not allowed to
be sworn in as a representative in con-
gress of thut state, has issued an address
to the American people. It contalns much
that was sald by Mr. Roberts on the floor
of the house and by Mr. Hichardson, who
vpposed the resolution of Mr. Tayler, of
OUhlo, After reviewing the facts and pro-
ceadings resulting in the appointment of
the commitiee, he says:

The member from Utsh is not allowed to take the
oath of his office. and a commitiee is appointed to
tey him =8 to his alleged guollt of the offenzes
charged. Nay, even more Is granted than was asked,
&t leust more than was arked upon the floor of this
beuss, for a hostile _cramities has been Sppolnted to
Inquire Into the cass. Ity membership in mades up
entirely of thoss who voted (o adopt the method of
procedure. Not gie who voted against It was al-
Jlowed to find & place wpon that committes; and if
the creation of suck a tribunal for such a purpose Le
silowed, there is po reason why the commitiee sboold
tot be made up of members of one political faith—
for the majority may do as §t plesses abhout that

I sk the American peoplt to stop and think what
that may mesn to this country in times of high po-
litienl excitement and party sirife and passion:

First—A formidable minoarity in the bouse may be
reduced «ither to & wvery insiguificant minority, or
even blotted oul of existence.

Second—The representation to which a state Ik cn-
titled on the ficar of the house may be denled to ft—
ar in this Utah cese—ior any length of tme this
cuttimiittes may elect to deny It such representstion.
Huppose that, in this case, the cotmmities w 1 #oe
proper to procesd with roasonsble expedition to con-
wider the gquestions Invelved, bnot what i= thers to
Linder delaving Its action under une pretext or an-
viher as Jong as It pleases? 1t may take a woek, o
nanth or a year to make I8 lovestigations, for it is
suthorized to send for and perspns, (0 exam-
Ine witnesses, and s not even Instructed to repori st
as early & date as posaibie. It can prolong its inves-

* tigations for two mouths &8s well ax & month, or a
yrar. If it = sleris, and meantime deny o & stzie

Tepreseniation, and may defeat altogether the cx-
presied will of & peopls of 3 state as to thelr choice
ol & representative.

1t the prisent Hepubllcan bouse ean thus deprive
Viah of her representation, there is oo reason why It
could not deny Vieginia hers, even though she has
ten representatives, for ten representatives as eastly
ax one ran be turned away from the bar of the
house, and one state an well as another, if u bare
majority in the house chooses to have it so. And If
the present Republican house can do this in the case
of Tah or Virginla, there Is no resson why Lhe next
Tempcrstic house could pat proesed in like mannor
with representatives from Republican stutes, under
thin new and unprecedented rule of procedure.

POLITICAL EN EMIES.

J. Mack Love and G, H. HBuckmun Oc-
cupied the Same Hoom nt n
Hotel Last Night,

Two political enemies occupled the same
room et the Baltimore hotel last night and
not from force of circamstances or by coln-
eldence, but from cholee. They @re J.
Mack Love, chalrman of the Democratic
state ceniral committee of Kansas, and G,
H. Buckman. one of the leading Republic-
ans of Cowley counity. Chalrman Love nnd
Mr. Buckman both hall from Arkansus
City, and durlng political campalgns they
are arrayed again=t each other. They have
been the principils in many a bitter polit-
feal fight. But when there Is no campaign-
ing to be done they are the best of friends:
they are law partners In o number of Im-
portant cases now beforée the supreme
court of Kansas,

“Everything looks bright in Cowley
county,” sald Mr. Buckman: *The farmers
are progpérous, and, of course, when the
farmer Is smliling the merchant feels the
effects. Politically we ure all right. Our
county redeemed Itself a few weceks ago
when we elected n full Republican ticket,
the first one In several years. [ belleve
that fosion has received its death blow In
our section of the state.™

Ar. Love admitted that the farmers In
Cowley county were prosperous, but he put
an entlrely different construction upon the
result of the Republican victories in that
county and other portions of Kansas.

“This was an off yeay, but walt untfl the
presidential electlon, then we will show
you fellows that fusfon is not yet dead.”
he said.

Messrs. love and Buckman arrived in
Kansas Clty from Topeki last night. They
had attended the trial of the case of the
executor of the Hill estate agalnst the Mis-
sourl Pacific rallway. It is sought to es-
tablish the road as the proper gurnishee on
an indebtedness contracted by the Mowrey
Construction Company.

When a candidate for office says he is
willlng to leave It to the humble voters
of his purli;hn I= golng too far. No such
liberty, ns believed, should be allowed the
rank and file of the party.

GOVERNOR OF GUBA

IT 1S UNDERSTO0D GENERAL WOOD
HAS BEEN SELECTED.

BROOKE TO SUCCEED SHAFTER

LARGE PART OF MILITARY FORCE
IN CUBA TO BE WITHDRAWN,

This Wil Leave Genernl Wood Prac-
tically Civil Governor. Although
Milltary Governor by Title
—Regulars May Fight
Wooud's Promotion,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 7.—General Leon-
ard Wood had a conference with the secra-
tary of war to-day respecting hils future
While neither of the principals bhad any-
thing 1o say for publication as to the con-
clusions reached, it is gathered that Gen-
eril Wood Is to be the next governor of
Cuba, succeeding General Brooke, who will
return to the Unlted States. It Is expected
that the military force in Cuba can be
Ereatly reduced In the near future, so that,
while General Wood, by commaniding the
troops remaining, will be o military gov-
ernor, thers will be litile left of the mili-
tary estuablishment that his office will be
much more clvil than military in fact. The
reduction In foree will enable the war de-
partment to withdraw some, or perhaps
all, of the general officers of the regulars
now in Cuba.

NEW YORK, Dee. T.—Discussing the pro-
motlon of General Wood to the rank of
major general, the Washington correspond-
ent of the Herald ¥5:

Though it hus been apparent that the
president had further reward in store for
General Wood, there has heen strong fesl-
ing In the army in opposition to his ap-
polntment ns a brigadier general in the
regular serviee, and this opposition has
undoubtedly caused the president to de-
termine to make General Wood a major
general of volunteers and then place him
In command of the military division of
Cuba,

So opposed are some oflicers of the serv-
lee to General Wood's advancement that it
Is expected a movement will be inaugu-
rialed to prevent confirmation of the nomi-
natlon by the senate. 1t i= claimed by these
men that the advancement of & captain of
the medleal corps to the high rank of
major general is caleulated to subvert dis-
cipline, disturbing existing methods of pro-
motion, and Is apt to make the younger
officers devote more time to getting polit-
leal “pulls™ than to perfecting themselves
In their special branches. Of course, Gen-
eral Wood's appointment as governor of
Cuba will depend upon the confirmation of
b thee nomination.

General Brooke will complete o vear's
service In command of Cuba on January 1.
General Wilson and General Lee will some
time in the near future be appolnted briga-
dier generals of the regular serviee und
retired with that rank, and Brigadier Gen-
erul Ludlow, U, 8. V., will be brought
home, General Brooke will probably be as-
slgned to command the department of Cal-
Hornla, to succsed Major General Bhafter,
when that officer is retired as a mijor
general in accordance with the recommend-
itlon of Secretury Root.

The decision of the president not to di-
vide Cuba into two departments as con-
templated at one time, placing General
Ludlow in command of the Western de-
partment, and General Wood of the Bast-
iern department, undoubtedly is due in part
to the puoblished interviews with General
Ludlow, Indicating that that officer was
opposed to the views of the administration
with respect to Cuba, and his statements
were caleulated, §t was belleved, 1o mike
the inhabitants of Cuba dissutistied under
his administtation.

General Wood will nat Immediately tuke
command of the islund, It is understood
that he will return to his post at Santiago
de Cuba the lstter part of this week, or
€arly next weekand remain thers struight-
ening up the affairs of the department
preliminary to his transfer to Havanu. from

which point be will administer the affulrs
of the entire Islund.
