PRESIDENT McKINLEY 1S DEAD.

A Week of Earnest Mourning and Prayer by
the American People.

THEO. ROOSEVELT IN NOW PRESIDENT.

Promises to Carry Our Mr. McKinley's Policies.
Trial of Czolgosz Begins Monday.

President McKinley died at Iiffalo, New York, at 15 minotes
after two o'clock last Saturday morning only u few hours sfter the
WEEKLY INTELLGENCER had gooe to press giving the sad news
that a chaoge for the worst in his condinon bad took place and
Lhat the end was uear,  Since thut day the Americun people have
been bowed in sorrow and the natwn wept as itls seldom onlled
upon o weep,  The cause of the prosudent’s death was u develop.
ment of gangrenous conditions, Humedintely snrrounding the
stomach shotsnd some adhers to the belif that the bullet had
been poisoned. The end came pencefully to the nution’s ehiet, be
baving been conscrons at intervals lur seversl hours before he
died. During those [otervals he chanted verses of «Nesrer My
God to Thee,** and the lust words o his devoled wifo told of the
Christian fortitude with which he fuoed deatb. “God's will, not
our’s be done,” le said.

After Iying in state at Boffalo for o brief period the remping
were removed o Washington where they were viewed by
thousnnds of Lhe dead president’s fricods.  From Washington the
fuperal party continued to Centon, Ohio, and there the final
funeral cermonies were conducted Thursduy sfierncon. Along

Arrungements had been made bere
for & street parade, composed of ciry
officinls, colleges, public schools,
seoret orders, organizations social and
otherwise and members of the firo de-
partment, but when the shades of
Wednesdny night had passed awny
durk clouds obscared the skies and
quite a heavy rain soon began falling.
