John T. Johuson, one of the leading
men in the reformation, arrived in
Lexington on the 23d day of November,
1856. He began s meeting the next
night in the old chureh, and the nudi.
¢oces were always large, He preached
powerful sermons, and 24 additions
were mande to the cburch, when be
was stricken with pneumonia snd died
December 18, 1855, He had preached
fifteen sermons, aud after announcing
his text for the following vight, retired
o tne residence of Bro. Thomas C.
Bledsoe. He was tuken sick jmme-
dintely, and died early the next dny
Bro. Johnson bud been u lawyer; bad
juined the Baptist chureh; and at the
soliciation of Alexunder Campbell he
quit the bar and began preaching, aod
joined thy reformation, When s young
man he wis a Yoiunteer aid on the
stuff of Wm. Ilenry Huorrison in the
war with Eogluod in 1812, nnd was s
distinguished soldier, In 1820 he was
vlegted 10 congress w o sucesed  hig
brother, and In 1822 he was rieelected

September, 1843, Alfred Jones, Ben
edict Thomas aud W, 5. Van Canip
were appointed to sohieit subseriptions
Lo ald 1u payrog the church debt, anc
also to nid w completiog the house.

In December, 1843, an «ffort wa-
made to secure the services of Bro.

A
this meeting, nfter deliberate consider-
ation, 1t was ugreed “that the dexcons,
by virtoe of their office, have the care
of the meeting houvse, und are therefore
authonized Lo appoint 4 suitable person
for sexton, nud (o pay him out of the
tuwds of the chureh.”

In earrying
out the above setion of the church the
following members were chosen by the
church 8s a committee to apportion the
suws ugreed Lo be rawed, among tLhe
several members: Hiram M. Bledsoe,
Samael Hudson, Levi Van Camp,
Allred Jones and Wm. Hul:gron.

At the ume of the above mentioned
meeting, o Juwuary, 1844, about 136
osmes bad been placed on the church
roll, bul there 18 no weans of knowiog
how muny were 1n the communion.
Some bad been excladed: others had
been granted letters, and some had
“fallen usleep, " but there were probably
#bout 100 members. At this meeting the
bremsurer submitted s report for the
preceding nine montbs, which shows
that the Lrethren were not seriously
robbiug themseves to support the
ehurch.  The total contribution for
nine wonths was $62.25, and the total
expenditures were §78.86, leaving »
deficii of $11.61.  Of the smount paid

April ¥, 1844, the church resolved
Lo unite s efforts with the charches at
Dover and Republican, and employ
two evangelisis, und this chureh agreed
W ruise F400, snd also agreed to the
employment of Henry Thowns as an
evangelist, to work with Thomas N,
Guines, who bnd niready heen em.

On Juce Dib, 1844, Brother Hirsm
M. Bledsoe, sole elder of the church,
complained of the burden upon him.
and requested the church to eleot an
additional nomber of elders, to divide
with him the labor and responsibility
that rested on him alone. The request
was ugreed o and the 2d Lord's day
in July was appointed for the election
of an additionnl number of elders, Op
the Lith of July, 1844, that being the
Znd Lord’s day, the chureh proceeded
tw the election. Elder Hiram M
Bledsoe was chairman of the meeting
On wmotion of Bro. P, R. Whittlesey i
was ordered othat the church now
proceed Lo the election of two elders, "
Alter the ballot was takeo Bro. Bledso
teported 1o the ehured that «Bros. J
G Chino and MMeory Pisher bad re.
ceived the bighest number of votes
given, wod were duly elected elders o
the« Christino ehoreh. ™

Al this snie meating, July 13, 1844,
Willimm  Musgrove 1 &grdd his resig
nution us clerk of the Christinn chureh,
and Bro. John PP, Bowman was elected
to the position.
