same oature The dry feed rativn
sbould theretote be contipued aod be
gradually reduced for two weoks ot
more, after the grass is large enoogh
for feeding.

There is some difference of opinion
a8 o whetber milk cows should be fed
grain while on pasture, There is no
question but that s cow will produce
more milk it fed grain while on pastore,
sod it & large yield 18 of more impor-
tanceé than econpomy of production,
graiu should certajoly be fed. Whare
a small amount of graio s fed, corn is
well adapted as )t will pot unbalanoe
the ration, If large quantities of graio
are fed, other feed should be used in
part, such as bran, gluten mesl, onlg
or cottonseed meal,

Experiments made by the Corvell
experiment station, covering loor
yours, showed that while an inorease
in milk yield was secured from grain
foeding, it was not economical to
prpduce i In this way. In these ex-
periments the pastures sopphed &n
abundanece of nutritions grass.

bas been done by the eold, Dr. J. C,
Whitten of the University of Missouri
says ihat the damp weather sccom-
panying the recent cold suap has bad
moch to do with preventing injury to
the fruit crop., “The dryer the
weather is," said Dr. Whitten, “the
more likely the cold 1 to do injury, "
Reports indicate that the south central
part of Missouri will have a full peach
orop. In the southwest and southes:-t
parts of the state and slong the Mis-
sigsippl and Mussouri rivers there will
probably be tweniy five per csol of &
crop. In other sections of the state,
nccording to reports received, there
will be no peaches except on & few
treea particularly well situnted. The
prospact for apples, pears and most
plums is better than it has been since
1807, when Missour] prodoced heor
baouer crop of these fraits.
