ons are very thorny for example,
the high-price- King orange,
which is the very best of the man-

darins. It is rarely-see- in this
market."' The first trees' Were
brought to the United States from
Cochin China. In Florida its
thorniness has boon reduced by se
lecting buds front the branches
with the fewest thorns. Thorns
are objectionable because they
puncture the oranges and lemons
when the oranges are blown about
by the wind. Efforts are being
made to get rid of the thorns on
raspberry and blackberry plants,
simply for convenience in picking
the fruit. The thorns are meant
by nature to protect the plant
from animals. Cultivators select
those plants which happen to be
thornless or nearlv so.
