measure, though its provisions are
restricted to three localities, and
urges the disinterested assistance of

every teacher In the passage of an

amendment "that asks no Btate aid."
Not to Be Paid Out of State Funds.

To these assurances that the amend
ment in Its present form Is a compro
mise and not a piece of legislation
selfishly secured by St. Joseph, Kan
sas City and St. Louis, Is added the
argument that the amendment In-

cludes no authority to raise the tax
tate.
