ARTILLERYMEN

Chamberlain Hill Favored, as

State Militia Will He Ie- -

nerded I'pon.

Washir, rton, Jan. 8. Secre-

tary Garrison has written to

Senator Chamberlain, chairman
of the Military Atl'airs Commit
tee of the Senate, a letter in sup-

port of the bill introduced by the
Senator for the increase of the
Coast Artillery Corps by suff-

icient men to provide complete
garrisons for the fortifications
overseas and garrisons of half
strength for the coast defense of
continental United States.

In his letter the Secretary
shows that for complete garri
sons for all fortifications at
home and abroad 2,052 ollicers
uid 48810 men are required. The
present authorized strength of
Coast Artillery Corps is only 701

ollicers and 19,"21 men, or but a
little more than a third of what
would be required in time of war,

without anv allowance for losses.

The War Department, the Sec-

retary says, intends to rely on

the coast artillery of the militia
of the coast States for 50 per
cent of the forces to man the
guns and mortars at home, so

that the increase asked for in

the pending bill is only such as is
necessary to make up the defic

iency' with this allowance. The

bill asks therefore for 612 offi

cers and 1,000 men.

"While the States up to the
present time," says Mr. Garrison
"have made provisions for only
441 officers and 7,122 enlisted
men, the bill assumes that the
full State quota will eventually
be surplied, and the number of
y'ficcrs and enlisted men enu
merated in the bill, with what is

now authorized, will provide for
complete art'llery forces for al

oversea fortifications, for the
mines at home and for one-ha- lf

of the guns and mortars at home

"In my opinion this is the least
number that can be considered as
adequate in providing an efficient
defence, especially in view of the
doubt attaching to the number
that may be expected from the
States. The total cost of the
coast defences to date is about
$1 6,000,000. In view of the high
efficiency of the material of the
defences it is desirable that a
personnel should be provided

that will realize the full defen
sive value of this great national
expenditure."

The bill provides that the
in the Coast Artillery

"orps shall be spread over a
ueriod of five years. Vacancies
in officers' grades are to be filled

by appointment from West Point
by the promotion of enlisted men
and competitive examinations
among the graduates of desig

nated institutions and among

civilians.
Secretary Garrison made em-

phatic denial today of reports
that certain persons are able to
obtain quantities of the discard-

ed Krag-Jorgens- en rifles owned
by the army and are making de
liveries of these weapons. He
said the order issued at the out-

break of the war prohibiting the
sale of any more of these weap
ons has never been changed
and is still in force.

An inventory was taken to
these rifiles to the number of
343,807, and replies from the
various arsenals accounted
all but 1,152. However,
custodian of one arsenal,

Winter Care of Ewes.

By Howard Hackendorn.

The winter care of the flock is
just as important as the careful
cultivation of the corn crop. This
is the growing season oi xne

amb crop to be harvested in the
spring.

he Feed:
The condition or the amount of

esh the ewes are carrying must
guide the feeder. Ewes good

need not be fed grain
until about a month before lamb-

ing when they should gradually
be accustomed it. Ewes in thin
or poor condition should receive

one-four- th to one-ha- lf a
pound of grain. Straight corn is
not the best grain ration. The
grain feed should contain some

of the blood and muscle build- -

material. A ration of 6 parts
corn; 3 parts wheat bran; 1

part linseed oil cake, by weight,
has proven very satisfactory at
the Missouri Agricultural Exper
iment Station. A ration of corn,

oats and bran, equal parts by

weight, can also be recommend
ed.

Under this condi
tion, compaction with other at
tendant troubles will often re
suit.

Sheep should always have s

dry, well-bedd- ed floor to lie on.

cient hay rack and grain trough
so that all can eat at

time without excessive crowd
ing.
