Phosphates Increase Profits.
The acre-yiel- d of wheat on the

Willow Springs' experiment
field this year was increased 9

bushels by the use of 175 lbs.
of acid phosphate per acre, ac-

cording to F. L. Duley of the
Missouri College of Agricult-
ure. With wheat at 90 cents a
bushel this 'increase would be
worth $8.10. If acid phosphate
is worth $22 a ton the cost of
soil treatment for one acre
would be $1.93. This would
leave a net profit of $6.17 from
the use of phosphate, or an in-

crease of 319 per cent on the
money invested.

Where the phosphate has been
used in addition to an applica
tion of manure the increase was
6.6 bushels an acre. This shows
the need for phosphate even
though the land is manured. On
thin soil the application of
phosphorus can be nearly al
ways depended upon to give
profitable returns. In fact its
use is necessary on many soils
to, make wheat yields pay the
total cost of production and a
safe margin "of profit in addi
tion.
