and general nature of which is to ob-

tain a decree of divorce from the
bonds of matrimony heretofore con-
tracted between the plaintiff and de-
fendant on the ground that the de-
fendant has offered to the plaintiff
such indignities as to render her
condition intolerable in this, that the
defndant repeatedly cursed and

the plaintiff and in the month
of December, 1917, the defendant
struck the plaintiff and .that on the
15th day of June, 1919, the defend-
ant deserted the plaintiff and their
child and that unless said Ray Har-
lin Keister be and appear at this
Court, at the next term thereof, to
be begun and holden at the Court
House in the City of Lexington, .in
said County, on the 10th day of Oc-

tober next, and on or before the said
1st day answer or plead to the pe-
tition in said cause, the same will be
taken as confessed, and judgment
will be rendered accordingly.

And it is further ordered, that a
copy hereof be published, according
to law in the Lexington Intelligencer,
a newspaper published in said county
of Lafayette, designated by the
plaintiff and her attorneys of record,
for four weeks successively, publish-
ed at least once a week, the last in-

sertion to be at least fifteen days be-

fore the first day of said next Oc-

tober term of this court.
