Seattle, Wash., Jan. 24. Myths nre
history distorted. Underneath them
there Is probably always a substratum
of fact. Very deep digging may ha

y to find It, but It Is safe to say
that not one of tho myths which nro
Identified with tho thought nnd charac-
ter of a raco nro without a solid enough
foundation, If wo could only find It.

Not to ko far nilcld for Illustration,
persons who are nt nil fiimlllnr with the
character of North American tndlnns
Hint Is, of those who havo not been lonir
In closo contnet with clilllrutlon will
ndmtt that n class of traditions, similar
to those which nro hereinafter referred
to, have had ns much lnlluence In de-

termining; the thought, disposition, and
history of theso iiooplo ns the Kdcnlc.
myth has had upon tho thought, dispo-
sition nml hlrtory of tho people of
Christendom. Nowhere Is the truth of
this more evident than nmong tho const
tribes of tho Pacific. Northwest, some of
which nre to all Intents and purposes

et In their nboilglnal condition of sav-
agery. When It Is remembered that one
mny moot on the streets of Seattle tiny
day "Princess" Angellnc, whoso father
remembered tho visit of Vancouver, nnd
that there died only a year or so nsx nn
old Pnoiiualmle chief, who used to tell
of the visit of "the great, whlte-wlnge- d

ducks" to Puget sound, meaning there-
by the first ships that any Indian of his
ttlbe hail ever seen, and which so fright-
ened him nnd his fellow hunters that
they deserted their onnocs nnd lied to
thu foiest In terror when these things
nro remembered wo realize how closo
wo nro tn the primitive Ideas of these
people, when we get fiom tho lips of one
of them a far-o- ff past of his race.

Of Biicli stories there Is apparently an
Incxhnuntlblo mine. They differ In de-
tail, but nre essentially the same. In
that they nil ileal with either the com-
ing or the passing away of a great ca-
lamity. What the Indian of the great
rnelflc Northwest Is y he Is be-

cause of these myths. Ills hopes, his
fears, his beliefs, his anticipations of n
life to come, are nil based upon theso
myths, and, If he lias had the benefit of
Instruction In Chrlstlnnlty, nil he does
Is to apply the new names to the old
things.

The story of how 'Spblow- - saved man-
kind from tho wrath of Snoqualm Illus-
trates the character of these myths.
Here It Is: 'Spblow, tho Sauknlee Tyee,
or supremo deity of tho Snoqunlmlo In-
dians, had a son named 'Spblow, who
was Inquisitive nnd daring. Now n,

or the moon god, had stolen the
sun, the stars, the machine that made
daylight, and all the trees, nnd had hid-
den them no one know where, except
that they were somewhere beyond tho
Impenetrable domo of the sky. It was
tho time of the great winter, and nil tho
people and animals suffered terilbly.
They besought 'Spblow In vain for help.
Ho either could not or would not deliver
them. Then 'Spblow, moved by pity or
daring, lcsolved to see If ho could not
get tluough tho sky nnd Into tho king-
dom of Snoqualm. He made a rope of
cedar baik, and calling to his mother,
the Blue Jny. bade her fly up and at
tach the rope to the under side of tho
sky. When she hnd done this 'Spblow
climbed up tho rope, and without much
trouble pa&sed tluough the sky.

Hut now his good fortune deserted
him. for he fell Into a great pond, and
In seeking to go ashore was caught In
one of Snoqunlm'3 tinps, where the
moon god found him Inter, and taking
him to his cabin, skinned him ns though
ho had been a beaver or a muskrat, and
threw his carcass away. Now, though
Snoqualm did not know It, 'Spblow was
moro powerful In death than In life,
and the youth only waited until his cap-
tor had fallen asleep to take his re-

venge. But by reason of his long fast
he had become very hungry, and, wish-
ing to have something to eat before put-
ting his plans' of revenge Inlo execution,
he seniched the cabin for food. He found
plenty of dried llsh, but what was of
far moie Importance, he discovered hid-
den away in a remote corner of the
cabin, the sun, the stais, the mnchlno
that made tho daylight, and the trees,
tho latter having been much reduced In
size by Snoqualm the better to conceal
them. Spblpw thought no more of

placing tho sun under one arm
nnd the machine that made tho daylight
under the other, nnd gathering up a
handful of star.s and a handful of tiees,
ho made his way to the rope, nnd slid
down with his pteelaus burden In safety.
The nolso of his departuie awoke Sno-
qualm, who started to follow him, nnd,
In order to make a moro lapld descent
to the earth, uutled the rope from the
under side of tho sky, with the result
that he fell In a heap on tho prnlrle,
which bears his namo and out of which
his huge body rises In tho form of a
mountain, on whoso top the rough out-
lines of his face may yet be seen.

I have given tho legend without em-
bellishment Just ns It has been told
among tho Snoqunlmlo Indians for un-
numbered generations. The substantial
simllailty between this story nnd tho
familiar tale of "Jack and tho IJean-stal-

suggests a common origin for tho
two. The origin of the latter no one
pretends to know. It has come down
from a very remote age. It Is ouo of
the stock of myths which our Anglo-Saxo- n

ancestors brought with them
across Europa In the dayB when Itome
was .1 commonwealth. It seems to bo a
version of some ancient tradition pre-
served by people who did not believe It,
for the amusement of children. The In-
dian story, on the other hand, has been
preserved by peoplo who did believe It,
And It may be added that to bellovo It
requires no greater effort than Is called
for by the story of Joshua suspending
the operations of the solar system, or
that of the tower of liubcl.

This myth Is of the class usually call-
ed "creation legends," but strictly
speaking there are. no cieation legends
among these Indians. All their folk-lor- o

deals with either tho advent or tho pass-
ing away of a period of calamity, and
so many of them contain distinct

to "tho great winter" that I
havo ventured to clabs them na myths
of the Ice age.

Tho Bella Coola Indians of British
Columbia have preserved a dim tradi-
tion of tho existence of their trlbo bo-fo- ro

the great winter. They then lived,
they claim, "beyond where the sun
llses," and they havo copper relics
which they say their ancestors brought
with them from their old home. Here
let mo mention a fact of some Interest,

In the excavation of tho North Seattle
sower tunnel tho workmen, at a point
distant neatly 2,000 feet from the shore
of nillott bay, and 125 feet below the
surface, enmo to a very lemnrkabln de-

posit of billets of wood embedded In
quicksand. Some of these billets had be-

come petrified; others wcie still In the
foim at wood, but, on exposure to nlr
became as hard ns Iron. On the end of
one of them was a series of markings
which tp all appearance wero ax marks
made In cutting tho billet from some
larger piece. This billet was petrified
when found. It would bo rash to at-
tempt to form uny conclusion whntever
from this piece of fossil wood; but this
much Is eildent, namely, that within
comparatively recent times, geologically
speaking, there have been great changes
In the surface geology of this coast. Of
tills the proof is auunuani, ana tue
changes suggest glacial action. In brief,
the geological conditions pf the const
corroborate the Indian legends of the
occunence of "a great whiter" not so
very long ago, us geologists reckon
time.

On fhls point I may add that a very
well educated Norwegian, who has
taunt ,i limit Alx yiuua Jit close, Inters.
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course with the coast Indians, told me
that nil their legends hf r lo the gnat
winter, and that winy of the totem ,

poles, many of tho fatmlj name, nnd
nil the religious il.tlicis and rercmolih
aro commemorative ot that period of
dlro calamity, 1 asked u ir Intelligent
young American, who Is famlllnr with
the myUioIoglc.il lore of the Washington
Indians, If ntiy of tho lubes hid pte-sere- d

n tradition of n great winter, nnd
his nnswer wns, "All of tlmm." Tho
pieservntlon of such n tradition by a
race of men, who Inhabit u country
where often the Whole twelve months,
pass without snow and Very llttlo
frost, Is remarkable and seems to pos-
sess the value of an historical record.

The llell.v Cool.v Indians, ilbove refer-
red to, tell that, befoie Hie great winter
came, a bird tilth a. "Ingle 'o, from
which flashed forth tho fiercest of
flames, sat upon the mountains and

nil living crr.iturcB except such
ns were able lo Hnd shelter In ciwcs.

This irrent bird niinears In Hip legends.
, of so many Indian tribes west uf the

.Mississippi, ueihg usually Known ns ino
thunder-bir- that It may be reg inl-- d

as a typical feature of aboriginal Amer-
ican mythology. Most of the explana-
tions of the thumlor-bln- l myth leg.ird
It ns an attempt tn explain the thunder,
or nt the most ns n peraonlllcatlon of
that phenomenon. Whllo this may be
ncceptcd ns an adaption of the orlglnnl
myth, there seems icason lo believe Its
origin to be In tho eatastropha which
Ushered In "tho great winter."

Thus wu find the Indians ot the Olym-
pic, peninsula preserving the tuulltlon ot
a huge and shapeless, monster, known
as Seatco, who brought desolation and
sorrow upon the peoplo ot thnt once
happy land. Year after year the tribe
had been uncustomed to gather for n
long holiday In n valley moro benutlful
than any other. Hut at length one year,
when tho games nnd festivities were at
their height, o came nnd with him
desolation nnd death. Then followed
the great winter May not this mon-
ster, whose description recnlls Virgil's
description of the Cyclops, "Infntne.

cut lumen, ademptum," have been
tho same ns the bird with tho eye of
lire of whom the Holla Coolas tell? And
mny not both be identical with the aw-

ful being w ho tho Quatslno Indlnua say
drove all living creatures, the nnlm.ils
on tho land, birds of tho nlr, the
llsh nt thn Ken.

f In his terrible wrath, becnuo they would
not deliver up His truant son.- -

Let us now for a moment take a
glance across the continent to the Mle
Mao and Mlliceto Indians of Now Bruns-
wick. These preservo tho legend of thu
Great Beaver, who Is said to have
dammed up all tho rivers uuJ destrojed
nit the corn fields. Then winter camu
with untold suffering for tho people. At
length Glooscup, the deliverer, pulled
down the dams which tho Heaver had
erected, and drove the monster nwny,
but not until the latter had torn the
mountains asunder In his Impotent rage.
Here again we have tho monster and
the terrible winter.

It Is hardly worth while to speculate
as to the nature of this monster. Igna-
tius Donnelly's theory that it was a
comet Is Ingenious, but seems open to
Insurmountable obstacles. AVith our
present Information wo nre baldly war-
ranted In going further than to suggest
that the monster Is simply a personifi-
cation of some cataclysm, some awful
period of earthquake and tempest, which
fell upon mankind uncounted centuiles
ago. That such a catastrophe did befall
the ancestors of tho Indians of tho Pa-

cific Northwest seems to be tho inevit-
able conclusion from theso legends.
This catastrophe involved the overtlnoiv
ot a prosperous and happy people nnd
was followed by a long period or cold,
which ended In a paxtlal restoration of
the pilmeval conditions of comfort.

It Is the story of fiden over again in
era of happiness terminated by the
wrath of the Deity and the banishment
of tho raco to a legion where It wns nec-essi- ry

to go clad in skins, by leason, we
may well believe, not of shame, but of
cold. It is the golden age of tho Greek
and Roman poets. It Is the far-of- f tlmu
of universal happiness of which the my-

thology of India and China speaks.
Tho Northwest mvths am cruder than

those of Europe and Asia. Our Indians
had no poet like the writers of Genesis
and Job to hand their myths down in
language whose simple beauty ninkts
them among the gems of literature; they
hail no Ilt-slo- or Homer to gather up
tho fragmentary tales of the past and
weave them Into a fabric that shall en-dt-

as long as literature Itself, nn
Saemund to preserve for us a weird se-ll-

of Alaskan Sagas; no Tennyson to
collect their folk-lor- o nnd transform
them Into the Idyls ot tho Thunder
Bird. Their myths aic simply "quairy-dressed- ,"

so to speak. Their harsh lines
havo not been tooled down. They nro
not so pretty In a literary sense ns those
of the Old World, liut It Is possible that
they may he much truer to nature and
fact. There lias certainly been no pro-

cess of emasculation practiced upon
them, so ns to make them conform to a
more recent philosophy or be Inoffensive
to a modem school of religious thought.

Recently
my wifa lia.s hnd to almost dally listen
to tho ultimatum from one or other of
tho servants wo have. It la cither 'I'm
going to leave,' or 'I Hnd tho woik too
hard, so I bo going,' without warning
or giving you un opportunity to get n
person to All their places.

"How different with Chinamen. They
always supply someone for their places
before they leave. For Instance, when a
Chinaman becomes dissatisfied lie never
tells you of It, But soma dny you will
go (uto tho kitchen to Ilud your China-
man cook having unother Chinaman
with him. Without being thu least dis-
concerted ho will como up to you and
say; "Mis. Blank, you llkeo mo cookeo7'
'Why, of couise, John,' will perhaps bo
tho teply.

Then, after
you have told him ho was entirely satis-
factory, he will Bay to you: 'Well, Slug
Lee will do cookee now.

Thero used to bo a great deal of trouble
previous to the construction ot tho present
pneumatic systom In transmitting telu-gnii-

inpldly enough between the cen-
tral telegraph olllco nt Pat la and tho
bourse, or htock exchange An effort wns
made to overcome this dlillculty by means
of couriers, nho mado trips every fifteen
minutes between tho great market nnd tho
central olllco.

These couriers conveyed the latest quota-
tions from tho bourso to the central sta-
tion, whence they were disseminated fnr
and wide by telegraph. Hemming, they
cairled to tho bourso messages sent to
Purls by wiro from the provinces nml
lrom nbrond. This wns only a temporary
expedient, nnd It was soon supplanted by
a subterranean conduit fiom tho bourse
to the central olllce, a distance of "03
yards. This wns the beginning of tho pnou-mutl- o

telt graphs of I'arls. which now foim
a network communicating with every pnrt
of tho capital. To-dn- y the aggregate
length of these lines Is l.'.'i miles. '

Theio nre 105 postal bureaus or branch
In Tarls, nil of which me

equipped with pneumatic tubes. Tho totnl
cost up to date has been about $1,511,000.
Tho linen iuii through soldered tube", tho
sections being connected by Joints nnd
bolts. The Interior dlnmeter of the tubes
Is from two nnd a half to three Inches

They nre sunk In the earth at nn aveiage
depth of about three feet. The boxes form-
ing the trnlu contain nbout thlity-llv- o

messiges ei.h The leather coverings or-
dinarily wear out after they have traveled
1,200 miles, when, of course, they nro re-
newed. At the beginning the waterworks
ot the city of Paris weio used to furnish
power for compresing the nlr, but steam
power hns been substituted, nml Is now em-
ployed exchifalvelj.

The project Ins been formulated, nnd Is
now under study by the Trench govern-
ment, for the substitution of electricity for
compressed nlr as a motive powei. This
project, which wuiihl Involve an enormous
outliv, contcinplutts tho construction of a
sstcm of small gauge rullwas laid under-
ground In tubes to bo operated by elec-
tricity.

It Is Improbable that this project will be
adopted In the neir future. If at all The
present sjstem Is operated very success-
fully nnd with riot economy. Then- -

dlffcienco of opinion nmong engineers
as to whether betKT results would bo ob-
tained from tubular electric railways, while
there Is a strong un 1 growing opposition
to tho Indefinite multiplication of under-
ground currents.

The department of stato will Boon pub-
lish qulto an clnbointe rcport-o- this sub-
ject, hi tho courso of which It Is mentioned
that the expense of pneumatic telegi.ims
Is very much lets than that of electric tele-
grams In tho United States. The length of
the message Is only limited by tho space
of the cards sold for tho purpose, A sealed
telegram which will contain quite a long
communication costs only 10 cents It Is
not exposed tn tho danger of mistake In
transmission or to public scrutiny, and, us
a general rule, reaches Its destination al-
most ns quickly ab an electrical telegram
Washington Btar.
