In answer to numerous Inquiries In regard
to our method of subsolllng c ulll

to proscnt n pliln Btntement from
the commencement of our experiments as
conducted during the pant eight )n nt
Geneve, Xcb. In tho spring of 1SS7 wo com
menccd on our nursery grounds to pre-
pare the ground for plintlng In tho ordi-
nary manner. We plowed the ground uliotit
eight Inches ileep nnd planted our nursery
Htoek.nmong which mm a quantity ot seed-linn- s

which were dug the same fall, In
order to Ret the pioper length of root to,
successfully transplant the seedlings It be-
came necessary to got under them much
deeper than the Kround hud been plowed,
which was accomplished by using n seed-
ling digger set to iiui nearly sixteen Inches
deep, It required six horses to do this
work nnd the Kround w.ia stirred up ns It
had never been before. The next season
this portion of the Held was planted to
corn nnd the leld was neany seventy
bushels to the acre, while tho land plowed
In the ordinary way slelded only thlrt)-ll- e

bushels. 'I his led us to experiment in
preparing the soil, our motto bilng: "flow
Seep nnd thoroughly prepare the soil be-

fore planting,''
K Kacii succeeding year gave us good ts

by dicp stirring, though we did not
attain the full meaiurc o( success in our
experiments until we began to use a ploiv
10 subsoil the entire ground. In the fall
of 1S91 we purchased .1 Mnpes subsoil plow
with which lie succeeded in getting uown
to the depth of sixteen Inches holovv the
Mtrf.ice. our method Is to llrst plow eight
Inches deep with an ordinary fourteen Inch
stirring plow, which Is followed by the sub-to- ll

plow running In the same furrow, loos-
ening the soil to the depth of eight Inches
more, tint not thiowlug It to the gut nice,
'this gives us u resotvolr sixteen Inches
In depth to catch nnd letaln all the moist-
ure tint falls, and wo are convinced that
during the twent)-thre- e jenrs we huc

In Western Nebraska, theie never
bus been a season when the rainfall was
not Milllcient to till this reservoir with wa-
ter before tho growing season commenced.

Oilr method of cultivation Is llrst to har-
row each evening nil the land plowed dur-
ing tho day. This breaks up the clods be-

fore they become hudened, nnd prevents
the soil fiom doing out by evnpoi.ition,
ltefore planting wo again harrow and

the surface with u float. o me
tlun ready lor planting. If we plant to
urn til grain we dilll east and west, leaving
the surfiue Just ns the drill leaves it. As
the prevailing wlmla are trom the north and
EOtitli, the surface being made rough east
and west helps to protect the grain ami
jirevent blowing out. if we plant to coin,
our method Is tn plant about three or foul
Inches deep, follow the planter with the
hanow, und give surface cultivation, run-
ning the cultivator teeth Just deep enough
to destroy the weeds nnd break up the sur-

face ol the soil. Wo endeavor to cultivate
tho corn Just as soon after each rain as
the condition of the ground will permit.
If the rain bo a heavy one and tho soil Is
llrmly packed It Is of the utmost Impor-

tance that the crust be bioken as soon as
possible In order to retain the moisture
In the soil, the loose surface acting ns a
mulch to prevent evaporation.

During the past exceedingly dry season
our nursery stock particularly one Held
containing SOO.OOO apple trees was cul-

tivated once a week. We used a spring
tooth cultivator, merely stlrrlne the sur-luc- e,

nnd us a result ot this method of
cultivation there was no time during the
entire season when the earth would not
ball In tho hand under slight pressure at a
depth of three Inches below the surface.
This condition was brought about by hav-
ing a deep subsoil reservoir to store up
the sui plus moisture which fell during tho
rally part of the season nnd retained by
frequently stlirlng the surface to prevent
evaporation. We llnd It Is not necessary to
subsoil each season, but that once In threo
jeais will answer nil practical purposes.
If u Held Is subsolleel and planted to com
the Hrst, or llrst nnd second year, then fol-

lowed by wheat or outs, the results will bn
satisfactory, though a slight falling off will
be noticed In tho third crop after subsoll- -
lng.

.Vrtli lielccs for lings.
"I have cultivated the artichoke for sev-

eral years, und llnd them u very prolltable
crop, especially In dry seasons. List slim-
mer, when other crops were badly damaged
by the drouth, lliev continued bright and
green until frost fell. They nre Miperlor
to other loot crops by their Immense yield

from SOO to 1,000 bushels per acre and bv
their not having to bo gathered and Rtoied
nway, as fiee7lng In tho ground does not
Injure, them, 1 grow them chiefly for ray
bogs, which I turn In to root up tho crop
after tho frost has killed the Malic, Ono
ncrc will fatten forty head of hogs, with
n little corn to llnlsli. Tho hogs aie nice
nnd healthy, lor roots uro their natural
food. I have hail no hog cholera since I
fed nrtlchokes, Tho biood sows nnd pigs
do will on them during the winter, und in
Hilng close up the lot, and thero are tub-
ers enough lett In the ground to produce
tho iifxt ciop, without any moio planting
or cultlvatln-- . 1 always leave one lot. Just
ns they glow, for spring use, und here I
tin n my hogs to feed for spring mniket.
The White Jerusalem Is the, variety I cul-
tivate. They grow trom tubers, and do not
ripen seed. The llrst year, they are planted
ami cultivated like potatoes. Ono of the
experiment stations mado nn unalysls of
the artichoke, and found It very rich In
irot!n, the clement In food required for
the growth and development of young nn-l- m

In Colemnn's Itural World: Please say to
V, M. W. ho can turn his hogs on tho ar-
tichokes any or nil tho time till tho first
of April, then by plowing and harrowing
to level tho land, and nfter tho plants are
two Inches high, plow out two rows nnd
cultivate, afterwards he muy expect about
a half crop of tubers In the fall.

Tho best plan, however. Is to plant In
nnother place und dovoto the last year land
to somo other crop.

I have hud tweuty.eight successive and
successful yeais' experience, and would
hardly know how to tulso hogs without
nrtlchokes, Ifavu run mora than MO hogs
on ten ucres slnca tho 1st of November, at
Olden, In How ell county, and they uro still
rooting.

Planting heed Potatoes.
There Is h diversity of opinion on the sub.

Ject of planting potutoes, whether by hand
dropping or by machine, whether In hill
or ill Ills, und each man must use his own
Judgment on these points. On veiy licit.
tolla, planting In drills will probubly leld
tho larger nop, but from my own experi-
ence und observations of both methods I
find hut llttlo difference in the cion, while
tho labor of tending nml digging Is miii li
less when idatilid in hills, and, ull things
being equal, is likely to give the lurgest
tubers.

Wo llnd a sulky com planter about as
Kood u tool us any to funow with (the old
njle with four largo teeth). Wu lemovo
the middle shovels and fasten tho outside
ones the distance apart wu want our rows,
und with a guide to mark for dtlvlntr we
drill two furrows at a time, marking them
lour or IHo Inches, then cross nmik with
some light maiker and wo uro jeady to bo-B- in

planting.
Thine men and u horse with a planter or

tome similar cultivator will plant from six
to eight ucres a day. A good diopper will
tding u bug of potatoes under his arm (us
our fathers used to caiy a bug nf grain In
sowing) und using each hand ultetimtely
will drop nearly us fast us he can walk, or
three or four acres a day, und ono man und
the home will bo kept pretty busy coyerlnrf
what the two men diop.

When tho potatoes are planted your land
Is left In ridges. Let It remain so for a
week If theiu uia no haul ruins and then
harrow It, If hard lulus follow planting
harrow thoroughly u soon as dry enough
or your soli will become compact ami hin-
der the plant when It tries to get out.

In growing potatoes the soil must
elwujs be kept friable.

Continue the burrowing at Intervals un-

til sour potatoes urc well out ot the
ground. You will occasionally break oft a
plant, but never mind; hotter kill one plant
Vbaa iiavs the weeds kill a hundred, and

there Is ho toot iwmI In potato culture that
will kill ns mnnj weeds In the hills n the
harrow, ns that ilestrojn them while voting
nnd cuts down the ridge made In coveting
the potato nnd uproot" nil weeds thnt linvK
Mnrtod thero, while the cultivator rnnnol
work too near the plnnt without Injury.

After the plnnl Is high cnoimh to sec the
row well, start the culttvntor, cultivate
Inltow nnd often! do not be nfrnld of do-

ing too much. As the tops get larger iiiin
row up jour cultivator nnd keep going
When the tops get so large thnt vnu must
discontinue working In them put tho shov-
els on jour rultlvntor and throw n little
dirt Into the hill.', but do lint ridge too high

Just throw In enough looco dirt among
the Ktalkit to act ns n mulch, nnd then the
shade of the lops ot tho lres will keep the
ground n.nlst about the hill while vour dold
Is not ditched to enrrv off the rainfall (thntl, If ou get nny) thnt should go to the
roots. Prom now on nil v on can do for
jour crop Is to light the beetle, nnd Iito
eternal vigilance Is the price nf n crop, for
vou cannot grow n crop of beetles nnd one
of tubers nt the same time.

Nntlonnl Stockman: Dry upland In heft

for hlnckberrles. tn hilly districts of Oou-tr-

nnd Southern Ohio, nnd In similar sec-lio-

clcwhere, n thriving trnde Is carried
on In the ripe fruit nt the proper season,
nnd thousands of bushels nrc ehlptied ev-
ery venr, mnlnly to the North On the level
lands In other sections limited plantings
nnve been mnde from time to tlma with
fair success,

In planting, the rows should be six to
eight feet apart, nnd the plants four or rive
led distant In the row, Stirring the soil ni
stated Intervals with cultivator mid hoe
keeps down the weeds nnd promotes the
giowth of the plant. The cultivation should
cense soon after midsummer, lo allow the
ennes to ripen well.

Pruning mny be done nt two different
seasons. In eatly summer, when the grow-
ing canes become nbout two feet high,
pinching oft the tender point will cause
them tn brnnch nnd nssnmo a partial bush
form. Then tho next spring thee branches
nre to be shortened, cutting on about nne-tlft- h

or h of their length. This
Is the better way, but some allow the canes
to grow ns they will during summer, prun-
ing only In spring, cutting ort about

of the length. In either ase the
weak canes should be rut on" nt the ground
nt the time of the spring pruning. This Is
the bct time nlso to remove the old dend
canes.

Among the named varieties. Klttatlnny
nnd Liwton, though very good berries, are
so subject to rust Hint they should be re-
jected. T.ijlor Is good, nnd Hrlej nnd

n newer variety (from the bsnks
of the Hudson), has been doing well. Kar-l- y

Harvest, ripening before these, would be
more desirable If It did not Incline to rust
occasionally. Wilson und WIIon, Jr. are
populir In many places, Dorchester Is nn
excellent variety, tint Its hihlt nf growing
so very tall has to be kept In check. Sni-
der nnd Stone's Hardy are deslrnblo In re-
gions of severe cold. Ancient Ilrlton h is
a good reputation In some sections, but
his not been satisfactory here. A varletv
received from the lite Professor Castle, ot
Upper Alton, III , which he considered to be
a peolllng of Klttatlnny. and might Inherit
the same disposition to rust, his been doing
well n'ld Is quite promising. Hrunton'sKirly. Knox nnd Stnv man's lVtrly are not
valuable except In certain localities, und
the same may be said of Missouri Mam-
moth and Western Triumph.

Of the nwr varieties not yet extensively
tested Kldorado, Ohmer and Lovett's
Pest are very promising, especially Uldo-rad- o

The jield will depend largelv on the care
given to the plants; this, and the demand
for the fruit without shipping too far-- will

govern the profit. As with any now
business, the beginner should be cautious,
planting n few of the more desirable v

n a limited way nt llrst. Then If the
results are rensonablv- - sallsfnctorv. the ex-
perience and knowledge gilned will render
nn advance safe and pleasant.

for n mere nominal price. Wo noticed, forexample, that nt a large sain recently In
Iowa lambs sold nt 40 cents nnd sheep at
from .10 to !" cents Both on the
ranch nnd on the farm sheep are being dis-
poned of In every way, and the sheep
breeders (.re. much like a flock nf sheep
when tne wolves nre nfter them Neverthe-
less, profitable sheen breeding Is not nt nn
end In the United States, nor will It ever
be Sheep hnve often come through similar
crises nnd yet come un smiling nnd serene,
providing wool to clothe the nnked, fond to
feed tie liungrv nnd giving the rural land-cap- e

n completeness that no other live
stock can It might seem n bold assertion,
and vet we do not hesitate to mnkn It
that If farmers will adapt themselves to the
new conditions, nnd grow sheep villi no
evo lo the present nnd the future It willprove to b" ns good n business ,is nn thing
on the farm

Hereafter, sheep will be grown for mut-
ton rather than wool hence the prolltable
sheen must have size, must have mutton
nunlltv. and must hive a good fleece1 moiethnn thnt. It must bo well fed, and the

At night they nro watered, and In warn;

and washed all over befoio going tn tho
stable and dm lug warm wiather, they mo
washed about twice a week whether they
mo sweaty or not. And If not washed
they aro curried ns soon us brought In, as
they aro usually drjer thin than they will
bo In hulf un hour (Shouldeis ure wusheil
twice a day when working.) Aro fed huy,
drain la given after supper. During warm
weather they aro wuturcri and turned out
Just before dark In a small pasture neur
the bain where they aro handy tu get in
tliti morning. They usually como for eull.
Ins. Horses Uko this kind of treatment,
and If well foil they have no objections to

The person who wants to buy from a dis-
tance should buy eggs Instead nf fowls,
as It Is much the cheapest, nnd eiiu illy
satisfactory when dealing vvlth reliable
breeders.

Mineral lllemelits In tins I'ihmI.

The mntter of providing the mineral ele-
ments for the hens Is ono that has
forth more discussion than nny one thing
connected with tho poultry business, s.ijs
the 1'arm and I'lieslde Some claim that
ovster shells, clam shells, old mortar,
(lint, etc., provide nil the mlnei.il mntter
required. Others Insist that these sub-
stances tire Insoluble and are utilized bv
the hens exclusively for the grinding nt
food: that the hens prefer sharp pieces,
which aro voided afterward with the
sharp edges rounded. The eggn contain
phosphate of lime as well us carbon itf of
lime, and tho phosphate Is not found In
any of these substances, while Hint Is
mostly silica, providing no material for
the eggs whatever. Hens will swallow
broken glass or old chlnu qtilto as readily
as any other hard substance. It Is easy
to supply hens with an ample amount of
mineral mntter In a soluble nnd digesti-
ble condition by feeding a variety of food.
They will easily secure more than a, c)

of mliiot il matter In cut clover,
bran and cut green bones, substances that
are illgesti'U anil nssiiniinieu mnr -

quite a difference between tho green fresh
bone, rich In Its Juice us It comes from
the butcher's, nnd the h ird dry bone
which Iris lost Its succulence The value
of all foods depends largely upon their
dlgestlbllltj, and the more this Is provided
for the greater the saving of food, and the
more economical tho piodiutlon of eggs.
