The quality of the oll secured des
pends algo on the Kind of season In
which the flowers have been grown,
Sunless summers result In o much re-
duped quantity  and  inferlor  guality,
There nre many acres of land throughout
the Kingdom, producing at present anly
hoseanty crop of grass, which might be
used for the eultivation of the lavender
plant. The demand for it I8 practically
unlimited, and there Is, therefore, Hitle
danger of 18 belng produced in such
gquantities that the price would fall be-
low o remunerntive level—Exchange,

AN IRONCLAD CANALBOAT.

The Qualnt nnd Unlque Warship Found in
the Navy of Follan:d. !
One of the oldest war vessels in thel
world belongs to Holland, It Is a eanal *
boat, ironclad, a perfect and completely
equipped warship In minjature. To como
upon it suddenly as it lies alongside a
big barracks In one of the cannl strests
of Rotterdam, tied up at n quay on
whieh atrut half a dozen little Duteh sol-
dlers nlmost as toy-llke as the warship,
produces the Impression of looking into
the window of a toy store set out with
Christmns gifts for children.
She Is nhout forty feet long and fif-

teent brond, and her upper deck 18 be-
tween three and four feet above the
witer llne, Her general appedarance,

gayva the New York Sun, I8 something
like that of a Hudson river lighter. But
though she looks so much lHke a toy at

firat glance, n close Inegpection shows
that she was bullt for business, and
there Is a grim look about the hinck

muzzies of u'unﬂng'v::luﬂ ont of her ltile
turrets nnd the chine guns in her tiny
tops, that commnnds one's respect.

Her sides und  deck  seem heavily
armarid, and there I8 nothing showlng
on her decks but the two lHittle turres,
one fore awld one aft, She hag two tiny

masts, nbout twelve feet high, and a
gmokestack betwoon  them. Her hul-
warks are not more than a foot and a

half high, but nx she 18 not likely to en-
counter any heavy, rolllng eeng, and
as any of her orew who might fall over-
board eonld easlly walk nhore, anyhow,
thig gooming luck of usunl safegunrda
docsn't matter. In overvthing visibla
nhout her, she ls as splek and span as a
line-of-battle ship, and the marine who

pacea magnificently four steps and a
turn about her deck I8 a8 murtlal ns
though he trod the deck of the New

York. The sallors about her decks have
mnany rows of bright brass buttong on
the Iapels, sleeves and fronts of thele
Jnekats, which add to the toy-llke ap-
pearnnes of the whole outfit,

A cannl boat lronelad 18 a valuable
part of the defenslve armament of Hol-
Inmd, and would be very efectlve In
pome emergencles.  The whole country
I5 orlgs-crogsed with canals only a few
hundeed vards apart, and about every
street of every town, except Utrecht,
hns n eanal running through the middle
af 1t. The eanals In the country are
everywhere geveral feet higher than the
surrounding land, and a warghip in the
eannl or & reglment on the tow-path
would have 4 strong vantage point. Tt
would be n great slght to see the cannl
boat In action, but she would prabably
glve a good neeount of herself,

Of course, Holland's navy by no
meang confined to eanal bouts, She haa
about 160 men-of-war, of which about
twenty-five ure ironelads, and some of
them rank with the besat vessels of other
nuvies,  Americans nre Interested at
secing displnyed In the most eonspleus
ous plaee in the noval department of the
famots ks museum, In Amsterdam,
the handsome plece of plate presented
hy the people of New York to the
Duteh warship Van Bpeljk when that
vessel lay In the Hudson at the time
of the Columblan celebration, And any-
one who might ba disposed to amlile at
the lHitle country and her cannl boat
warships has only to gpend nn hour In
that museum viewlng the spolls of war
tnken by Duteh eallars from the Dreit-
Ish, the Bpanish and other natlons, to
have his opinlon toned up to & degree
of groat respect,
