The last me.ismi' considered by tho low-

er house l.mt nlKlit was the nio.st Impor-
tant which came before It and the greater
part of tho session was Klven to Its con-

sideration. After a spirited debate the
house adopted the report of the public Im-

provements committee declaring the union
labor ordinance class legislation, passed a
substitute ordinance and indefinitely post-
poned the original ordinance providing that
only union labor should be employed on
work paid for out of the general revenue
of the city.

The substitute ordinance provides as fol-

lows:
"Section 1. All contracts hereafter made

by the city for public Improvements of
every kind out of tho general revenue shall
cuutain a provision that all skilled me
chanics or persons performing skilled la-
bor under sin'li contract shall be bona hde
losldents of Kansas t'lty.

".Section 2. All skilled labor employed on
such work paid tor out of the general rev-
enue shall be paid the union labor
scale of wages or the same scale as is
paid for private work of the Same kind
and before any estimate Is paid the pjoper
olllcer of the city shall ascertain whether
the laborers employed have been paid, and
If not he shall withhold payment of the es-

timate or shall Pay the laborers, taking
their receipt therefor, and shall pay the
balance, It any, to I lie contractor.

"Section 3. No convict shall be
on any public work paid for out of

the general revenue."
The report of the committee, which con-

sists of .Messrs. Ktoner, ilrown and Kid-wel- l,

was as follows:
"We recommend that the original ordi-

nance do not pass and herewith present a
substitute, fine purpose for asking the
passage of the original ordinance was to
protect the resident workman as against the

nt workman. We ale of the
opinion that It Is better to meet this pur-
pose directly by introducing an ordinance
discriminating between residents and non-
residents. This Is done by the substitute
ordinance.

"The committee does not think the coun-
cil has the power to discriminate between
classes of our own citizens, however wor-
thy may be the class in favor of which dis-
crimination Is made or however unwor-
thy the cliss discriminated against. We
express no opinion as to the worthiness or
unwortliiness or any class, but simply state
that the council Is not authorized by the
charter and our laws to make class legis-
lation.

"The committee has added some matters
In the new ordinance, such as the scale of
wages and paymeiii 10 l.uinrers ueiore pay-
ing tho contractor, and convict labor.
These matters indkato tho extent of leg-
islation authorized as the committee re-
gards it and we submit the new ordinance
for the consideration of the council."

At the close of the debate the report was
adopted by the following vote; Yeas
inciter, Craig, Olson, ilrown, .Sioner and
Kidwell; nays Ilegan, Jloran and i'ender-gas- t

yeas and il nays. Uy the same vote
the substitute ordinance given nbove was
passed and the old ordinance Indellnltely
postponed.

.Mr. Ilrown spoke brlelly for the new or-

dinance, arguing that the original ordi-
nance was class legislation; that there
were good nun outside as well as In the
unions and that the new ordinance pro-
vided for home labor, which was the chief

Mr.' Kidwell said: "The old ordinance
ought not to have come before the house
at all. It was Introduced In the upper
house by a gentleman who woll knew It
was It was introduced
for buncombe and political claptrap, lie
won't deceive the people of this city. lie

"I want to resent the criticism upon this
house by a reporter fur a morning paper
(the Times) who criticised the house, when
It referred the old ordinance and said it
had been referred 10 a committee of a.

A.'s. That paper his long ago ceased to be a

paper, and it Is time we re-

sented such Insults."
.Mr. I'endergast to the rnncuo of

Mr. Shlnnick, the Keiitlem.in referred to by
Mr, Kidwell, and said the old oidlnancu
had been lutioduced at the reipiem of the
labor unions of the city.

Mr. t'rulit suld the great majority of tho
union men he had talked with weiti op-
posed to the ordinance, and lhat the tax-
payers ot the city should be debarred from
no work the city has to lve because they
do not belong to a labor union.

At the riMiuest of Mr. Kcuan, Jiiniea K.
Pitzgeialil. of the Ind11st1i.1l council, ad
dressed the house, lie deubd I hat. the or-
dinance, bad be.11 Introduced fur political
purposes, and pointed out the fact Unit to
lie a union labor man the woikiitun-jiiu- st
be a resident of the city, so that tho old
ordinance did nut disci luilnatt against
homo labor. Mr. Fitzgerald closed by say-
ing that tlu-- members of lalior unions
would know their friends not bj their pro-
testations of iiuudship. but by their votes.

Sir OUoa said he had been a laboring
