If they are
not successful It Is certain that llutler,
Armstrong and Kldd will lecomtnend a
commission for that country, with the
purpose of being named as the mem-
bers thereof. This commission will tun
the country nuicli like the commission In
past yen a which took charge of Utah.
The commission plan will be iitged nt
the not session and the appointments
made In time to hold over n few years
nfter the outgoing of tha present ad-
ministration.

Chief Hatrls, of the Cherokee coun-- U

y, said this evening that he did not
think the commission would be nble to
hecuie the consent of the Indians to
Fiibmlt to any change In their present
system. He believed that nil luteiested
would take the advice of the olllce holel-ei- s

in the various nntlons and this ad-
vice, of eouise, would bo against hav-
ing anything to do with pioposltlons
that might be made by the commission.
Mr. lluiris said that congress had vio-
lated nn ngi cement with the Cherokees
that would prevent any negotiations be-

tween the commission and that nation.
In the approval of the agreement for
the sale of the Strip country It had been
ppecllied that the United States would
eject the Intruders In the Cheiokeo coun-
try; a commission had been appointed
to appraise the value of the lmpiove-inent- s

of the Intiuders and the woik of
that commission would be ended on the
nth of next month. According to the
net of congress, as soon as this woik
was completed the government was to
pay the Intrudeis the appraised value of
their property out of lands belonging
to the Cherokee nation now being held
by the United States lor that puipose.
Hut the late congiess provided that fh"
Intruders should not be Interfered with
before the 1st of January next yeni.
This, lib claims. Is a plain violation of
the congressional act when the Strip
country was nccepted.

Mr. llairls alo sajs that In the same
not accepting' the Stilt) country It was
provided that the United States should
have an accountant to go over the ac-
counts between the Cheiokee nation and
the United States and as soon as that
had been completed the United States
Miould nppiopiiato to the nation the
amount to (over the Indebtedness thus
reported. The accountant was set at
work and many months ago submitted a
report showing that the United States
owes the Cherokee nation over four mil-
lions of dollars, not cared for In foimer
appropriations, and under tho net ac-
cepting the Strip country this nmount
should have been allowed the Chero-kee- s
