One of the election Indictments was an-
other against O. V. Krucger to tako the
place of a defective one, of which thore
seems to bo too many altogether, and tho
others are said to bo against minor tools
of tho gang. It was late when the grand
jury reported, so no arrests were made lost
night.

When tho grand Jury submitted Its report

WATER WORKS BONDS.

I'orm of the Proposed Amendment Sub-
mitted to tlm Committee on Char-

ter Ketltlnn.
By the untnlmous wile of the members

of the charter revision committee present
nt jeslordaj's meeting, tho proposed
amendment establishing a boml of pork
commissioners was upproed. Certain
minor change-- , woro made, but the text of
tho amendment was not materially altered.
The document was returned to Attorney
llnff, who wilt consult eminent legal au-
thority nnd report any suggested changes
at, tho hcxt meeting of tho committee,
which, will be hold Tuesday afternoon. It
was also practically determined jestorday
tint this park amendment nnd the one

for the Issue of bonds for the pur-
chase of the water works will be the only
one- - which will be submitted to tho icople
at the special election.

The water works umendment was sub-
mitted by City Counselor Ilo?7elle and was
consldend by tho committee. It will bo
reported substantially os read, with the
recommendation that It be submitted to the
people. All of tho members of the com-
mittee Join in the belief tint the election
will take plnco not later than May 15.

Councilman Drown will urge hlft amend-
ment to ll the minimum license fee at Jl
Instead of ". ns at prcent. Then tho
amendment to take the police boird away
from the governor will be discussed.

Councilman Olson will urge his amend-
ment to permit the board of public works
to create a Joint sewer district of the whole
rlty, for the purpose of completing the O.
K. creek reiver. Under the present section
of the charter, the Joint sewer districts are
limited to the territory drained naturally
by tho proposed sewer. An the city cannot
Issue bonds to build It and Mr. Olson feels
that the whole cltv would bo benefited by
the completion of this sewer, ho will makr
a strong effort to have his amendment fa-
vorably reported,

In tho case of the National Water
Works Company, of New York, complain-
ant, and against Kansas Cltv. as defend-
ant, on the 1Mb day of November, 1531, and
the full and entire amount thereof, as tho
Bime Is now, or may hereafter bo deter-
mined and fixed by said court In said case,
and Interest and costs therein, s.ild Judg-
ment and decree being In tho matter of the
purchase of the water works f said com-
pany by said city, by ordinance of the
common council of said city, may, upon
said decree becoming final and tho amount
thereof payable by the city, Issue and noil
Its negotiable coupon bonds to such amount
as rany bo necessary, not exceeding tho
amount of said decree, as the same may
hereafter be determined,

"Such bondt shall bo In denominations
each not less than 5100 nor more than $1,000,
payable to bearer from time to time, not
moro than twenty jeais from date, in law-
ful money of the united States, as may ho
fixed by ordinance. Interest on said bonds
shali not exceed 7 per cent. They shall bo
signed by the mayor, nttestcd by tho city
clerk and countersigned by the city comp-
troller.

"If and w hen said bonds become payable,
the city may, by ordinance, cause said
bonds to be executed, and the name shall
be delivered on tho cancellation of said
Judgment and decree against the city. The
city snail at or before tho issue of said
bonde provide by ordinance, for tho col-
lection of tho taxes necessary to pay the
interest and bonds as the same shall ma-
ture and shall create a. sinking fund to
meet the same. Said sinking fund shall bo
kept. Invested and managed as other sink-
ing funds of the cltv are managed. Sections
14 .nd 16 of mtlcle XIII. of the city charter
are hereby Tcpealed."

Desperate rirht Uetween tho ATnnlaa and
Ills Guards on a Cublo Car Refused

Admission to tho I'oor Farm
Nathan Nosovltch, tho unknown insane

man who was arrested at the Union depot
a few days ago, and who almost overpow-
ered Jailer Koger In a tight In the Central
police Jail shortly after his arrest, made a
desperate effort to escape from Humane
Olilcer Sherlock and Policeman Duen on a
cable car at Ninth nnd Walnut streets
yesterday afternoon. The ofllcers weio re-
turning with tho tnsano man from the
county court house at Independence, where
his admission to the poor farm had been
refused on the ground that he vms a non-
resident.

Suddenly, while tho ofllcers were remark-
ing how quietly Nosovltch had conducted
himself during tho trip, the Insane man
turned toward a woman In the car nnd
made an Insulting remark. A gentleman
who did not know that the Insulter was In-

sane and o prisoner, struck him In the face,
and then a v. lid flgUt ensued. Nosovltch
fought like a demonK The ear came to a
halt and the maniac nnd Humane ofllcer
rolled off the ear together. Tor a moment
tho Insane man was on top; and then he
wont down under the combined assault of
Policeman Dual and the Humane agent.
Then the two men could scarcely hold him.
Handcuffs were put upon him and the pa-
trol wagon was called to tako him to the
Central police station. A great crowd
gathered during the light.

The
men who wero sore over the fact thought
It was radically wrong that n. mm In such
a position was able to have a substitute
put In his porltloiv while he ured the time
thus afforded to pursue a coure of study
In some school. They were of the opinion
that men cmplo)0d In such pixltUnw should
give their cnllro lime to the work of the
public and not Khnrc It with othcis while
practicing their profession.

Postmaster Heed was seen concerning the
matter Ht evening and said that lie did
have at the present time In the oillce some
clerks and can lers who wire graduated,
and In one Instance a carrier was doing
pome professional practice. The milterwas canvassiil pretty closely some dnjri
after the graduation of the men, nnd they
wero told that It appeared to the depart-
ment that a mnn ought to devote himself
to one buslnifs as much ns possible, and, In
cisc he desired to practice his profession,
It looked its though he ought to r'.li:ii his
olllclil iHJSlttuII.

Acting on the suggestion, Mr. N. O.
lesson, who has !oen one of the clerks In
the olllco. handed In his resignation, to
tako effect April 1, and two other resigna-
tions vveto nlo handed In, to take eflcct ata later date,

"It appeued to me quite creditable to the
men," .Mr. Heed, "that they were
able to puisue a course ot study nnd gradu-
ate during their etnplojment, and, Inas-
much as their work was quite up to the
standard in the oillce, we had nothing ot
which to complain. Hut when the cleiKs
were gi initiated and began 1o open of-
fices nnd bid for public ikitronnge and fa-
vor.

The fact of the men being stu-
dents hns not heen allowed to Interfere with
tho work of the oillce nor will It at any
time."

Even
In Washington there are phvlclnns holding
places ns clerks who l.eep tholr otllces open
after business hours, and in in my In-

stances make It very profitable. They nre
called "sundown doctors," for the reason
that their practice begins at sundown.
