few days until the hostlles could be lo-
cated definitely, I decided to start out the
next morning. We started and made the
first day all right. The next morning be-
fore sunup wa bid eaten breakfast, hitched
the teams and vere under way. We fcal

traveled half A mile, perhaps,, when I saw
a large band of mounted Indians about ft
mile away, coming directly towards us,
I had never seen nn Indian before, but
I assure you I knew these In ft second.
Yelling to the Mexican to take cire of
himself, I lumped to the ground, whipped
out my knife, cut the traces of n power-
ful lead horse and, Jumping on his back,
struck out for Socorro, twenty miles away.
The Indians sighted us about the time I
snw them nnd, letting out n terrlllc whoop,
started In pursuit. I looked bick just
once, saw them waving their hinds In
the air nnd, digging my heels Into tho flank
of my horse, kept on. I reached Socorro
nbout ! o'clock, almost deid from tho
ride nnd with tt lathered, trembling horse,
The miners nnd cattlemen In the town
crowded nround me nnd nfter hearing my
story of Ueronlmo nnd his horde df braves
from whom I hnd escaped capture, began
to get out their guns for a defense of tho
camp, livery one believed that the Indians
would attempt lo tnko tho town. Therewere very few women In the place nndthey were nil crowded Into the biggest
adobe house, around which tho men gath-
ered. In nbout half nn hour scouts, who
hnd been posted oittsldo of the town, re-
ported n, small body of horsemen coming
nnd ten minutes afterward mv Indians en-
tered Socorro. I had been frightened by a
sijuid of soldiers from San Miguel outnfter n. deserter."
