Gold nnd silver coin
were legal tenders before the constitu-
tion, nnd congress, under Hid power to
"coin money, regulate th value there-
of, nnd of foreign cdlti,'1 etc., In lStU
provided for coining our llrst money ns
iv nation. Tho discussion ns was printed
In tho opinion ot Judge Vincent yester-
day discloses one vcty Important point,
to notice which Is the main purpose in
writing this the erfect of confining tho
unit to una metal.

That is simply the fact for eagles had
to havo ten units, half-eagl- es five units
nnd qunrtcr eagles "each to be of the
value of two dollnis and a half dollar."
Tho fnct that tho quarter eagles are
defined by the "dollar" Is a flood ot
light on the "unit" matter which to
nny common senp leader was the silver
dollar and nobody but a usurer would
try to evade the legal meaning of tho
act of 1S32. "Gold is the money of kings;
silver Is the money ot the people," Is a
proverb that has come down fiom tho
most remote ages. Business ljlng and
commercial falsehood was born of usuiy

Captain Woodson, In charge ot the

Chejeiino nnd Arapahoe Indlnn agency.
Is taking steps to civilize the Indians of
those two tribes, nnd ho Is going about
It In a forcible but common sense man-
ner. It Is the policy which should have
been ndopted by the government long
ago. Captain Woodson has Issued
stilngeitt orders compelling the break-
ing up of alt camp relations, the imme-
diate settling on allotments, and the
abolition of polygamy, gambling and
drunkenness; other kindred reforms nre
Instituted, There nre other good In-

dians besides dead one, and tho way to
make good Indians out of the material
nt hand Is to clvllle them, not by fur-
nishing them nrms with which to kill
the frontier settlers, and not by starv-
ing them Into Insurrection by providing
lusufllcicnt rations, which nre often still
further reduced by the peculations of
thrifty ngents. Tho Indian policy of the
government has been for the most part
to give tho Indian n rllle and a blanket,
and lot him shift for himself, with theft
tho only lesource for eking out the ra-

tions doled out by tho government.
The Indian hns demonstrated that he

Is capable ot good, and It the last gen-
eration cannot be entirely weaned from
Its idols, the younger generation can.
Give tho Indian a chance and he can
hold his own. But to leave him In Idle-
ness and In tho undisturbed practice of
his aboriginal customs Is the surest way
to keep tiouble brewing. A common
sense business policy Is worth more
than nil the agitation of tho societies
organised for the amelioration of the
condition of the noble red man.

OUR FAMOUS TREATIES,

Richanire Coplen ot Some Fumotit Fnpert
Signed by Uncle Sam-Vnl- qn

Tokens.
While there Is but one original treaty

of Versailles, ona treaty bt Washington,
ono Claytoh-Btilw- er trea!' which last
jou to often hsar mentioned there are
al least two official copies of nil other
treaties, say the Boston HiHsct. These
are called "exchange copl," beenuse
they nro really exchange! by repre
eentfttlvcs of the governments wh'ch are
purtleB to them, and the exact moment
at whldh this exchange ts made by those
representatives is that moment on
which the treaty becomes legally oper
alive in both countries nffcctoJ by 11.

Treaties take their names after cltlei
ot1 after courts nt which they arc drawn
up. Thus, tho treaty of A ersnllles,
dated nt Paris, affects the United States
nnd Hngland, Tho famous treaty of
Berlin affected in vital degree not Ger-
many, but Hngland nnd Russia.

After a treaty has been negotiated
nnd ratified by both governments thnt
nre parties to It, our state department
prepares an "exchange copy" of It,
which It presents to the other party to
the treaty. If It be a treaty with Japan,
China or nny other countries ot the far
Hast, or If It be one with Turkey, KUs-sl- a,

Sweden or Greece, It Is written in
some European language. If It bo u
treaty with Spain, Portugal or nny ot
tho South American republics, It Is usu-nll- v

written In Spanish and English.
The treaty Is engrossed upon parch-

ment on one side of the sheet, and the
seal of the United Slates, which, unlike
the seal of nlrnost every other nation of
the world, Is not wax, but embossed
white pnper, Is plnccd nt the left of the
ofllclnl signature at tho end of the doc-
ument.

The official signature Is not that of
the secretary of state or a commission-
er, as In the case of nn original, but tho
signature of the president of tho United
States. The parchment used Is ten by
eighteen Inches in size, nnd to preserve
the sheets there nre provided stiff cov-
ers ot red or blue Russia leather.

Tho exchange copy of our last treaty
with Spain waa engrossed In a hand
thnt was more beautiful than print. The
paper waa divided down tho middle by
a pale blue line. On tho left ot the line
was written the English version, nnd on
tho right tho Spanish one. In mention-
ing the parties to the treaty wo always
mention ourselves llrst, thus reversing
the UBUal rule of private etiquette. Tho
Spanish government prepared a sjmilnr
exchange copy, signed by the Spanish
soveielgn. In this one the Spanish ver-
sion Is written on the left, or first hnlf
of the page, tho English on tho second,
or last, and Spain follows tho universal
diplomatic custom by mentioning her-
self first.

Thee exchange copies having been
prepared, the representatives of the two
countries meet ny appointment and for-
mally trnde copies. Hence our exchange
copies are not at 'Washington, but in
foreign capitals, while in tho stnte de-
partment at Washington mny bo seen, It
you get the necessaiv permission to do
so, exchange copies that have been pre-
pared In almost every part of the globe,
nnd which bear tho nutographs of almost
every sovereign and president ot the
world for the last hundred years and
more.

Exchange copies made by us to pre-
sent to foreign nations nro severely
plain when compared with those that
foielgn nations present to us. Those
from Slam, Japan and China contain nil
the flummeiy that can be crowded Into
or upon them. They bear gold lettering
In piofuslon, Eeals as big as the crown
of your hat and enough ribbon to stock
a notion counter of a metropolitan store.

A famous treaty of amity nnd com-
merce was drawn up between this coun-
try and the tycoon of Jnpan, and tho
exchange copy of It, prepared by tho
Japanese foreign ofllco for presentation
to us, Is a woik Qf art. First there Is a
black lacquer box of exquisite make,
tied with heavy cords and tassels of
purple silk, Raising the lid one sees the
treaty contained In a book over half an
Inch thick and bound in gold brocade.
The text of tho tieaty is in Dutch, but
accompanying this is the document
known ns the "full power," a few sheets
of paper bearing Japanese characters,
and contained In a sewn slip of white
and gold brocade; both the treaty and
"full power" nro wrapped in a large
square of scarlet silk brocade.

Another unique exchange copy Is the
ono between the United States nnd the
sultnn of Muscat, called thp treaty of
Muscat. It Is written In Arabic upon
linen pnper that is bordered with scarlet
and goJd linos, and Inclosed In a highly
pollRhed three Jointed ivory cylinder.
Undo Him Is also in receipt of many
queer articles that signify to tho send-
ers amity and good will. Thero Is a
whalo tooth from the TiJI islands, a
grass robe trimmed with bird feathers
from Samoa, a daugerreotype ot the
king of Corea and n silver urn from tho
queen of Mndngnscnr.
