It Is
furnished sometimes in the foim of syiup,
and with It on tho table wo could keep our
livers In order and still have the luxitiy of
buckwheat cakes In midsummer. Tho Japa-
nese make a very cheap black varnish
which might be Imported at a prollt, and
they have tho softest and most beautiful
pipers known to the world. I know ot one
bright American who made, a fortune out
of little Japanese boxes. lie bought thesu
by the hundieds of thousands.shlppod them
to tho l'nlted States and tilled them with
tacks. The tacks worn sold nt the regular
price, and the women bought them In pref-
erence to other brands. In order to get the
boxes.

There are numerous other thjnBs of this
same nature that might be eionc. One thing
is in the making of clock cases, Such cases
ns we have from Germany and France,
mado In porcelain, are very high priced
The Jnpaneso could produce these very
much cheaper, and they could make carved
clock cases which would sell at high prices,
I mention these things merely as indica-
tive of tho vast Held which Is now open to
America In Japan. Itemember, tho Jap-
anese can do nn) thing that we can do. and
If lou show him a plctuie of anything
under tho sun ho can copy It. He Is packed
full of Ideas himself, and ho Is an Inventor,
as well as an Imitator. From now on he
will want more foreign clothes nnd more
foreign machlneiy, and America ought to
supply a greater portion of his needs.

Tim Chinese Market,
Tho settlement of the war will bring

about a great change In China, and from
now on tho empire will probably bo slowly
but steadily opened. The-- making Nanking
a treaty port will give- - a now foreign set-
tlement at that point, 20o miles up the
Yanglse-Klan- g, The government will bo
obliged to cede a certuln amount of land
nere to the foreigners, and a llttlo for-tlg- u

city will spring up at this point, such
ns have already sprung up at eveiy open
port. In Canton there 1s nn island which
Is given up to tho foreigners. At Hankow
the foreign concession covers, 1 Judge, at
least a square mile, and at Shanghai many
foreigners have made fortunes out of the
rise of the real estate In the foreign conces-
sion. There are foreign settlements at
Tien Tain, at KM Klang and at Chin Klang
and In these property Ib worth much more
than In the Chinese cities themselves.
These concessions nre governed by the for-
eign consuls, and the Chlne.se like (o obtain
Property within them If they can, as this
trees them from the exactions ot the Chi-
nese oHlclnls and puts them under for-
eign Jaw, These concessions are much likeforeign cities., They have modern houses.
Their streets are macadamized, and they
are kept 1n order by being smoothed with
heavy rollers, which are drawn by hundreds
of Chinese, They have their own police-
men, and are by all odds the most desira-
ble places In China In which to live. The
city of Nanking Is about live miles back
from the river, and it Is one of the richest
cities In China. It was for years tho cap-
ital ot China, und )t Is In the heart ot one
of the richest of the Chinese provinces.
The foreign concession may be on the riv-
er, or It may be on the edge of the city.
Wherever It Is. tho land Is almost certain to
Increase 1n value, and an Investment in it
ought to be b'ood.

I'ldim uml Military Supplies.
Those best posted on the Chinese char-

acter say thut this war will be followed by
a great military activity throughout the
Chinese empire. New gunnorks will be atoace started. A new navy will bo con-
structed, and there will be a great de-
mand tor all kinds of machinery for themaking of arms and the munitions of war.
There are now more than 2.000 men at
work in tho shops at Shanghai. An equal
number are probably employed in the gun-wor-

at Tien Tsln. und the Foochow ship.
urds will bo pushed to their utmost ca-

pacity. The Chinese have seen their ne-
cessity for railroads, and their lack ofability to move their troops without them.
The first road to be built will probably be
one fiom Tien Tsln to Hankow, and thenco
to Canton. This has been planned for
years, and It will tag a territory contain-
ing hundreds of millions ot people. The

-
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tork of gelling such concessions will be
slow, nnd It is vefv doubtful whether for-
eigners will bo allowed to build rallronils.
If .they should be permlttted to do so, tho
Held mr electricity and steam Is rrnctlcnlly
unlimited, and such n revolution In rail-
road building nnd manufacturlm? wIlL take
place ns will turn the remnlnder of the
Industrial world upside down.

In these they have1 modern
machinery. A great port or tho cotton used
Is made by hnnd, not more thnn

being Imported. Our cotton cloths
nre more popular than tho Ungllsh or tho
native cottons.but they cost too much and
hence vvp send but llltiu manufactured cot-
ton to China. The market, however, Is
enormous. One ot the consuls made nn

of It not long ngo. Hi' said that tho
Chinese nre clothed principally in cotton.
There are at leas 4W.000.000 of them, und
they ito about twenty yards aplcco
every )enr. This would make a con-
sumption of S.UX'.COO.CW yards a )iar.

rect, or a strip of cotton a yard wide
nnd 21,000.000,000 feet long. At ",0o0 foot to
the mile this would be more than 4,000,000
miles long, or enough to reach 100 times
around tho world. Ono hundred nnd sKtv
feet makes a very wide city street. It you
could hnvu three such streets running clear
around the world, and could patch tho cot-
ton used by the Chinese Into ono vastcrazy quilt. It would be more than enough
to carpet them. Ot this enormous amount
more thnn 7,f.o0,0u0,000 yards are made
by the Chinese, being woven by tho
women on hand looms. If we could get
low freight rates we oiiBht to be able to
supply a large pin of these cottons. Tho
Chinese wnnt a good cotton, nnd they needheavy, strong nnd closely woven goods for
winter. In the future they will probably
make the greater part of their own good",
but the market which might bo
created for our raw cotton Is almost In-
estimable. There would bo no limit to pro-
duction If wo hnd It, nnd with tho opening-o-

the Nlcaragunn canal thn great part ot
It ought to come lo us. The kinds of cot-
tons used by the Chinese nre generally bluo
In color. They use a large amount of drills,
nnd tho snlls for their vessels ore mado of
this cloth.

Our Lumber nml VMirat.
Tho Chinese are now using quite a lot of

American lumber. The lumber comes fromOregon nnd Washington, nnd It goes as
far North as Peking. I saw un American
pine In the lumber yards of Japan and I
met a man who was trvlng to Introduce It
Into Hnstern Siberia. During my stay in
Vnldlvostock an American ship loaded
with California wheat was lying nt tht
wharves, and quite a good deal of our Hour
Is now-- used in China. Stiango as it mny
seem to ninny, lice Is an expensive) form
of food there and In tho North many of tho
people are too poor to oat It. There are no
big flouring mills In China, and even in
the city of Canton, which, you know,
contains about 2,000,000 people-- , I saw oxen
grinding flour by dragging one stone about
on the top of another.
