HOW THE PLAN WILL BE WORKED

At the Next Meeting of thn Council
tho Autl-Spnrri- Ordinance Wilt

Ho Acted Upon Sudden Dentil
of M. L. Parker.

The Trades Assembly held Its regular
meeting yesterday afternoon at Sawjcr's
hall. The report relative to the settlement
of the coopers' strike was received and
the assembly expressed Itself as satlsflcil
with the result.

A proposition was submitted that may
lead to a. indlcnl chango In tho dealings
of the labor oiganlzatlons of the city with
such merchants as atlllluto with them 111

their proposed agreement. This arrange-men- t
has been In use in various Kas tern

cities and Is reported as being very suc-

cessful. It Is known as the "circular sjs-tem- ."

It Is In this manner that tho "cir-
cular sjstem" works: All merchants atlU-latl-

with the movement employ only
union clerks and handle only union made
merchandise. The union men purchase
their goods only of such merchants as
comply with the requirements and handle
union made, goods. Thus each party is
alike benefited.

When u union purchaser buys goods
from a "union" merchant he Is given a
"cheek" for tho amount of tho purchase.
This check Is delivered to the Trades
Assembly by the pui chaser and at the
end of the month the checks nre presented
to the merchant who Issues them and ho
pajs St per cent of their amount to tho
Trades Assembly, Tho Increaso In trado
received by the merohants Is considered
uh a Mifllclent return for tho 2 per cent
paid to tho assembly. The matter wus
brought up In the assembly jesterelny by
the Introduction of the following proposi-
tion:

Tirst That wo use tho same system
in vogue by the Essex Trades Council
In Newark, N. J and that wo imme-dltel- y

proceed to get some one or more
merchants who ore friendly to organized
labor to take hold of the same and that a,
committee be appointed to visit said mer-
chants and explain to them the fruits and
benefits to bo derived from tho 'circular
system' to he inaugurated In this city:

"Second That no merchant, clothing
store, cigar dealer, grocery or drug stora
shall have tho circular cheek who does
not employ union clerks and handle ono
or more lines of union label goods. All
cigar stores, grocers, and drug stores to
employ union clerks and handle
strictly union labor cigars, clothing,
furniture dry goods stores, etc., to
employ none other' than union clerks and
handle a line of union made rlothlng and
garments bearing tho label of either be-

fore they shull b.a entitled to circular
checks,

"Third That all ilealers or merchants
shall lit the end of each month pay to
the secretnry-treasure- r of tho Trades As-
sembly 2 per cent of all purchases made
by the 'clicular system.' said money to
be used as tho assembly may hereafter
direct."

Mr. Parker was 6J years old
and had been In the employ of the Union
Pacific Railroad Company as a machinist
for twenty jeurs.

SERMON TO OltADUATES.

Preached by ltev. II. !. Mcndrnhall nt 1'lrst
Presbyterian Church.

In tho Tirst Presbyterian church, last
evening, the pastor, Hov. If. G. Mcnden-hal- l,

preached a sermon to the graduating
class of tho high school. He took for his
text, I Samuel xlv:l. "Come nnd let us go
over to tho Philistines." The subject was
Jonathan, whoso exploit In capturing a fort
of tho Philistines was described. This
suggested that Jonathan was. successful
because ho seized the opportunity. Tho
minister said: "He did not sigh for open-
ings; he made one. Thete nro too many
laggards In life. If we aro not born great
wo expect to havo greatness thrust upon
us. No man becomes great by sighing for
It. No man gains a victory without going
out to battle. The best way on a cold day
to havo a flro Is to kindle one; nnd wo may
maka a, success In life-- by taking off our
coats and wielding sledgehammer blows
that will make the sparks lly. There are
no princes hero save those of the roynl
house of haid work. Many of the world's
greatest heroes havo been young men.

"Jonathan was not easily discouraged.
Many young persons succumb too eaally
at the difficulties In their way. They seo
lions and a whole menagerie lot looe upon
them and they retrent. What If there nro
lions? They are caged. Rivers They are
nnugeu. jo men luugnr ion mnv laugn
one day. Henry Clay, Horace Greeley and
Stephen Glinrd were examples of men
overcoming obstacles. Difficulties make
the men and women. The joung thrive on
hard woik. The oung man accustomed to
It will soon outdistance the man who has
been reared In luxury.

"Another lesson Is that success may be
gained with the meanest nnd poorest
weapon. Israel went out against the Phil-
istines nlth agricultural Implements, but
they won the day. Wo must not be too
nice nnd exquisite. Tho man who is nfruid
of soiling his hands doesn't amount to
much. Not so much depends upon tho
weapon as upon the way in which wo uso
It. The worst looking horso oftenest wins
tho race. We aro not to disregard the
weapons put Into our hands, but wo are to
know how to use them.

"Jonathan feared God. He went to bat-
tle In God's strength. The world more than
ever demands for Its lenders men of char-
acter, purity, honesty. In political battles
men of character nic chosen to lead. The
Import of Investigations now going on In
this btato Is the moral rottenness ot of-
ficials. Thn world doesn't sigh for men of
genius, but honest bankers, lawyers, busi-
ness men, statesmen "

The speaker plended with his young hear-
ers to start light. Tho giudimtes wero
compared lo a ship leaving New York
loaded with passengei.s who go on a voy-
age of discovery to tho Old World. Young
people leaving school go out on a voyago
of discovery ns they .search out thlnasnew und old In life.

History nt n Contested Claim In Oklahoma

Washington, May Iff (Special.) The his-
tory of an Oklahoma land contest case will
give some Idea of the lack of business
methods In the Interior department.

Over a. jcar ago final proof notice was.
lFiieil In the case ot Reeves vs. James
Hughes, Involving a claim twenty miles
northwest of Guthrie. This Is In the orig-
inal Oklahoma, nnd the ease has been pend-
ing for six j ears. After the usunl delay
nnd struggle on both Mile, inclitenl to such
holly contested cases, final proof was
reached nnd Reeves won the case. It ap-
pears In the record that Hughes admitted
that ho was a "sooner," having entered
Upon the land at S o'clock on tho day ot
tho opening. Tho ense was not ns com-
plicated ns many. White Hughes vvns the
original occupant the fact ndmltted by
himself that ho was a "sooner," according
to the holding of tho department, set him
nsldc nnd final proof was lisucd In favor
of Reeves,

This point was reached last je.ar, nnd
Reeves supposed he would get his patent
very noon and thus end the contest.

But the pntent failed to arrive. He com-
municated with Ihe department by letter
nnd could get no answer. He made numer-
ous Inquiries nbout his cast, but his efforts
were not rewarded by nny Information.
Reeves could not understand this, so ho
concluded to have an nttormy here make
nn Inquiry. But the local nttomey knew
that It takes at least J200 for a lawjer to
make a trip here and back from Oklahoma,
so he estimated that his services under tho
circumstances would be worth about t'-'-

and ho so Indicated. The attorney also
hinted that he had a very irgo pull In the
department; that he had relatives down In
Georgl i and up In Wisconsin anil In this
way ho could catch the Interior department
In general and tho land olllce In pirtlculnr,

After some more letter writing to tho de-
partment and continued failure to get an
answer .Mr. Reeves decided to submit to
the robbery of the local attornej. It Is a
fact thnt no administration was ever mure
popular with the gang of local nttornej s
who get fees by reason of departmental
neglect or perhnps by agreement with cer-
tain officials to not dispose of cases until
a local attorney could be emplojid, How-
ever this may be, Mr. Reeves, like thou-
sands of others, could get no word from
the department and hired the lawjer.

It will be of special Interest to know
what was the matter with the cne. Clf
course, the local attorney went at the mnt-t- cr

good uaturedly. He called for tho
papers and It took .an hour to get all the
documents together. Then, after the
papers had been found, apparently bj
chance, It was noticed that someone hid
written across the papers "suspended"
There were no Initials Indicating the clerk
had done thnt nnd on examination no rea-
son could bo found for such action. Chief
of the division sent the papers around nk-ln- g

tho clerks If thej could tell who hail
written the word "suspended" After n.
while It was learned thnt n clerk who, nt
one time, had been In thit division, but had
since been cnt to unother department
building, had made the entrj The papi rs
weie then taken to him and when askul
If he had pisid upon the case said that
ho had. He w.as asked why he had stis.
pended Ihe case, whereat he proceeded to
look Into tho papers. Presi ntlv he erised
the word "suspended" nnd announced that
he could see no reason for having held up
the case In that fashion.

Owing to this action of the clerk the pat-
ent hnel not been Issued and whj he did o
Is still a mjstorj-- . As he himself could
find no excuse for It tho rest of the world
Is left In the dnik.

Strange as It may seem this Is a common
occurrence. There was nothing more of It
as far as the clerk was concerned. It ap-
peared to be all right with the higher of-
ficials and they announced that as the case
had got out of Its class It would be

omewhnt, but thej would hurrj It
up nnd have the patent Issued which long
ago should have been Imthu hands ot the
successful claimant..

This will give nn Idea of how cases are
held up "suspended" In bureaus and de-
partments where there Is a general mix of
biislm ss It Is well known tint In the
dajs when N C. Mcl'.arland, of Kansas,
was commissioner of the land olllce that
within three minutes nil papers In a given
case could be found and all tho decisions
of clerks were made with a reason and the
same Initialed so thnt a complete lecord
was kept of everj transaction At that
