San Trnnclsco, May H. A terrific report
nnd concussion which was distinctly felt
nil turoufih the city nnd at towns around
the bny, for n. dlstnnco of forty miles, was
nt first believed to hno been caused by an
earthquake, but proved to bo an explosion
In tho nttro'gUcerlno nnd mixing houses,
store house nnd I'tincotton departments
of the California powder works at 1'lnoln,
ncross tho bay. The crew of the clyecrine
house, four In number, nnd the foreman of
the mixing house were nil killed, nt were
nine Chinese working In the latter depart-
ment. Tho explosion occurred In tho nitro-
glycerine house, and hj probably caused
by the Chinese dropping n can of the ex-
plosive. The cause cannot bo definitely
ascertained, however, as nil connected with
tho building aro dead. There were 200 Chi-
nes In tho adjacent mixing room, and
nt tho sound of the explosion all ran and
the majority escaped. Tho force of the
explosion was tremendous. Hugo trees
wero thrown Into the bny, a distance of
half a mile, and nltro-gljeeil- tanks
weighing a ton each aro now lying GOO

ynrds distant from the scene. Toes, hands,
legs and other parts of the mutilated re-

mains of Jhc dead aro scattered nlong the
road for a mile. Tho nltro-glyccrl- houso
first went up, then tho mixing store houso
nnd guncotton In tho premises followed.
The nltro-gljcerl- house, of which not a

cstlgo remains, was a three story frame
stiucture 2u03o feet. It contained S.OUO

pounds of nltro-glycerl- and 2,uuo pounds
of Hercules powder. A remarkahlo feat-u-i

e of the explosion Is that although the
Htore house, containing 1,000 pounds of
Hercules powder. Is completely wrecked,
Its contents are intact. In nil 10,000 pounds
of explosives went up w lth a roar and a
sheet of llame. Tho fatalities aro as fol-

rODIt MINEHS SUFFOCATED.

Explosion of Powder In a Mine Rcsn.lt
Fntully.

Wheeling, W. Va.. Slay 2L The first re-

ports of a disastrous explosion at the
Monongah mine y were wildly exag-
gerated, and a number of very sensa-
tional stories hae been sent out over tho
country. The exact facts are: At 12.30

o'clock this afternoon a Pole carelessly
Ignited a can of powder In mine No. 4 of
tho Monongah Coal and Coke Companj,
nnd a terrible explosion followed. The ac-
cident occurred In the main nir course
leading to mine No. 2, about 500 feet fiom
the mouth of mine No. 4. and the smoke
was thus driven thiought the different
parts of the mine, suffocating four miners.
Quite a number of others were seriously
but not fatally affected by the smoke. The
names of the dead are:

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firearms were found on cither of the men.
Both give bond for their appearance In
police court this morning.

It was learned Inter that this was not
the first trouble that Hrndhury had jester-da- y.

At 6 o'clock vrslerdij evening ho en-
tered the saloon of Richard Slntie nn Grand
avenue and assaulted John I'eoler. It Is
claimed thnt Bradbury knocked him down
nnd was only saved from seriously Injur-
ing him by the Interference of bstander,
Htrlv In the evening. It Is nlso claimed,
Hrndhury assaulted a man named Lewis
Woods on Grand avenue Bradbury was
dragged aw-n- y from Woods by Jeff Hren-na- n,

a constable In Justice Krucger's court.

."But whllo vve recognbo the fact that
the llnanclnl ques'lon is the Issue of para-
mount Interest, we do not forget that
other questions of nnttoml Importance nru
clamoring for attention. The failure of the
present administration on Ilnuncl.il lines
has been so conspicuous that Its failure In
all other lines has been for the moment
lost to view. With an alarming deficit In
our revenues with each succeeding month,
the country demands the return of the
tariff nnd reciprocity policy ot thopartv.

"With our flag mocked and derided In
mnny quarters of the globe, the nntlonnl
spirit of independence and partlotlsm de-
mands a strong American hand at the
head of the state department and a fnlrexponent of American sentiment In tho
presidential cnair.

"With the surviving soldiers of the Union
treated as supplicants' to whom favors must
be thrown with a grudging hand, the patrl-otl- c

gratitude of all loval Americans rises
In Indignant revolt; with the ruinous com-
petition of foreign pnpper libor degrading
the standard of American workmen, the
spirit ot fair play and of simple Justice to
our own people demand the most stringent
restilctlon upon the Introduction of fore-
ign pauper labor within our borders.

"I'or these and other sins of omission and
commission too numerous to detail, we
denounce the administration of Orover
Cleveland: vve declare Its attitude toward
our own territory In Its Imbecile and

methods of opening public
lands, In Its unreasonable ill lay In open-
ing new tracts to settlement. In its re-
fusal to grant homes to settlers wrongly
discriminated against ns unfriendly and
disastrous, and we confidently look to theincoming Republican congress to reverse
this policy, particularly In tho matter ofgranting free homes to the settlers of
Oklaliom 1 and In granting early state-
hood to this territory.

This extra session of the Thirty-eight- h

general assembly has reached a crisis, a
show down. With the pnssngo by IhUIi

houses to-d- of an elections bill, tho
decks are cleared, and nothing now stands
In tho way ot a record on the fellow serv-
ants bill. Tho situation tuny bo stated In
a few words. Tho nntl-lobb- y bill was
never n stiong factor In this remirk.ible
fight. Perhaps this was due to the poor
construction of tho hills Introduced, per-

haps tho members considered the passage
of such a bill n reflection on themselves
nnd a confirmation ot the charges mado
In Governor Stone's message. ,

The elections bill was delayed In con-

summation simply because of jiolltlcs;
tho lobby cared little for It ono way or tho
other. It is upon tho defeat of a fellow
servants bill that the lobby has staked Its
hopes and united strength. In the house
a number of fellow servants bills were In-

troduced, referred to the commltteo on
labor and there allowed to He, It being
tho policy of the caucus to dispose ot an
elections bill before action w is tnken on
any other legislation. Tho senate labor
committee, to which was referred Senator
Baskett'H rallioad fellow servant bill, met
nnd decided to report a general bill instead.
Two nights later the committee reconsid-
ered Its action nnd voted to report a
straight railroad bill. Then it went Into
the senate. What happened then? Why,
Senator Peers offered a general bill, with
an Insurance clause as a substitute, and it
was ndoptcd. Then tho general solicitors
ot three big railroad coiporatlons came
along nnd the senate postponed action to
hear what they might say. The lobbyists
had their say, nnd again the senate took
up the Peers bill. Since that time people
who have wandered into tho sen ite cham-
ber have listened to long hours of dreary
talk. Dreary tor the most part, although
there have been a few rather sensntlonal
Incidents. Nearly ever enator In the
chamber has taken the floor. They have
Indulged in They have
prated of their own honesty while Im-

pugning the motives of others. They have
denied allegiance to the lobby and Hworn
to their lovo for the worklngman. They
have denounced the governor of the state,
and they have Indulged In crimination and
recrimination. They stopped talking this
afternoon at B.M o'clock and ordered the
Peers bill to engrossment.

Then was exposed what a hollow moc-
ker, what a miring fnice the vvholp busi-
ness was. Immediately after the bill was
ordered to engrossment, Senator I. man
presented a concurrent resolution provid-
ing for a sine die adjournment Stun day,
May J'), at noon. Senator Lancaster moved
that consldeiatlon of the resolution be
postponed until 10 o'clock morn-
ing. The motion failed to carry, the vote
being 15 for and 17 against, but tho secrc
tary didn't see It that way, and the pres-
ident declired the motion to postpone
carried. Tho r solution to adjourn will
probably be adopted It it Is
every elTort will bo made to get the house
to do likewise. SuccehSful in till", the
Democratic senate will have dodged But
It will not bo successful. The ltepubllcans
In caucus settled that. Seventy
members of the houe attended the cau-
cus. They decided hj an overwhelming ma-
jority that they would take up
tho Hlgbeo bill, which Is a copy ot the
Iowa law, a straight i.illroad fellow seiv-n- nt

bill, nnd pass It, They will then send
It to the senate nnd give that body ample
time In which to act. They nlso decided
that they would not adjouin until Governor
Stone had signed tho elections bill

It was .i master stroke. It will put the
Democratic senate In ,a hole so drep
that It will requlie much wriggling to ex-

tricate Itself with clear garments. It Is a
show down now.

assembly y passed the elections bill,
recommended by the conference commit-
tees. Thero was not ono dissenting voice,
though Scnutor John Martin, of Iliy coun-
ty, died hard.

It must not be supposed, beciuso the
vote was unanimous, that no light was
made on the measure.

O'Neill, of Kansas City, mado a
desperate struggle to encompass the de-

feat of tho bill. At 12 o'clock last night
they went to tho rooms of Lieutenant
Governor O'Meara to secure his aid He
would not see them, and then O'Neill left
a note for the president of the senate,
In which he asked that gentleman's

In defeating the bill This morn-
ing Brown, Fleming and O'Neill succeeded
In getting the majority of tho Democrutlo
senators Into a caucus, and a iilin to
postpone consideration of the bill was
formulated. When the scheme was brought
to light In the senate, however, It got but
five votes They were cast by Lantasler,
Bledsoe, Goodykoontz, I.ove and Morton.

The house passed the bill about 5 o'clock,
having waited for printed copies to be
distributed, without any discussion what-
ever.

In fact, tho court held that tho city must
pay tho price, that the company cannot
rcfuso to sell nnd thut It the city does
not pay within a reasonable time, the
court will enforco Its Judgment, This will
bo done, so say the counsel for the city,
by mandamus requiting the city ollicers to
levy a tax, It this tux Is levied, pavable
In one ear, It will amount to 3 per cent
of tho valuation of tho taxable property of
tho city and the practical couiNcatton of
tho homes of tho poorer clabsi's, who
would be unable, to meet the tax, To avoid
confiscation, the attorneys bay, the city has
provided for an Issue of bonds with a low
rata of Interest, running n long time, mak-
ing a necessity burden as light as possl.
bio. Tho one thing tho committee will en-
forco on the minds of the people Is, that
thero Is no escape fiom tho purchase and
tho people would better take thu plant
on u bond Issue than pay for It In a lump
on Ut single tux levy.
